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ABSTRACT

The bronze sculpture of a pig (8th-7th centuries BCE), preserved in the Martvili Museum of
Local Lore, represents one of the most remarkable examples of Colchian bronze art. This paper
is devoted to a comprehensive study of this unique artifact and an examination of the pig (boar)
cult in pre-Christian Georgia. The sculpture stands out for its expressive plastic composition
and distinct phallic symbolism. The research includes a comparative analysis of archaeological,
ethnological, and iconographic materials, confirming the widespread presence of the pig cult
throughout pre-Christian Georgia and its association with the Great Mother cult, as well as with
fertility and purification rituals. Special attention is given to analogous finds from archaeological
sites such as Vani, Narekvavi, Armaziskhevi, Aragvispiri, Zguderi, and others, where pig depictions
are linked to religious-ritual practices and Mithraic traditions. The paper discusses the genesis
of the pig cult, its connections with Colchian-Greek mythology (the myth of Circe), and its later
transformation during the Christian era. The study supports the hypothesis that the Martvili
sculpture was an element of a cultic standard, produced in a local workshop, reflecting the
distinctive features of Colchian culture and the synthesis of Eastern and Greek artistic traditions

In the Martvili Museum of Local Lore, among other very interesting and significant exhibits, there is
a diverse collection of Colchian bronze, artistically crafted and meticulously designed, which includes
a selected group of zoomorphic small ornaments. Among the images of a bull, a dog, wolf, cat-like an-
imals and pig, the statue of a pig draws our special attention.

A statue of a pig was found by chance in Mukhurcha (Martvili district), a quite large figure made
of bronze. It has an elongated, slightly sloping, monolithic body, four short and thick legs, and a mas-
sive head and neck, with a slightly noticeable ridge on the back (over the entire length) (tab. 1/1).
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The statue is static, however, the widely painted mouth, the tongue hinted by the voluminous plastic
mass, the deep-seated small, wide ears covering the round eyes, and the enlarged nostrils stamped
on the rectangular snout give the sculpture an expressive character (Table 1/3). The figure of the pig is
strongly phallic - the phallus which is about 2 cm long, is elongated towards the abdomen, where the
body is clearly indented in the shape of a rectangle (tab. 1/2). Both sides of the pig are lined with two
triangles with their tips directed towards each other, which are filled with vitreous substance (tab. 1/1).
The statue was broken and then glued together by the staff of the Martvili Museum, although cracks
on the head, back and neck are still visible today. The figure is damaged - the lower parts of the front
and back legs are broken on one side, as well as the ends of the tail and snout. The remaining part of
the tail is short and triangular. The statue was covered with patina, now it is cleaned and conserved.
Dimensions: length — 9 cm; Height - 3.5 cm. It is dated back to the VIII-VII centuries BC [Sulava n. And
others ... 2014: 38].

Pigs had the largest increase among domestic animals. Maybe that's why her rounded body was
understood as a symbol of fertility, although there is another kind of explanation. As Plutarch points
out, the pig was worshiped for the reason that it was the first animal that left the mark of a snout-
tipped hoe on the ground, thus it was the sign which showed the work of the plough. The pig (boar) is
a sacred animal, associated with the earth and the sky, as well as with the cult of the Great Mother -
vegetative and animal fertility, is psychopompos, in rituals of fertility and purification. It is a sacrificial
animal, and in myths - a weapon with which sacrifice is performed [Erkomaishvili M. 2002: 83].

As archaeological and ethnological material shows, the cult of the pig (boar) was widespread
throughout pre-Christian Georgia. In the Christian era, images of the pig are almost no longer found, al-
though the religious memory of the society has preserved the cult of the pig and related rituals till day.

According to the Georgian ethnological material, the pig is an animal that brings abundance,
wealth, wealth, and prosperity to the family. He is related to the patron deity of the family, who can only
bring good [Gogochuri G., Berdzenishvili I. 2014: 22]. The pig (boar) as a zoomorph, a totem, is connected
to the sun and the moon in a cosmogonic sense. As a symbol of the sun, it embodies the male begin-
ning, male power, and the white pig (boar) is associated with the moon and represents the feminine.

