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“Upper (Zemo) Kartli is by no means Inner (Shida) Kartli. Upper Kartli is entirely
a place in Samtskhe, that is to say, Sameskheto”.

[Teimuraz Batonishvili. From the Foundation of Iberia,

that is Georgia, which is all of Georgia]

The Odzrakhe monastery complex is located in historical Samtskhe, on a high rocky hill on the right
bank of the rivers Otskha and Kurtskhanistskali (town/daba of Abastumani, Adigeni municipality, Samtsk-
he-Javakheti region).

The preliminary archaeological research of the monastery complex is a prerequisite for the restora-
tion of the individual buildings included in it in the future (next year).

Description of the research question and a general overview of spiritual and material objects/mon-
uments in the territory of Adigeni municipality.

“Odzrakhe ravine”, is one of the significant historical-geographical regions of both Samtskhe “..which
is Zemo (Upper) Kartli”, and of all Georgia.

The study area has been used by humans since ancient times (Abastumani Eneolithic settlement) and
life, with different intensities, in some cases, as well as in many parts of Georgia, with certain time gaps,
since today.

The research from the onomastic point of view is very significant. The country of Odzrakhe attracts at-
tention with very eloquent toponyms and hydronyms, which clearly indicate, on the one hand, the diversity
and versatility of human economic activity in this historical-geographical region since ancient times; On
the other hand, at the meeting of different Georgian streams and interrelationships; One, unfortunately,
not a small part of the geographical names is a reflection of the sad reality of the oppressors of foreign
ethnic cultures. Since ancient times, the importance of the “Odzrakhe country” was determined by its ex-
tremely favorable strategic location, which led to the abundance of roads of various types and importance.
Through them, people from Odzrakhe were connected to Javakheti and Tori, Imereti, Guria-Adjara...Samt-
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skhe, and in particular, the section of the important trade road marked on the map of Castorius, a Roman
cartographer of the Late Antiquity, passed through Odzrakhe Ravine; and the point mentioned here, in the
opinion of Professor N. Lomouri should represent the Odzrakhe 1958:108].

From the early stage, “Country of Odzrakhe” seems to be involved in many important events of the
formation of the state of Georgia and its subsequent life; This situation is well reflected in written narra-
tive or documentary sources; Among the oldest cities of Georgia, the national historical chronicles name
Odzrakhe: Among the cities of the Kartli kingdom for the pre-Hellenistic period, Odzrakhe is named: “..
Sarkine-city, Kaspi, Urbanisi and Odzrakhe, and their castles: The castle of Great Sarkini, Uplistsikhe of
Kaspi, Urbanis and Odzrakhe” [Collection of Shatberdi of 10th century. 1979:320]; In terms of time, Leonti
Mroveli moves the establishment of Odzrakhe even deeper: Mtskhetos, the son of Kartlos, gave the ter-
ritory “from Tasiskari to the sea of Sperisa-the country is rocky, to the middle son, Odzrakhe”. This made
Odzrakhe build two fortress-cities: “Odzrakhe and Tukharis” [Life of the Kings of Georgia ..., 1955:9,23-24].

The city of Odzrkhe has been the political and military-administrative center of the independent prin-
cipality since the time of the territorial arrangement of Georgia by King Pharnavaz: Pharnavaz “sent the
sixth to the Duke (Eristavi) of Odzrkhe, and gave him from Tashiskari rather than Arsianta, from the Noste
to the sea, which is Samtske and Adjara” [Life of the Georgian Kings ..., 1955:24].

Duchies (Saeristavo) of Odzrkhe is divided into several macro and micro-districts. Odzrkhe ravine,
Kurtskhana ravine, Benara-Zadengora, Ude-Arali, and Kvalbiani ravine attracts out attention at this stage
of research. Each of them is distinguished by the quality and number of monuments.

It can be said with full confidence that the research activities conducted here, (not only in the direc-
tion of archaeology) will enrich the Georgian science with new objects of spiritual and material culture,
containing very valuable information.

The reality described in the written sources is confirmed by the material culture objects/monuments
of different times and purposes, which are abundantly preserved in the territory of the research munici-
pality. However, it must be said that unlike Akhalkalaki, Akhaltsikhe and Aspindza districts included in the
historical Samtskhe-Javakheti region, the territory of Adigeni municipality is less studied, both from an
archaeological and ethnographic point of view.

The situation is well illustrated by the list of objects on the territory of Adigeni municipality, which
were granted the status of monuments in 2006-2010, by the Ministry of Culture and Monument Protec-
tion (now also Sports). In this rather extensive list, we mainly find cult buildings, among them, there are
mosques dating from the second half of the 19th century and two fortification complexes. The largest part
of the list is occupied by the town/daba of Abastumani in the 19th century. Secular buildings built in the
2nd half of the XIX and the beginning of the XX century.

On the other hand, none of the objects in the Kurtskhana ravine were included in this list, including
the 10th century hall-type churches, the castle on Bodoklde — mentioned many times in historical sources,
the IV-1Il millennium AD. korghans recorded in the vicinity of the village of Udi, and the medieval cas-
tle-tower of Khandaki...