It is interesting that in the same Martvili region, where our statue was found, there is a beautiful
Martvili-Chkondidi temple named after the Dormition of the Virgin Mary. Chkondidi was a pagan reli-
gious center since long ago. According to tradition, before the construction of the Christian temple, a
huge oak tree stood on a high hill. The protector of the family, the deity of prosperity and wealth was
tied to the oak. It is made of cast iron — a personified idol of human appearance - A deity of prosperity
and wealth, which was made of cast iron. An idol with a human appearance, open mouthed - Kapunia
(Kvapunia), to which the only children of their families were sacrificed. The sacrificial infant was chosen
by voting at the convention on “Tutash Dgha” - the day of the moon - Monday, then the parents orga-
nized a big feast in honor of God's chosen infant on “Sabaton” — Saturday, and on “Bzha Dgha” - the day
of the sun, on Sunday, they traveled by a magnificent chariot in the oak yard, where the mother of the
sacrificial child would stand with the infant in Kapunia's open mouth and perform the sacrificial ritual.
In the 1st century AD. when Andrew the First Called preached Christianity in Samegrelo, he came to
Martvili, destroyed the idol of Kapunia, cut down the big oak to which the deity was tied and erected a
cross instead of it, and the sacrifice of infants was replaced by pigs. Later, a wooden church named after
Andrew the First Called was built from cut oak in this place, and Martvil-Chkondidi temple was built in
the 7th century AD., the refectory of which was based on the hidden sacredness - the roots of the cut
oak. [Putkaradze T. 2014: 179]. Nowadays, the ritual of sacrificing a pig in the Martvili temple is not con-
firmed. However, during the Kapunioba festival a pig dedicated to Okapune-Kapuniya was killed and
the blood was sprinkled on the ground. The festival was taking place on Thursday before shrovetide, 16
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days before the Great Lent. This tradition was used untill recently [Qobalia A. 2010: 354].

In Samegrelo, we have a reflection of the pig (boar) as a totem bearing the male origin and a deified
creature in the heart of the phallic cult in the ritual preserved until recently - Dodgimir's khvama, the
prayer ritual of which includes putting sacrificial meat in an oak hollow. Women had to eat this meat as
much as possible in order to increase her fertility, and on the other hand, to give birth to the children of
the warrior spirit, the powerful male origin [Abakelia N. 1997: 88].

In the calendar cycle of Georgian holidays, the pig was closely connected to Christmas. At this
time, a variety of magical rituals were performed, which ensured health, fertility, protection from evil
spirits and future prosperity. In the process of ritual, the pig participated in such sacred places as the
hearth, the cellar and the forge, which once again emphasizes the sacred and holy character of this
animal [Abakelia N. 1997: 79]. New Year's eve rituals attract attention: in Guria and Racha-Lechkhumi -
Kalanda, and in Svaneti - Sheshkhuam-Sheshkhuam. Both were devoted to the breeding of pigs, which
was specially begged from the deity Basil on this day. The recited prayers make it clear that Basil was
considered to be the patronage for the breeding of pigs. On the other hand, sacrificing the cult loafs
crushed by pork knuckle and pig's genitals to Basil clearly indicate that Basil was also considered a
deity of the sexual fertilization of pigs [Khidasheli M. 1982:84] and one of the zoomorphic forms of this
deity was represented by a pig. In the evening, the head of the family would take the members of the
house into the cellar with lighted candles. They were taking serving platter with them, where you could
see a jug of wine, a pig's head, and khachapuri. The head of the family would pray over the clay vessel,
drink wine, then eat pork and khachapuri. So did the others. At the end, the recitation of Aguna was
beginning, during which the leader of the ritual hit the pig's head to wine press [Abakelia N. 1997: 89-
90]. In Samegrelo, the ritual of “Kakhunjoba” was held with the participation of a pig, which was held
on December 31 and was related to blacksmithing. The necessary sacrificial animal of this day was a
pig, and the ritual had to be performed the wine pitchers hidden in the forge [Abakelia N. 1997: 81-82].

A pig is not sacrificed to a Christian temple in Georgia, but as an exception this process takes place
in Kakheti.