In the territory of Samtskhe-Javakheti there are actually completely unique underground complexes
of Georgia — Darans, which, according to Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani, are “.. a house built under the ground,
pretending to be soil and rock dug invisibly...” [1991:197]. In the Georgian Wikipedia, we read that in Mesk-
het-Javakheti, darans are traced in the municipalities of Akhaltsikhe (settlement Dumeila) and Aspindza
(Upper Tmogvi, Bertakana, Khizabavra, Atsquita, etc.). Adigeni municipality is not mentioned there; It
wouldn't even be possible, because in this region, not only research, but also registration of monuments
of this kind has never been conducted; However, darans are a common occurrence in this part of Samtskhe
as well (even the large and well-built daran found in the village of Zemo Entheli in 1986 by chance during
earthworks there is so valuable).
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A separate issue is the issue of studying (more precisely - not studying) the archaeological monu-
ments of the territory of Adygeni municipality. If we do not include the reconnaissance routes conducted
by Professor Levan (Lenko) Muskhelishvili in the 30s of the last century, the results of which are reflect-
ed in his unpublished diaries; In addition to the small-scale excavations carried out in the 50s-60s and
70s-80s, which also had a more reconnaissance character, the region, which is extremely interesting from a
historical point of view, is completely unexplored from an archaeological point of view. Despite the actual
unexplored nature of the region, a settlement containing very interesting information of the Eneolith-
ic-Early Bronze Age was traced and excavated on the slope of the Kanobil mountain [see Kalandadze K.S.
1973; Pkhakadze G.G. and others. 1982]; Interesting results were observed during small-scale excavations in
Zadengora and its surroundings [Bibiluri T. and others 1987].

The region is completely unexplored from an ethnographic point of view. However, a number of im-
portant events took place in this territory over the centuries, which were followed by the relationship of
the autochthonous population with ethnic groups that came in different times and circumstances; The
results of these long and multi-faceted (in many cases violent towards the local population) relations were
reflected in various aspects of the life of the inhabitants of the region or those who came (mostly, it would
be correct - those who came) (religion, household vocabulary, toponyms, hydronyms, architecture, etc.).
The basis for saying this is provided by the well-known monuments of material culture and the results
of the above-mentioned researches, as well as the richest toponyms and hydronyms, originating from
the depths of millennia (Arali, Ude, Zadengora, Zanavi, Lelovani, Bodoklde, Kanobili, Datvieti, Tutajvari,
Mokhe, Odzrakhe-Otskhe, Agobili, Kurtskhana, Pkhero, Kikineti, Uremakedi, Chorchani, Khevasheni, Chela,
Chikheli); or relatively new (Enteli, Benara (“Belnara” in Turkish), Abastumani, Adigeni, Childari, Khatun
Beglari, Khatun-kala, Tamghar Kutskhari...), arising as a result of the oppression of the Turkic-speaking
ethnic group. In these laconic names are hidden not a few details of a century-old, and in some cases even
several centuries-old history, which can be possibly found only with complex and systematic field trips and
further theoretical research.

One specific example, Vakhushti Bagrationi, while determining the location of Odzrkhe, mentions
Pantovani, the left tributary of the Riv. Kurtskhana: “..Otskhitskal is attached to Vashlobi, Pantovani ravine,
which flows from Persati, and comes from the middle of the northwest and goes to the east-south”.

Today, if not a river, even a stream with a similar name is not found in Kurtskhaniskali and Otskhe ba-
sins. However, in 1982-85, the independent group of Zadengora (led by T. Bibiluri) repeatedly recorded the
hydronym “Almasuri” with variants (“Almasouri”, “Almasauri”). It is interesting that both the river (= ravine,
water) and the place are known by this name.

In 1931, Levan Muskhelishvili wrote in his diary “Almanare Valley” (in Georgian “Vashlnari” or “Vash-
lovani” (the Turkologist Mr. Mamuka Saralidze provided us with the necessary explanation, for which we
express our sincere thanks).

In 1985, the hydronym “Almaisuri” was verified by the reconnaissance expedition of the historical
museum of Samtskhe-Javakheti. For more accuracy, | will take a long excerpt from the mentioned report:
On the tenth kilometer from the turn of the main road (meaning the Akhaltsikhe-Abastumani road - T.B.),
a timber processing point has been built. As luri Demetradze, the chief master of the point, told us, the
exploitation area of Kurtskhana ravine is called “Alamaisuri”, which means “apple water” in Turkish. Local
people (it means native, Meskhi population; I. Demetradze came late - T.B.) usually call all the settlements
and shrines here “Almaisuri” [Lapachi Ts., Mokhevishvili N., Sulakvelidze T., Peikrishvili Z. 1986:54].

By comparing the information preserved in the encyclopedic work of Vakhushti Bagrationi and the
name preserved in the word of today's population of the region, as well as taking into account the religions
of this part of Georgia, the following situation is represented to us.

At first there was “Pantovani Ravine” (=water, like “Otskhistskali” (Otskhe water in English). Since some
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time, South Georgia, including the research micro-unit, has come under the strong influence of the Tur-
kic-speaking world; Moreover, in some places the local population was forcibly replaced by communities
of Turkish origin. The result of the long “guest” of the people is rather sad - along with many other mis-
fortunes, many geographical names were changed or directly translated from Georgian to Turkish (such
as, the Golden Castle - Altunkala ). The same fate befell the Pantovan ravine (=water, river), which became
“Alma-sud”, a version of “Almanare” (apple water, river). This name was even established; In 1944, after the
Muslim confession and the deportation of the representatives of the Turkish ethnic group in particular,
many villages of Samtskhe-Javakheti were inhabited by Georgians from different regions. In Adigeni region,
mainly from mountainous Imereti and partially from Racha. For them, “Almasu” sounded quite naturally
like “Almasouri”, “Alamasauri”, produced from “Almas”.

Thus, we got the following picture: it was “Pantovani Khevi” (hydronym verified by Vakhushti Bagra-
tioni in the 18th century) — “Alma-Su” (translated into Turkish) — “Almasauri”, with variants (newly settled
Georgians); In addition, as we have seen, the original meaning of the hydronym has also been preserved
(“..luri Demetradze told us that the exploited territory of the Kurzkhani valley is called “Alamaisuri”, which
means “apple water” in Turkish”).

| needed a long discussion on this one specific example in order to show how much the histori-
cal Zemo Kartli (and not only) many hodronyms and toponyms have been changed and confused; How
time-consuming and difficult work is needed to take part, in order to find the facts reflecting the historical
reality, to be able to separate the original layers from the general mass, as much as possible. Academician
Ivane Javakhishvili pointed to this very difficult situation: “..names are often distorted in such a way that
suddenly a person cannot even understand the real face of the distorted one” [1930:128].