In particular, in Nekresi, where archaeologically proven powerful pagan and Zoroastrian religious
centers existed [Chilashvili L. 2004: 10]. In recent Christian church, the tradition of sacrificing a pig is
established, which is connected to the days of the winter and spring cycle, and it is considered an
anomalous pagan tradition established by the Shildites [Abakelia N. 1997: 80]. This must be an ancient
pagan tradition for Shilda people, because it is known that in the chapel discovered in Shilda and dated
back to the XIV-XII centuries BC, together with the statues of various animals, bronze statues of a pig
(boar) sacrificed to the same chapel were found [Maisuradze B., Panskhava L. 1984: 19, 90, tab. XXIV/5;
Tab. XXV/8]. During the Georgian pagan ritual ceremonies, the head of the pig (boar) was especially
important, because its power as a fertilizing being is stored in the head. At the same time, boar was the
incarnation of the deity Veretragna in Iran, and the head of boar is a famous Zoroastrian symbol too
[Gagoshidze I., Gagoshidze G. 2014: 343]. It is interesting that in Kakheti - Cheremiskhevi accidentally
discovered and late Sasanian silver cup which is dated back to the VI-VII centuries AD. At the bottom
of the bowl, the relief head of boar enclosed in a double circle is depicted in the right profile, and the
outer part of the bowl is completely decorated with a relief composition of “grape picking” — Rtveli,
where 2 men picking grapes, 5 birds (2 of which are munching on grapes), 3 foxes and 1 rabbit are de-
picted together with a bunch of vines (tab. I1/1). The Cheremishkevi cup and the compositions depicted
on it belong to the Sasanian cultural circle, but it differs from similar Sasanian cups with very import-
ant detail that is on the bottom of the Cheremishkevi cup. Particularly, in the middle of the bottom, a
gilded equal-armed cross enclosed in a medallion surrounded by a double circle is carved (tab. 11/2).
In the scientific literature, there is expressed the opinion that, this magnificent sample of late Sasani-
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an torevtics with the image of the boar head was ordered by a Christian and belonged to a Christian
[Gagoshidze 1., Gagoshidze G. 2014: 341-345]. Therefore, if Sasanian and Christian symbolism coexist on
this object, then we also consider it permissible to have the ritual of a pig secrificion for a Christian
temple. It seems that the pagan and Sasanian traditions of sacrificing a pig (boar) to the temple were
interconnected and survived to this day as a remnant in Nekresi. However, people associate a miracle
with the strange tradition of sacrificing a pig to the church of Nekresi. According to legend, a large
army of Persians besieged the shrine of Nekresi on Christmas day. In a life-and-death struggle, the
Georgians thought cuting the pigs and letting them attack to the enemy. They opened the door of the
Nekresi fence and the colt, distraught with pain, rushed directly to the besiegers. The confused enemy
was destroyed by a small army of Georgians. Since then, on Christmas day, the feast of Nekresoba be-
gins, which lasts for one week, and most importantly, pigs are brought to the temple to be sacrificed,
although it is not surprising to sacrifice a pig as - “The land and its fullness is the Lord's".

A pig was also sacrificed on the day of Mirsoba in Samegrelo and all over the West Georgia. On
Thursday, the male head of the family would hold the pig by its back legs and lead it around the hearth
with a terrible roar, then recite prays for the family's well-being and protection from the evil eye. Finally,
they were slaughtering a pig [Abakelia N. 1997: 92-93]. At the dinner, the housewife prepared two round
cult loaf and two boiled eggs for each person, the family members put the cult loafs and eggs on their
eyes and asked Mirsa for the sight [Abakelia N. 1991: 23]. S. Makalathia equated Mirsa with Mithras, he
saw beliefs similar to Mithraism and considered it as one of the predecessors of St. George [Makalatia
S.1938]. In Western Georgia, the ritual of “Jege-Misaron” or “Jege-Moisari” has been confirmed, in which
it is possible to trace the worship of Mithras, and it must have been “the surviving fragments of the
Roman Mysteries of Mithras, which were soaked with Persian beliefs and ideas” [Abakelia N. 2011: p. 59].

As it is known, Mithraism was widespread in Georgia, especially in the early centuries of the new
era. The main sacred animal of Mithras, the god of light and sun, fighter for justice, along with the
bull, horse, dog, snake, raven, and rooster, was also the boar, which had a special and important place
among these animals, because it provided significant help to Mithras while the fighting against evil with
its sharp tusk [Mshvildadze M. 2003: 97-99].