It can be said with complete accuracy that today a large part of the territory of the municipality of
Adigeni remains outside of multidisciplinary studies. Our expedition faced a much more modest task, lim-
ited in time and space - one specific, important, however, not mentioned in historical chronicles and still
unexplored, archaeological research and preparation for the rehabilitation project of two buildings of the
monastery complex.

THE LIST AND SEQUENCE OF THE STAGES OF THE IMPLEMENTED WORKS:

1. Preparatory works.

a) Source knowledge and historiographic research. At this stage of the research, we studied written
sources as much as possible (Georgian, Armenian, Turkish and Russian historical chronicles, legal mon-
uments, official correspondence, newspaper letters, various scientific or scientific-popular publications,
diaries of individual researchers, etc.). In my point of view there is still left to work in this direction.

For the name and history of the monument. The research complex is distinguished, first of all, by the
fact that no information about it can be found in historical sources.

At the time of the compilation of the “Great cadastre of the Gurjistan's Vilaieti” (1595), historical Otsk-
he and surrounding villages were included in the Otskhe district of Akhaltsikhe Liva [Jikia S. 1958:163 and
others];

Later, during 1694-1732 years, in “Jaba Davtar of Hildiri Eyaleti”, Otskhe nahaye was separated from
Akhaltsikhe Liva and a new administrative unit was created — Otskhe Liva [1979].

It is mentioned in the “Great cadastre of the Gurjistan's Vilaieti”, in the vicinity of Abastumani “Mon-
astery”, although its exact location is not indicated; In the population, the majority of which came from
different regions of Georgia after 1944 (mainly from mountainous Imereti), obviously, the original name of
the complex has not survived either.
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Brief information about the monastery complex selected as the object of research is preserved in the
newspaper “Droeba” and again without a name: “Where the Otskhe and [K]urtskhani rivers join each oth-
er, on the shoulder and right, on a high rocky hill covered with forest, there is a half-ruined old Georgian
monastery” [1879, N187; | refer to the work of Professor Sergi Jikia - Jikia S. 1958:176].

Researcher Levan Muskhelishvili, in 1931-1933, reviewed this monastery complex, which he refers to
as Darejani monastery in his diaries [L. Muskhelishvili archive. National Center of Manuscripts named after
Georgian Academician K. Kekilidze; cf. Berdzenishvili D. 2006:206];

During the conversation with me in 1984-86, the locals called the mentioned complex as well as Dare-
jani monastery. However, they could not specify which Darejani they meant. In 2019, no one told me the
name of this monastery. Doctor of History Devi Berdzenishvili refers to this monument as “The monastery
complex” without a name [Berdzenishvili D. 2006:299, 309];

In the historical-architectural guidebook dedicated to Samtskhe, “the complex located at the conflu-
ence of the Otskhistskali and Kurtskhana valleys... is mentioned as the Rusudani Monastery” [Samtskhe.
1998:202].

It is interesting that one of the authors of the mentioned guide, Devi Berdzenishvili, in the works pub-
lished in the following years, mentions the research of the monastery without a name [Berdzenishvili D.
2006: 299, 309, 311]. Moreover, in the article dedicated to Levan Muskhelishvili, he wrote that the researcher
went to Darejani monastery (the line is mine - T.B.). In this case, he does not even mention the name of
Rusudan in a comment: Levan Muskhelishvili “then (1931-1933 - T.B.), he has seen... the old arched bridge
and the source of these two ravines (meaning the Otskhe and Kurtskhana rivers - T.B.) to the right of the
junction, where he assumed an old settlement. Following the path from the bridge to the spring, the re-
searcher reached the Darejan Monastery (my line - T.B.), where he saw the ruins of a 6-hall church, a large
refectory building and 9 tents for monks...” [Berdzenishvili D. 2006:367].

In the tender materials of the National Agency for the Protection of Cultural Heritage of Georgia, the
said monastery complex is referred to as a “Tsmida Ubani” (holy district), which according to the “Great ca-
dastre of the Gurjistan’s Vilaieti” was part of Akhaltsikhe Liva Otskhe District: 1. The residential part of the
village Otskhe’s Rabati together with the Tsmida Ubani and Kurdgeltubani (?-s. Jikia's note) and Kanubar
(?-s. Jikia's note) as well as sown cultivated lands [Jikias. 1958:162].

The first publisher and researcher of “cadastre”, academician Sergi Jikia, had difficulty in accurately
localizing the mentioned toponym: “Holy area near Rabat of Otskhe” is mentioned; It is difficult to find out
what it means or where this area was, which may have been called Ananurtsminda (?)” (the line is mine -
T.B.) [ibid. 166].

Thus, the unconditional identification of the research monastery with the toponym “holy area” still
does not seem convincing.

“Cadastre” mentions the village of Monastery; In the archival lists, we also have “MoHacTtep” - a vil-
lage with 6 households, whose “population was taxed, but the Turkish people considered “Monastery” to
be their own name, and the name of the monastery itself or the name of this place, as elsewhere, is not
written here either” [Jikia S. 1958:175]. Academician Sergi Jikia wrote on the site: “Right next to Abastumani
(meaning Abastumani village) is a monastery, a mowing place” [Jikia S. 1958:175]. However, the researcher
makes the assumption that “it is also possible that this is the monastery about which the newspaper “Dro-
eba” writes: “Where the rivers of Otskhe and [K]urtskhani join each other, on the right, on a high rocky hill
covered with forest, there is a half-ruined old Georgian monastery” [1879, N 187];

Academician Sergi Jikia agrees with this last opinion. Doctor of Sciences Devi Berdzenishvili: “In the
Great Register of the Province of Gurjistan”, the six-family monastery “.. was considered by the scribes as
their own name (8,162). This is the monastery often mentioned above at the confluence of Kurtskhana and
Otskheskali” [Berdzenishvili D. 2006:311].
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| think the academician Sergi Jikia's first assumption about the location of the “cadastre” “monas-
tery” near the village of Abastumani is more correct, because 1. According to “cadastre”, the monastery is
located right next to the village of Abastumani; 2. The area of the monastery is a “mowing place” [Jikia S.
1958:175]. The research monastery complex is located near the entrance of Abastumani, approx. 2.5-3.0 km.
away from the village of Abastumani. Moreover, due to the sharply sloping and rocky terrain, the descrip-
tor could not refer to the area of the monastery as a “mowing place”.