The spread of the cult of Mithras in Georgia, and its fusion with the local cult of the sun and the
boar is evidenced by the Late Roman period local group of archaeological materials dated back to the
[I-11l centuries BC. - silver bowls, at the bottom with the image of a leg risen horse standing in front
of the Beaumont. This kind of bowl, in addition to Armaziskhevi, Bori and Zghuderi, was also found in
Aragvispiri tomb N13, near Zhinvali [Ramishvili R. 1975: 7-15]. In the same tomb N13, two silver jugs were
found, on which are depicted the scenes of a noble hunter-rider hunting on horseback [Ramishvili R.
1975: p. 10], where the Iberian noble is hunting deer on one jug, and boars on the other (table 11/3) [These
stories are compositionally and iconographically similar to the hunting scene depicted on the Dura-Eu-
ropos Il century AD. fresco, where the archer Mithras - the rider-hunter also hunts deer and boars [Frai
R.1972: Fig. 101]. It is worth noting that the Aragvispirian jugs could not be genetically connected with the
Sasanian toreutics, due to the peculiarities of the compositions depicted on them, that is why the jugs
were considered as local products and dated back to the 50s of Ill century AD. [Ramishvili st. 1999: 72].
Despite the strong influence of Achaemenid and Parthian art in general, it seems that many branches of
art developed in their own, quite original way in late Roman Georgia [Ramishvili St. 1999: 74]. It should
not be excluded that Transcaucasia, in the dynamic manner of retelling the hunting scenes, was also
fed from the nearby eastern centers, namely from Syria, where this story was widespread, especially
in the late Assyrian period [Kerami K. 1972: p. 236]. However, the Syrian or Achaemenid-Parthian proto-
types of hunting scenes were not blindly repeated in Eastern Georgia, but creatively, under the strong
influence of their local source, which is why the hunting scenes depicted on the Aragvispiri paintings
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carry, e.g. Compared to the fresco of Dura-Europos, the independent signs, however, here are shown the
result of the fusion and mutual influence of local and eastern (Syrian-Parthian) traditions, where the
spread of Mithraism from the east to Georgia was not on the last place.

The Scenes of infantrymen with spears and horsemen hunting on horseback from queen’s hill are
engraved on the bone plates, which is dated back to the 1st century AD. [Gagoshidze I. 2008: 88-103, Tab.
36/50, 51,53; Tab. 37/59]. The items are made locally and Georgian engraved painting is given on them,
where Achaemenid and Greco-Persian traditions are accumulated and preserved [Gagoshidze 1. 2009:
17, tab. 11/16].

There is a very expressive scene of horse and dog attack (both animals are gilded) on the bottom
of a silver pinax (table 11/4) from Zghuderi [Nemsadze G. 1969: Tab. 111/2]. Everted rim and wavy fluting
bowl of Zghuderi is considered to be a local product created under the influence of Roman and Asian
Minor toreutics, while the boar is associated with the Iranian (Sasanian) deity Veretragna. The bowl
was found in wooden sarcophagus N2, which has been quite convincingly dated back to 250 years
AD. [Braund D. 2009: 14, 54]. It is worth noting that such a composition is not confirmed on Sasanian
toreutic products. As it is known, Sasanian iconography was formed in Iran not earlier than the 70s of
the 11l century BC. [/lykoHuH B. 1969: 97], therefore, we think that it is quite possible that a Mithraist
religious-ritual story, not a Sasanian veretragna, is given on the Chakeri bowl because both the boar
and the dog were accompanying animals of the deity Mithras. A miniature gold pendant figure of a boar
with folded legs is found in tomb #6 of Armaziskhevi (Tab. I/5). It must have been an amulet, which once
again confirms the symbolic purpose of the boar and the connection with the religious cult [Apakidze
A. et al. 1955: 70. Tab. VI, fig. 3; Tab. XV, fig. 36].