In the list of monuments of Samtskhe-Javakheti published in 2006, it is mentioned without a name as
“monastery complex”.

At present, taking into account the available data, we can say that the name of the research monas-
tery complex is unknown; If we do not consider the later reality - (Darejani monastery), or the pronuncia-
tion of the name (“Rusudani monastery”) without reference to the source.

According to Dr. Devi Berdzenishvili, the prayer-litany for the victory of the army sent by King Tamar
to war in Basian and returning home safely “..was probably held in the monastery near Odzrakhe, where
there were many monks and nuns” [Berdzenishvili D. 2006:309].

| fully agree with the given thesis of the researcher. It is true that there is no direct evidence in the
written sources about the monastery complex of Odzrakhe, but there is no reason to doubt the validity of
the researcher's opinion. The author of “Histries and Deeds of Sovereigns” (Historiani and Azmani Shara-
vandedtani) informs us: From Vardzia, “...King Tamar came to Odzrakhe. And she prayed and fasted. With
her there were Theodore, the Catholicos of Kartli, a holy and virtuous man, and with him many bishops
and nuns, virtuous of God, among whom were loane Shavteli..and Eulogius called Salos...” [Tsiskarishvili
V. 1959:95]; Basil the pastor of the courtyard adds to the above: [Tsiskarishvili V. 1959:136,18] And there, “...
when King Tamar was in Odzrakhe, there were followers praying and spending the night for the victory of
the armies..” [1959:138,8]. | think that the situation described by the historians of Tamar (“.. night praying
and litanies”... prayers and night prayers) is exactly what would be possible and, most importantly, desir-
able in the monastery.

Research history. Obviously, during the past centuries, due to many reasons, the monument under-
went not insignificant changes. However, due to the fact that no research has been carried out on the
complex (here | do not mean the above-mentioned, mainly review papers) about these changes, for this
period of time nothing could be said. Visual inspection does not show any traces of archaeological or
other research; The same could be said about the restoration-conservation works, if we do not include,
namely, the strengthening of the north slope of the roof of the hall church (building VI by our numbering)
with wooden laths.

About the date. A number of researchers have seen the Odzrakhe monastery complex and expressed
certain opinions.

At the beginning of the 20th century, no later than 1905, two slabs with lapidary inscriptions contain-
ing very important information were found in the khertis of Kurtskhana and Otskhe, which became the
subject of discussion more than once. The text was first published by Acad. Ekvtime Takaishvili [Takaishvili
E. 1905, 11:63-66]. According to Ekvtime Takaishvili, “the slabs were found near Abastumani, right next to the
ruins of the church, at the confluence of Kurtskhana and Abastumnisskali rivers" [Shoshiashvili N. 1980:
101]

After Ekvtime Takaishvili, at different times, the inscription was studied and published by Prof. Sargis
Kakabadze, Vasil Tsiskarishvili, Valery Silogavam, Nodar Shoshiashvili, Teimuraz Barnaveli, Devi Berdzen-
ishvili.

The above-mentioned inscription has been dated by researchers in different ways. Acad. Ekvtime
Takaishvili, according to some paleographic signs, without a specific date, considered it "very old"; Sargis
Kakabadze, Nodar Shoshiashvili and Devi Berdzenishvili dated it around the VII-VIII centuries [Kakabadze
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S. 1924:104,105; Shoshiashvili N. 1980:36,37; Berdzenishvili D. 2006:298,299]; Teimuraz Barnaveli considered
the date of creation of the inscription to be VI century AD. [Barnaveli T. 1969:138-141]. The researcher be-
lieved that the reference of the Byzantine emperor Justinian | in the inscription was the basis for this date:
“By the order of Emperor Justinian, exalted by God [among] (?) his kin, and under the protection of the
patrician Mampal Arshusha, and by the will of God, during the governance of Chrysopolis by Duke (Eristavi)
Kavtar, [he] was summoned and built [this] in the name of the mother of God and the Holy cross, for my
preyers and my brothers’, for the aid of all names (above), for now and forever “avg kkhs” /chronikon/ (?)
remember in payers” [Barnaveli T. 1969:141]; V. Silogava dated the inscription to the latest date, the 10th
century [Silogava V. 1970].

Afew words about the place of discovery of the tiles. At first glance, academician Ekvtime Takaishvili's
statement that “Slabs...were found near Abastumani, right next to the ruins of the church, at the conflu-
ence of the rivers Kurtskhana and Abastumnistskali” [Takaishvili E. 1905, 11:63].

According to the opinion of Dr. Devi Berdzenishvili, the lapidary monument “..must be taken from the
monastery complex at the confluence of Kurtskhana - Odzrakhe” [Berdzenishvili D. 2006:298,299];

According to our assumption, the above-mentioned stone cross was erected directly on the monas-
tery complex, on the rocky mountain on the right bank of the river Otskha, where the remnants of an un-
certain complex built like a truncheon have been preserved. This is indicated in Acad. Ekvtime Takaishvili
reports: “The slabs...were found near Abastumani, right next to the ruins of the church, at the confluence
of the Kurtskhana and Abastumnistskali rivers” [Takaishvili E. 1905, 11:63]. So, that is not on the territory of
the monastery, but right next to it. Right next to the monastery is the high rocky hill we mentioned. This
would be a much more convenient place to erect a tombstone, as it is visible from almost all sides.