The fact of ritual burial of pig or boar, which are confirmed in the tombs of the Late Hellenistic
period, also indicates the widespread cult of pigs or boars in Georgia, such as Sheupovari Settlement
(tab. 11/7), where in one of the cemetery, two boars are buried with honor in parallel to each other
[Gogochuri G., Berdzenishvili I. 2014: 12]. The fact that two of its skeletons were found in Tsalka village
speaks about the importance of the pig cult, excavated in Sakdrioni village, dated back to the IlI-I cen-
turies BC. [Narimanishvili G. 2011: 118, 120]. Pig bones, as remains of agape, were found in Tetritskaro
region, at Almost all burials neat to the Skhalti’'s cemetery, which is dated back to the IV-1ll centuries
BC. [Nikolaishvili V., Shatberashvili V. 2010: 432-433]. Sacrifice of piglets is confirmed on Aradeti Orgora,
where the skeletons of especially buried suckling piglets were found. It is considered that, there must
have been an important center of pre-Christian worship in VI-IV centuries BC. [Gagoshidze 1. 1999: 58].

There is found an important archaeological argument about boar as a sacred animal in Vani. A
silver seal with bezel, with an image of boar carved on it were discovered in the luxurious tomb N19,
dated back to the second half of the IV century BC. [Lordkipanidze and others. 1995:96, Tab. 181-182]. The
intaglio gem of the seal is slightly elongated and rounded at the ends, the arc is rounded, it is getting
wide slightly towards the bezel and directly connects to it (tab. 1/8). The image of the boar is made in a
kind of linear-decorative manner, it is mouth-opened and ear-rised. A large, oval eye is clearly visible.
Breasts and thighs are highlited with voluminous shapes. The back legs are bent, and the front legs are
stretched forward. The graphicness of the boar image is enhanced by the fact that the silhouette of
the animal is surrounded by a narrow golden stripe. The ring is made with a rather unusual technique.
It was seen by John Boardman and he could not name any other seal made with this technique (the
information was provided by D. Kacharava, for which we thank him). It is conceivable that the image
of the boar should be cut with a knife, not too deep, clearly and, with different depths. It is quite good
handmade work - made by a skilled carving hand. The master has used several knives: A bronze needle
for the outline of the drawing, a wide-bladed cutter for removing large masses (pig breast, thighs), as
well as for the final processing of bristles and fur, and a small buterol for forming the pig's eyes. The
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background of the image is polished, but not too much.

The seal in its form belongs to the VIl type of classification of ). Bordman, which is dated back to
the IV century BC. [Bordman 1970: 213, fig. 217]. We could not find an exact analogue of the boar image
on the Vani seal, however, boar images were an important theme in Greek glyptics. It was understood
as an animal bringing prosperity and abundance for a person, victory in war, and it was associated with
such deities as Demeter, Ares, Atlantis, and others. In the IV century BC, it is known Temnos marble
statue of boar from the Temple of Demetra, and a fragment of a head of boar created by Scopas or his
school of the same period on the pediment of the Temple of Athena from Tegeos. These sculptures
provided a source of inspiration from which the stone carvers transferred the images of the boar onto
glyptic artifacts and then interpreted them in various ways. The image of the Vani seal shows a certain
similarity with the images of the boar carved on two scaraboids of Chalcedon of the Eastern Greek cir-
cle, which is dated back to the first half of the IV century BC. [Nikulina 1994: 38, 183, Il. 180-181], however,
there is a noticeable difference as well. First of all, it is worth noting that on the Greek ships the boars
are shown in the running process, while on the Vani seal the boars are presented in a static position.
On the Greek seals, the bristles of the boars are composed of oblique parallel lines, and there is no fur
on the body, while on the Vani seal, there is a bristle made up of short parallel wound lines along the
back, and the body is covered with fur, which is represented by rows made up of short dashed incised
lines. The modeling of the snout, ears,, and tail is also different. If the image on the Vani seal complete-
ly fills the image area, on the Greek scaraboids - only the central part. The image of boar carved on
the cover of the Vani seal is close to the goldsmithing items found in Vani, which are decorated with
images of boar, in terms of the graphic-decorative style of execution and some details, in particular, the
manner of rendering the brush. For example, the diadem found in cemetery N6 in Vani dated back to
the end of the 5th century and the beginning of the 4th century BC. It depicts the scene of the attack of
the lions to the boar (tab. /7). In the plot, composition and style of performance, the visible influence
of Eastern Greek, particularly lonian-Greek art could be observed [Lordkipanidze Ot. 1972: 14, Skt. 39,
Fig. 38]. However, it was not possible to find a direct analogy of the images of Vani diadems among the
known monuments, which is why the distribution of diadems of a similar shape and decoration was
mainly limited to Kolkheti [Chkhonia An. 1981: 14-14, tab. 2/2]. A golden bracelet, dated back to the V
centuries BC, is also decorated with sculptural images of boar, which is found in cemetery N11 (Tab. 1/6).
The bracelet is molded together with the boar figures. The images are somehow closer to the images
of the famous bronze boar of Iran and Asia Minor, But they differ from them in their ears and, what is
most important for us, in the appearance of bristles, which makes it similar with the image of boar on
the Vani seal. It is worth noting that in the same cemetery, silver pendants have also been found, which
almost exactly repeat the figures of boars depicted on the bracelet. This bracelet is not buckled and it
is local or Colchian origin, along with the boar diadem [Lordkipanidze Ot. 1972: 19].