In 1931-1933, Levan Muskhelishvili, while being treated in Abastumani, “..saw an old arched bridge and
a spring on the right side of the confluence of these two ravines (referring to the Kurtskhana and Otskhe
rivers - T.B.), where he assumed an old settlement (this is very noteworthy | will come back to the hint a
little later - T.B.). From the bridge to the spring, the researcher ascended to the Darejani monastery, where
he saw the ruins of a 6-hall church, a large refectory building and 9 tents for monks...” [Berdzenishvili D.
2006:367]. It could be seen that the researcher has examined deserted monastery and the surrounding
area quite carefully and as fully as possible (as far as it was possible in the conditions of impassable jag-
nar and mixed forest).

In 1997, the monastery complex was partially visited by a group of researchers; In particular, they de-
scribed and carried out a graphic fixation of the existing buildings on the Ill terrace we allocated. However,
some inaccuracies were allowed when characterizing the buildings [Berdzenishvili D., Nemsadze T., Elizbar-
ashvili |., Zazadze E., Razmadze K. 1998]. Also, the activities of all those researchers who touched the above-
mentioned monastery complex were limited only to theoretical studies or simply to ascertain the facts.

Until a complete study has been conducted, we cannot say anything about the initial period, indi-
vidual stages and chronological boundaries of the monastery complex. Here, we only present opinions
expressed in scientific publications.

In his diary, Levan Muskhelishvili limited himself to a very general phrase and considered Odzrakhe
Monastery - a monument of “great antiquity” [Berdzenishvili D. 2006:307]; In the historical-architectural
guidebook of Samtskhe prepared by a group of authors certified above, the four churches of the monas-
tery are dated to the XIV-XV centuries [Samtskhe. 1998:202].

According to Devi Berdzenishvili, as | have already mentioned, the initial period of the monastery
complex is the VII-VIII centuries [Berdzenishvili D. 2006:298,299]. As proof of his opinion, the researcher
calls the lapidary inscription mentioned above and dated by some of the researchers to this period of
time, which, in his opinion, “must have been taken from the monastery complex at the confluence of Kurt-
skhana-Otskhe” [ibid.].
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In the list of monuments of Samtskhe-Javakheti mentioned in 2006, the date of the complex is men-
tioned as the medieval ages.

At least so far, we have no other valid argument for the dating of the monastery complex; However,
the research of this large-scale complex is only at the initial stage, and we are sure that the main discov-
eries are still ahead. At present, the material documents at our disposal allow us to date one (I emphasize
- one) of the past of the research monastery complex with the era of King Tamar and the following time.

b) Arrangement of access road to the monument. From the several access paths to the monastery
complex, when we got there, one was more or less acceptable and one had little traces left. Using this
path (it would be more accurate - a path) was not only inconvenient, but also extremely dangerous. Ac-
cordingly, before starting the field work, we decided 381 (+,-2) m. restoration and adjustment of the length
and five-turn (Fig. 11-14);

Road construction works were carried out in parallel with the source knowledge and historiographical
research and partially even after its completion; Its reinforcement-expansion was carried out as a result of
field work - for this purpose, removed soil, gravel and grass cover were used.

After the work, the path was not only significantly widened, but where we could reach, guardrails were
also made. However, for complete safety, it is necessary (even necessary) to make this kind of railing along
almost the entire length of the pedestrian road and to widen and strengthen individual sections of the
pedestrian road.

Only after completing this rather time-consuming and heavy work, it became possible to bring the
tools and necessary instruments to the monument and, most importantly, the daily safe movement of the
members of the expedition (especially in the rain).

With the restoration of the pedestrian road, one more thing was done - the complete configuration of
one of the historical access roads to the monastery actually appeared. We hope, in case of continuing the
research in the future, to restore as fully as possible another trail we have recorded.

We draw attention to this circumstance because without such components as the road, construction
stone extraction and processing quarries, etc. without study, discussion on the research (and not only)
monument will not be completely thorough.

c) Cleaning the research area from green cover. The monastery complex and the surrounding area are
covered with coniferous and deciduous trees, various types of bushes, grass and a thick layer of moss. Bio-
cover is so common that in some cases it is difficult to pass; Moreover, to see this or that building more or
less completely. Here and there, trees grow directly on the roof of the building (Fig. 22, 23); Not to mention
the different types of moss that cover almost all the stones with a thick layer.

In order to start full-fledged field work, it was necessary to thin out trees and bushes, and in some
cases to cut them down completely. We used felled trees and bushes again and again to widen and
strengthen the road.

d) Field research. After the preparatory works, the following were carried out: 1. A careful visual study
of the territory; 2. Photographing the monument and the surrounding area; 3. planning-tracking; 4. Clean-
ing-fixing of collapsed walls and individual architectural details; 5. Marking according to layers and squares.

GPS coordinates and altitude. On the one hand, due to the complex terrain and the artificially con-
structed terraces of the monastery complex, and on the other hand, in order to obtain more material for
judgment, we took GPS coordinates and other data at as many points as possible. This information is given
in the description of a specific place.

And one more interesting things. Mr. Nodar Kavlashvili used GPS navigator during topographical sur-
vey, and we used standard GPS (Dacota-20) during field work. The heights measured by these two different
instruments are different. In this report, as well as in subsequent publications, we use the data collected
by us.
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The research complex is located in the confluence of the rivers Otskhe and Kurtskhana, on the artifi-
cially created terraces on the slopes of the rocky mountain on the right bank of Kurtskhana; Accordingly,
the height difference here is striking - from 1192 meters (the extreme eastern point of the foot of the
mountain, on the right bank of the Otskhe River) and - 1209 (+, - 2 m.) (Also, the foot of the mountain, N
side, the right bank of the Kurtskhana River) and up to 1287 meters (the highest point of Ill terrace, N 2 hall
church). It can be said that in terms of height, this is not a limit. The next (IV, V, etc.) terraces are located
even higher.