The image of the boar depicted on the seal found in Vani is genetically related to the earlier
monuments of the Kolchian bronze culture in terms of graphic-decorative style of execution and ico-
nography, on which animals with open mouths and ears up are depicted. They are made with the same
graphic-decorative style.

Thus, the Vani seal should represent local products of the 4th century BC., which, on the one hand,
is related to the goldsmithing samples of boar found in Vani, and on the other hand, to the images on
even earlier local materials (we have imagined the images of animals engraved on Kolkhian bronze
products and South Caucasian bronze belts). It is also noteworthy and very important that the master
knows and owns the traditions of the Eastern Greek glyptic school. The fact that the ring is made locally
is confirmed by a different, unique technique of performance. The era of the rise of Kolkhian glyptic
is precisely in V-IV centuries. matches. In our point of view, Vani's seal was a legal stamp during the
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lifetime of the deceased. Official signet rings were carved by Kolkhian engravers in the local workshop,
and the stories presented on the printings were related to the cults spread in Kolkheti [Lortkifanidze
M. 1975: 111]. It is interesting that the deceased in the mentioned tomb were two rings with bezel, one
- with the image of a horse, and the other — with a bird. After the death, the image of boar filled the de-
ceased with otherworldly vital energy, and together with the image of the bird, it appears as a spiritual
guardian of the soul. It is known that not only the image of a pig (boar) but also its bones were con-
sidered guardians of the soul. As early as the Mustier era, boar eshes were used as agaroses, and later,
after man switched to production farming and domesticated the pig, its bones were found quite abun-
dantly. For example at the Arukhlo settlement dated back to the VI-V Millennium BC. [Vekya A. 1984: 95],
Also, facts of finding pierced palangus of piglets or pigs are common in tombs, e.g. In Mtskheta tombs
dated to the XI-VI century BC. [Apakidze A. and others. 1999: 23, 40, 64-65; 93; Nikolaishvili, Gavasheli
2007:38 - 40]. Ethnological material proves that the pig's snout, tusks, ankles, fat and especially bristles
had a protective function, as a means of treatment or protection. [Gogochuri G., Berdzenishvili I. 2014:
21-22, see ibid. literature].

A bronze figure of a pig similar to the statue preserved in the Martvili Museum was found in Narek-
vavi cemetery, in tomb N41 dated back to the VI-V centuries BC. The sculpture is quite realistic (tab. 1/4).
It has a massive body, four short legs, of which the two hind legs are rounded. It also has a pronounced
snout, drooping ears and a short, bushy tail. The sculpture is pierced in the middle and indented across
the back. As it seems the figure represented figure was supposed to be top part of schtandart, which
was used to hang schtandart on wooden hook and was used during a cult ritual [Apakidze A. And oth-
ers.. 1999: 11, 115. Tab. XXXIV/453]. Taking this parallel into account, the statue of a pig preserved in the
Martvili Museum may have had the same purpose and was placed on a standard or a wooden pole with
the indentation on the side of the belly.

The cult of the pig or the boar is indicated by the fact that, in the sacrificial square of Vani Set-
tlement dated to the VIII-VII centuries BC., four-legged terracotta figures of this animal with two-sided
protomes were found [Lordkipanidze Ot. 1995: 6. Tab. 66/2, 4].

Images of a pig (boar) can be found in the hunting scenes engraved on the bronze belts of the VlII-
VIl centuries BC. (in Tlias Cemetery - tomb N76 (tab. 111/1); in Samtrovo - tomb N276; in Trialeti - on the
Cemetery of Maralin-Deresi; in Sagarejo - tomb N5) [Khidasheli m. 1982: Tab. IX, I, XI, XVII].