General description of terraces. The builders of the monastery complex (or the creators of the origi-
nal settlement here - more on this at another time) did a very large volume of work - they created terraces
of different widths and lengths on the steep slopes of the rock, on which they built different types of cult
buildings, cells and other buildings necessary for monastery life.

At first glance, it can be seen that the work spent on creating 5-6 (as a result of further research, their
number may increase) terraces of different lengths, widths and heights on a rather difficult rocky terrain
should not be commensurate with the number of buildings included in the monastery complex and their
scale.

The builders mainly used local rock stone for the construction of buildings, which on the one hand
was specially prepared in local quarries, and on the other hand, building stone would remain in abun-
dance during the process of cutting the rock massif into terraces.

Workshops similar to stone quarries observed in the area of historical Odzrkhe in 2016. We recorded
it in two points of the Borjomi ravine - Likani and Kvabiskhevi [Bibiluri T. 2018:128,129,147,148].

Some of the stones used for facing and decoration were undoubtedly brought (untsi stone, basalt,
traventine) and others. Some of the stones may have been taken from the remains of much earlier build-
ings.

At the initial stage of the research, we identified four terraces. We took the initial coordinates on the
right bank of Kurtskhana, at the foot of the mountain. N41,727.62; O 04283939; H - 1209 (+, - 2) m.

I terrace. Stone quarry N1. N 41,727.20; O 04283862; H - 1217 (+, - 2) m.; 2. Second bend. N 41,727.92; O
04283787; H — 1233 (+, - 2) m.; 3. Third bend. N 41,727.97; O 04283843; H — 1263 (+, - 2) m.

The height difference between the 2nd and 3rd curves is quite large — 30 m.; This is more noticeable
because above-mentioned section of the road is much shorter than others.

The terrace is located ten meters from the right bank of the Kurtskhana river. The width of the terrace
is 3-4, sometimes 5-6 meters. The terrace was specially created for cutting and processing rock stone.
Stone blocks of various shapes and sizes were cut and primary processed here (Fig. 15-21).

Il terrace. height AMSL: - 1233 (+, - 2) m. terrace width - up to 20-32 meters; Here and in other cases, at-
tention is drawn to the height difference between the terraces: about 15-16 m. from the lower level; About
28-30 m. from the upper level,;

We could not determine the length of the terrace at this stage of the research. There are two reasons:
a) high density of green cover, which actually makes it impossible to determine more or less accurate
parameters; b) In several places, there are very inconvenient and dangerous sections, which also compli-
cate the implementation of surveying works. It is practically impossible to study terraces | and Il without
removing the rather thick layer of trees, bushes and humus and cleaning individual sections from debris.

A large building. N 41,726.86; O 04283859; H — 1273 (+, - 2) m.

lll terrace. On the terrace, the length of which is 176 (+,-5-6) m., there is a whole series of buildings: a
three-nave basilica (Fig. 25-27), a three-hall church, one of them with fragments of paintings and a section
of the water supply system at the extreme O point of the rocky mountain (Fig. 74-79). The latter one was
discovered by Ivane Bibiluri and Nikoloz Beridze, members of the expedition; On the same terrace there
is a spring (Fig. 70-73), a refectory (Fig. 40-62), the remains of unknown buildings and a part of the defense
system.

The above-mentioned defense system limits well the monastery complex from the N and NNO sides;
However, in the mentioned section, due to the relief, a protective wall was built on the Ill terrace. On the O
side there is a natural barrier, in the form of a vertical rock. Height difference with the lower level - 3-4 m;

According to the technical assignment, two of the buildings on the Il terrace - the hall church (build-
ing N VI under our general numbering) and the refectory were the objects of our research.

Hall church (Fig. 29-38). GPS coordinates: NW corner — N 41,726.81; O 042,838.73; AMSL:- 1281; SW corner
- N 41,726,73; O 042,838.75. AMSL: - 1281. NO corner — N 41,726,80 O 042,83880. AMSL: — 1282. SO corner - N
41,726,73. O 042,83881. AMSL: — 1284. At the beginning of the terrace (below, on the W side) is a small hall
church, built mainly of local rock. The church was lined with thick slabs of fairly well-hewn stone. Separate
parts of the shirt are preserved in the lower rows of the N wall of the building. The church has a threshold
and one-step entrance from the north (Fig. 30. a, b); One of the 3 windows is placed in the upper eastern
corner of the N wall of the building, and two opposite each other, also in the upper part of the O and W
walls. All three windows are arched (Fig. 31. a-c);

Building dimensions: exterior: length - 5.94; Height — 515 (+ - 0.1) m. internal - length - 54.85; width
- 3.21; Height - 4.83 m. wall thickness — 0.8; Dimensions of windows: N — height - 1.3; O - height - 0.75; W -
height — 1.18; Width - 0.61 m.

The building is damaged - the N wall is almost completely destroyed; facing stones and the upper
part of roof has been removed (Fig. 28).

We observed a large part of the building's cladding and other architectural details both in the interior
of the church and outside it on the N and W sides. A certain number of stones may have been rolled onto
the lower terrace.

After removing the bio-cover, we cleaned the central and W sections of the N side of the church from
humus and soil; We left the southern section of the N wall intact, as the danger of the remaining part of
the N wall and the N slope of the roof collapsing increases. We also partially cleaned the S wall; Partly
because a) we got the necessary information for us and the architects through testing trench; b) In the
case of completely exposing the S wall, the danger of damage and collapse of the structurally weakened
building would increase dramatically. O Eastern wall is also constructed with rubble rock and dressed with
facing stones, at this moment dismantled. The wall is built, in advance, on a strip cut into the rock. Stones
of the super-foundation - squares processed with care and great art (Fig. 31).