Among the stories presented on the belts, our special attention is drawn to the scene depicted on
the belt found in tomb N211 of the Samtavro necropolis, on which the divine hunting of deer and goats
by the trio of heroes is represented and a fantastic creature, which has the lower half of the body and
the legs of a human, and the upper half of the body — with a bent upper limb and a head with leaf-like
ears - of an animal (Table I11/2). The belt was studied by M. Khidasheli and noted that the head of this
fantastic creature is pig's or a boar’s [Khidasheli M. 1982: 145. Tab. VII]. The creature has a wide-open
mouth, a protruding tongue, an enlarged-pointed snout, and a round eye marked with a small circle.
The legs, chest and head-neck of the figure are decorated with incised dots, and the body is decorat-
ed with coniferous ornaments. The image is placed horizontally, like all the animals on the belt, in a
crouched position, indicating that the creature, once a man, is now transformed into an animal, and
not vise versa, as all the human figures on the belt are positioned vertically. In our opinion, the mo-
ment of transformation of a person into an animal is recorded on the belt, and this hybrid or “fantastic
creature” should be related to the work of Kirke — the myth about Kirke. As it is known, Kirke was a
witch who lived on the island of Ayia. She was the daughter of Helios, sister of King Aetes of Colchis
and Queen Pasiphae of Crete, aunt of Medea, ethnically Colchian. It has a rather important place in
Homer's “Odyssey”, and less in the stories about the Argonauts [Erkomaishvili M. 2002: 13]. Kirke had
the divine ability to transform people into various animals using her own potions and magic wand. In
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ancient literature, Kirke is mentioned for the first time in Homer's “Odyssey”, where the author narrates
the episode of the transformation of Odysseus' companions into pigs [fomep: Oaucces X: 133-574], and
it is the version that becomes the most popular, although it is already quite clear in Homer's “Odyssey”
and later authors as well. It is mentioned that Kirke would turn people into other animals as well, espe-
cially wolves and lions [Erkomaishvili M. 2002: 15]. A comparison of this creature depicted on the belt of
tomb N211 of the Samtavro with the images of a pig or a boar depicted on other belts of the same time
(comp. Tab. 111/2, “Fantastic creature” and Tab. 111/1image of a pig or a horse) and the sharp iconograph-
ic difference between them revealed, that the image is not a hybrid of man and pig, but of man and
wolf-dog, because both on the belt N211 itself, as well as on other belts spread in the South Caucasus
and on Kolchian bronze artifacts, the open-mouthed, tongue up and lop-eyed wolf-dogs or “fantastic
animals” are iconographically very close to the “fantastic creature” depicted on the belt of the tomb
N211 of Samtavro. It is worth noting that the hybrid creature - the so-called “lion-man” image, which is
carved on a later monument - is found in Vani and on a gold shield ring dated to the beginning of the
5th century BC. (Tab. I11/4). The item was studied by M. Lortkipanidze. He considered the seal to be a lo-
cal legend and immediately connected the story to the myth about Kirke [Lortkipanidze M. 1975: 85-88].

In the myth of the Argonauts' expedition to Colchis, Apollonius of the island of Circe - When de-
scribing Ayia, he notes that Kirke lives there in isolation from humans and mentions the mixed-bodied
creatures of humans and various animals which surrounded the witch when he was first seen by the
Argonauts [AnonnoHuin Pogocckuin 1964: 559-754]. The existing myths and legends about Kirke should
have been as familiar and assimilated to the Colchians and the Georgian population as a whole, as the
legends about Medea and Prometheus. It is also important that (according to R. Tsanava) comparing
the functions of the Georgian animal goddesses (Dali, Tkashi Mafa) and Kirke, their typological simi-
larity could be underlined: 1. Both live in isolation from people; 2. They rule the animal world; 3. There
are witches and werewolves; 4. They establish an intimate relationship with distinguished hunters or
heroes and give birth to famous sons; 5. They die. Therefore, in the scientific literature, a rather fun-
damental opinion has been expressed that it was the face of the archaic animal owner confirmed in
Georgian life and beliefs that formed the basis of the legendary Kirke, connected to Colchis, in the for-
mation of its mythical essence [Tsanava R. 1982: 134]. Thus, we consider it completely acceptable that
the “fantastic creatures” caught in the magical circle of Kirke were depicted on the fine art monuments
of the Georgian population already in the VIII-VII centuries BC. and it is possible that the composition
of the direct metamorphosis (transformation into an animal) depicted on the girdle found in Samtavro
necropolis N211 is even earlier among similar iconographic images associated with Kirke, because, as
it is known, the earliest images of similar content and iconography in Greece could only be found on
Attic black-figure lekythos dating from the end of the 6th century BC., and people transformed into an-
imals from the 6th century BC. On the Etruscan urns of the 2nd century AD. [Erkomaishvili M. 2002. See
References]. We think that the anthropomorphic-zoomorphic creature engraved on the belt found in
Samtavro necropolis N211 is an image with content related to the witch of Kirke and its environment. It
is also important that this type of images are almost always closely related to the theme of hunting -
the episode of Circe with Homer on the island of Ayia begins with the deer hunting scene [Erkomaishvili
M. 2002: 89].