Interior — the place of the sanctuary is separated by a pilaster made of stone blocks worked with high
skill (Fig. 32, 33). We partially cleaned the interior, because in the apse part, in the not-so-distant past, an
altar-like structure was built, in which the icons rest and are used to light candles (Fig. 34).

We preferred not to touch this corner arranged by the locals for this period of time, before the resto-
ration works. We avoided annoying local residents.

In the interior of the church, the members of the expedition (1. Bibiluri, N. Koberidze), while cleaning
the floor, most likely found a section of the water supply system. We will be able to talk about the water
supply system of the monastery complex after the end of the next field season.

We took out testing trenches in all four corners of the church. Two of them - O outside the wall. The
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preliminary assumption that the builders used rock as the foundation of the building was fully confirmed.

In the NW excavated testing trench, we observed stone hore-reliefs, a cone and a statue of a ram's
head, which were specially buried side by side.

Decoration of temples with Ram and pinecone horeliefs of Likhauri built in XIV century. Church bell
tower, built in 1422.

The two-pitched roof of the building, which has been removed, is currently covered with a thick layer
of moss and grass (Fig. 28, 29-c). On the SO section of the southern part of the roof, stones of different
types and purposes are arranged in an irregular manner (Fig. 29-c).

We picked out the stones on the W side of the church one by one and then put them back so that we
would not create additional difficulties for the building during the long and harsh winter conditions.

During the selection process, it was possible to single out several dozen profiled stones and archi-
tectural details, whose illustrated catalog is attached to the report. In general, we see a rather strange
picture. On the one hand, all buildings included in the monastery complex are demaged and destroyed,
facing stones and cover roof are removed; On the other hand, some of the stones, including architectural
elements, seem to have been specially stacked in several places. Sufficient capstones and lorphines (if
you want their parts) for the three-nave basilica and other churches are not visible in the territory of mon-
astery. It can be assumed that some of the stones fell under the ground over time, and some fell on the
lower terrace. We cannot find any other logical explanation. If not, why did they need it and where did they
get this number of capstones?

Near the monastery, there is no more or less valuable building, for the needs of which the stones
taken from the monastery complex were brought down in a very inconvenient and difficult way.

The compilers of the historical-architectural guide of Samtskhe, about the church in question, write
that “the crypt was held in church N2” [Samtskhe. 1998:202]. There is definitely some mistake...

After the partial removal of soil and construction debris on the S side of the building, it became clear
that terraces Ill and IV were connected to each other in a rather wide way (Fig. 39).

refectory (Fig. 40-62). GPS coordinates: NW corner — N41,726.77. O 04283894; Height — 1279 m.; NO corner
- N 41.726,96. O 04283899; Height — 1276 m.; SOO corner — N 41.726,60. O 04283901; Height — 1276 m. Among
the buildings included in the monastery complex, the refectory is the largest. The structure is asymmet-
rical. Dimensions: a) outer length of N wall - 14.2; width-8.0; Height (remaining) - 2.9 m. The height of the
wall is affected by the layer of earth from the outside - when removing the stones, after removing the layer
of earth, the height of the wall was 3.15-3.25 m.; b) internal: length of N wall - 11.92; S wall - 11.43; width - W
wall - 7.2; O wall - 5.2; Height - N wall - 4.0 m.; The thickness of the walls varies from 0.77 to 0.9 m.

The building had two doors - on the W and N sides. The width of the western doors - 1.55; The person
entering the refectory from the west side had to enter a four-step staircase, which was arranged with thin
and medium-thick oblong slabs of local rock stone (Fig. 52, 53). In the same way, there was a separate en-
trance to the three-nave basilica No. 1 (building VI); The north door, which had a head cut out of local rock
stone (length-1.4; height-0.32; width-0.45 m.). height of doors - 1.4 m. (Fig. 54).

From the inner side of the refectory, along the O - W longitudinal axis, 2.8 m. wide terrace (Fig. 40, 55),
in the SO corner of which there will be a large storage room, according to the technical task, considered as
a refrigerator; However, based on its structural element, such as the hood, which served simultaneously as
avent and a chimney, we assume that it must have been a fireplace partially carved into the rock. Chimney
dimensions: height from base to chimney - 4.0; width (internal) - 3.0; Depth - 2.4 m. (Fig. 49-51).

There were various types of work to be done in the interior of the refectory: 1. Removal of the bio-coat-
ing, which | have already mentioned above; 2. removal of a rather thick layer of humus (0.5-08 m.); 3. 0.7-
0.9, in some cases - 1.0-1.2 m of soil and gravel (construction waste, resulting from demolition). taking a
thick layer; 4. Removal of control panels in two corners (NW, NO) of the interior of the refectory; 5. In the
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interior, the study of piles of construction stones resulting from the destruction of the building and distin-
guishing architectural details (Fig. 55-60).

The refectory, as well as the vast majority of buildings in the complex, is built on a pre-leveled rock
surface. In order to avoid any further questions and completely useless work, we took out testing trench in
four different places of the refectory (Fig. 63-69). Obviously, our assumption was confirmed - the refectory,
like most of the buildings in the complex, is built on a previously leveled rock surface.

We carried out the study of the stones on the spot, because the area necessary for their movement
and even temporary storage is not nearby. The only place where these stones could be stacked is the area
of the three-nave basilica.

We refrained from this idea, because the case of the Nedzvi monastery complex remained a bad prec-
edent - we actually blocked the way for the population, and we could not continue the research due to
reasons independent of us and the Agency for the Protection of Cultural Heritage of Georgia...

We completely cleaned the eastern side of the terrace that divides the interior space of the refectory;
As for its western part, we have not carried out active cleaning work here. The reason is again the strong
damage of the building, this time to the given section of the S wall.