In the ancient literature, there are reports about the localization of the island of Ayia, according to
Uadres (Homer), Kirke is placed in the east - Colchis. According to another report (Hesiod), Circe lives
in the west - in the land of the Tyrsenians (Etruscans), but he was moved there from Kolkheti in the
direction of the sun's movement, exiled by his father Helios. Some authors assume the existence of two
Kirkes in the West and the East at the same time [Erkomaishvili M. 2002: 42]. Therefore, there is an opin-
ion about the connection of Kolchian Kirke with Etruria, which gives scientists a basis for researching
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Etruscan-Georgian and European-Georgian relations in general.

It is worth noting that similar images of “fantastic animals” with wide-open mouth, tongue out and
ears up are quite common in European materials and especially on Etruscan monuments (Table 111/3),
which, based on the relations and beliefs of the bronze culture spread in Georgia and contemporary
European cultures. It indicates the connection of representations [Farmakovsky F. 1916: 43-44; Khi-
dasheli M. 1982: 124-126; Sulava N. 2010: 156] and what can be thought as a result of such migration and
contacts. According to one of the hypotheses of migration of Kartvelian tribes to the Mediterranean,
at the turn of the 3rd-2nd millennia BC, a part of the Caucasian tribes migrated from the Caucasus to
Egeida. Then some of the exiled tribes had to move to Crete, and some to Italy [Gordeziani R. 1999: 43].
Thus, it is possible that the myth of Circe, in some respects, reflects the image of real migrations. If we
share this hypothesis, - the beginning of the 2nd millennium BC should be interesting, as the Trialeti
cup dates back to the 28th century BC, on which there is depicted the ritual procession of the earliest
hybrid creatures — wolf-men, going to the goddess sitting on the throne, and they are considered “wolf
people” [Beriashvili M., Skhirtladze Z. 1984: 133-153]. As for the earliest image of a pig (boar), it also
dates back to the beginning of the 2nd millennium BC. — it is a miniature statue of a pig or a piglet made
of Egyptian blue faience, which was found in the Middle Bronze Age Tsitsamuri kurgan N13. It is dated
back to the 18th century BC. [Sadradze V. 1993: 56, 66. Tab. 37/5].

The statue of a pig preserved in the Martvili Museum is decorated on both sides with windowed tri-
angles with their tips pointing towards each other (tab. I/1), which are inlaid with a vitreous substance
—this is considered a characteristic artistic technique of that era - VIII-VII BC. [Sulava N., Kalandadze N.
2005: 13]. It should also be noted that the bodies of boars or pigs on the bronze belts of the same age
are in most cases decorated with the same, but graphically executed, rows of triangles stuck to each
other with their tips [Khidasheli M. 1982: Tab. IX, I, XI, XVII]. The triangle, in addition to being a symbol
of male (with the tip up) and female (with the tip down) beginning, is also known to be related to the
theme of agriculture, it can also be a sign of rain [Urushadze N. 1988: 51]. If we take into account the fact
that the statue is strongly phallic, then the statue of a pig decorated with triangles can be considered
as a symbol of both animal reproduction and plant fertility.

Thus, the bronze statue of a pig exhibited in Martvili Museum of Local Lore is not only a very sig-
nificant and interesting sample of small plastic, but also important as it has a cult purpose, and it also
allowed us to discuss the cult of the pig in Georgia.