In the process of cleaning the refectory, one interesting detail was observed — most of the pottery was
found in front of the fireplace or in its immediate vicinity.

On the third terrace of the monastery complex, in the middle of the hall church and the refectory,
there are two buildings — a church and a spring.It is true that their research was not included in our 2019
work plan, but we consider it necessary to review them briefly.

Hall Church N2 (Fig. 28, 69). GPS coordinates: NW corner — N41,726.80. O 04283879; Height - 1282 m;
SO corner - N 41.726,78. O 04283887; Height — 1283 m. The height is taken from the base of the rock “posta-
ment”.

To the east of the hall church, at a distance of 1.2-1.3 from it, there is the second church (building VI
according to our numbering), which was built on a pre-prepared high platform of the rock. There would be
nothing particularly noteworthy here, if not for one circumstance - for the above-discussed N1-hall church
(by our numbering - building VI) and the building created for the spring, between which the second church
is located, the rocks were specially straightened and they were placed on a leveled area;

As the foundation of the discussed church, they also used a specially prepared elevated massif of
rock.

While clearing its outer perimeter, at the base of the cliff, the workers came across a disorderly ar-
rangement of human bones, partially covered by the massive stones of the structure. We got the impres-
sion that a person died as a result of the collapse of the building.

Spring. From the east, the nearest building of the second church (N7) is intended for the spring (Fig.
70-73). Natural rock array is used as the southern and partly eastern walls of the arched building. In the
lower left corner, we noticed a clay pipe, most likely a part of the water pipeline that supplied drinking
water to the monastery complex.

The members of the expedition, lvane Bibiluri, Nika Beridze and Nodar Koberidze, traced the extreme
eastern section of the mentioned water pipeline in the basement part under the floor of the hall church
with frescoes (Fig. 74-79). We hope that if the research continues, it will be possible to study some more
sections and branches of this rather interesting engineering-hydrological system.

All three of these buildings (two churches and a spring), as well as the refectory, were built one after
the other, in a row.

While removing the green cover and humus-rich soil from the interior of the building, workers came
across a human skeleton just above the water pipe level. The remains were in such an unnatural state that
it is undoubtedly unnecessary to talk about any ritual here. By all signs, the person seems to have died as
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a result of the collapse of the structure - there were two stones that had clearly fallen on the part of the
body (Fig. 69-c). Human skeletons and individual parts were fixed on separate sections of the central and
next, upper terrace of the monastery complex; The remains of several individuals, before our arrival, were
collected in one section of the three-nave basilica of Father lobi.

Such a situation could only be created as a result of sudden destruction. At this stage of the research,
it is impossible to say what caused the destruction-damage with such heavy consequences. | can say one
thing for sure - in the sections of the abandon monastery territory that we cleaned or carefully inspected,
we did not find any traces of fire. We hope that next year we will be able to study fully the three nave ba-
silica on the central terrace, the N2 and N3 hall churches, the spring and most importantly, the fortification
system sections.

INSTEAD OF CONCLUDING

“Except for the ruins of the old castles, nothing has survived

from the medieval city of Odzrkhe to this day... a preliminary archaeological
survey would undoubtedly have found traces of the old city itself, but it has not yet
been conducted” [Acad. Vakhtang Beridze. 1970:79)].

This year's campaign of the study expedition of Odzrkhe monastery complex gave us the opportu-
nity to express important conclusions and working hypotheses.

1. Determination of individual periods and the general date of the Odzrkhe monastery complex is
still in the past.

The monastery itself, according to our preliminary assumption, was founded no earlier than the
second half of the XI century; At the beginning of the XII - XlIl centuries is the period of the rise of the
Odzrakhe Monastery. At this time, specifically in 2002, during the Bassiani War, King Tamar stopped here
with army and the priest hierarchies.

A more or less real picture of the subsequent events (multiple Mongol campaigns, the earthquake
of 1319, etc.) may be restored after the completion of a complete and complex study of the great mon-
astery complex of Odzrkhe.

Here, | would like to touch once again on the date given in the “Historical-Architectural Guide of
Samtskhe”. All four churches seen and described by the compilers in the territory of the monastery are
dated back to the XIV-XV centuries [Samtskhe. 1998:202]. | think that this is the final stage of the func-
tioning of the Odzrakhe monastery complex, after which, most likely, the monastery complex ceases to
exist within a short time.

2. Determining the boundaries of the Odzrkhe monastery complex and the number, purpose and,
again, dating of the units included in it is a matter for future research.

3. According to our assumption, the territory where the XI-XII century monastery established was
used much earlier and was a settlement with a completely different function.

The reason for saying this is given by:

a) An overview of the territory, which appears to be terraced-utilized on a much larger area than
was used by the monastery complex;

b) | mentioned it above and | will repeat it here - at first glance, it seems that the work spent on
creating 5-6 (as a result of further research, their number may increase) terraces of different lengths,
widths and heights on a rather difficult, rocky terrain, should not be completely equal to those included
in the monastery complex with the number of buildings and their scale.

c) If we add to this the fact that some of the worked stones used in the various buildings of the
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monastery complex must have been “borrowed” from the buildings of a much earlier period, there is
a suspicion that the monastery complex is a secondary event here; Initially, in this area, there was a

settlement with a completely different function.

Obviously, this is only a preliminary working thesis that still needs to be properly substantiated.

One thing can be said for sure - the monastery complex, which for incomprehensible reasons is
not mentioned at all in historical chronicles, moreover, we don't even know its name for sure, in the
case of full-fledged, unhurried research, free of any conjecture, will help us in the understanding of

many interesting and noteworthy events of the past of Odzrakhe and “Odzrakhe country”.

Otherwise, we will lose forever the facts reflecting the real situation of the “Odzrakhe country” and,

more broadly, the history of Zemo Kartli.
