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ABSTRACT

The article is dedicated to the life and work of Prince Mikhail Barataev the son of Petre
(Baratashvili, 1784-1856), the founder of Georgian scientific numismatics. Born in the Russian
city of Simbirsk into the family of Baratashvili who had accompanied King Vakhtang VI into
exile. Barataev arrived in Georgia in 1839 and served as head of the Transcaucasian Customs
Office. During his stay, he collected and studied a unique set of Georgian coins. In 1844, he
published in St. Petersburg a fundamental monograph titled Numismatic Facts of the Kingdom
of Georgia, written in Russian, Georgian, and French, devoted to Georgian coinage from the
5th to the 18th centuries. The book played a significant role in awakening Georgian national
self-awareness.

Barataev was the first to describe, classify, and date Georgian coins, thereby laying the
foundations for Georgian scientific numismatics and its terminology. He also invented an
original method for reproducing coin impressions. Despite being highly recognized in Europe,
his contribution remained largely unappreciated in Georgia. Unfortunately, his unique collection
was lost — the Georgian coins were acquired by the Berlin Museum, while the remaining pieces
dispersed into private collections. Barataev’s scholarly successor is considered to be E.A.
Pakhomov, who published The Coins of Georgia in 1910.

Barataev’s contribution to the development of Georgian historiography is immense, and it
is essential that his role in Georgian culture be duly acknowledged.
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Nobleman Mikhail Barataev the son of Petre (1784-1856)" is fairly considered as the founder of Geor-
gian scientific numismatics. He was born in Russia, in the city of Simbirsk, in the family of Petre Barataev
the son of Mikhail, the deputy of the king of this region, the governor-general Poruchik. His grandfather
Melkisedeg (Mikheil) Baratashvili was in the Army of Vakhtang VI in 1724 and never returned to Georgia.
Estates in Simbirsk, which is known as “Barataevka”, were gifted to him. His first-born son, Petre Mikhaili's
son, got a suitable education. In 1820-1835, he was a head of nobility of the Simbirsk governorate, before
that he participated in the 1809 military campaign in Europe? - he sympathized with the Decembrists, for
which he was arrested in St. Petersburg for short period of time. He is the founder of the Masonic Lodge
of Simbirsk. In addition to it, according to the Brockhaus encyclopedia, Petre the son of Mikhail was
known “as an archaeologist and a numismatist”. He started collecting coins from his youth. We do not
know whether Mikhail Barataev's family had any connection with Georgia, or was he fluent in his native
language before arriving in Georgia. One thing is clear, the fact that in 1839 he was able to serve in Georgia
and it should be explained by his great love for the homeland of his ancestors. He was appointed as the
“Chief of Custom of the Transcaucasian District” and he served in this position (Civil General) for less than
three years and then got retired®. Here, his collection of Georgian coins should be significantly expanded.
M. Barataev lived in Thilisi in Sololak, in the house of the Shadinovs, and for this the Department of For-
eign Trade of the Ministry of Finance paid him 25 manats per month.

This house, which was newly built at that period of time, is still preserved (former Bebutov Street,
then Engels, today Lado Asatiani N30). Later, Walter Siemens, a representative of the German firm “Sie-
mens and Halges” owned an apartment here (1860-1868). The Khatisovs bought a house (Fig. 1).

M. Barataev has restored his family ties with the Baratashvili and Chavchavadze aristocratic fami-
lies, including Meliton and Nikoloz Baratashvili. It is significant that Nikoloz Baratashvili dedicated his
poem “Tomb of King Irakli” to him, dated back to 1842* The poet's following lines are directly related to
M. Barataev's work in Georgia: “Departed through the passage of time, you children in the vicinity bring
enlightenment and pleasant tidings to the homeland”.

After the eternal separation from Georgia, at the end of 1844, he published a serious scientific study
in St. Petersburg, a monograph dedicated to Georgian coins (V-XVIII centuries AD.) "Numismatic facts of
the Georgian kingdom” (Photos of the header page of the book, see Fig. 2-4), in Russian and French, with
extensive Georgian comments. It seems that Nikoloz Baratashvili should have participated in the prepa-
ration of this book, at least in its Georgian version, together with Professor D. Chubinashvili. However,
nothing is said about this in the preface of Barataev's book. Only the following passage of the letter of
Mikhail Barataev to Meliton Baratashvili that has reached us, allows us to express this assumption: “I
would be more than happy if our common beloved Nicholas the son of Meliton would supplement the
first work of his old grandfather with his abundant knowledge and talent”. In addition, he kept another
card fragment, this time N. Baratashvili's letter to Grigol Orbeliani, where it says® “Here is my last poem,
which | wrote in Kniaz Barataev's album at his request®. He also goes back to St. Petersburg in two days.
with a large supply of information about historical Georgia”. Philologist Sh. Gozalishvili drew attention to

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the mentioned circumstance for the first time, following in the footsteps of G. Leonidze and M. Chikovani,
he showed Nikoloz Baratashvili's professional interest in the problems of Georgian history’.

It is quite acceptable — Nikoloz Baratashvili also has a certain contribution in “creating a stock of
information about historical Georgia”. Coins found in Georgia are also meant here.

Objectively, M. Barataev's book published in late 1844 and early 1845, despite the fact that it was
dedicated to Nicholas |, it had to play an important role in the awakening of national self-awareness
within Georgian society. The book emphasizes the fact that in the XIX century, Georgia had its own
money, so independent statehood. The author of this book - “Numismatic Facts or Old Money of the
Kingdom of Georgia” — considered himself a debtor in the introduction, addressing Georgians directly
with the following words: “My short period in your wonderful and very beautiful country instilled deep
in my heart the feeling of sincere love and gratitude... This work of mine will remain as your only mem-
ory in my heart, and | will also hope that you will remind me of an ancestor full of respect to you”. We
don't know what response this book has had in Georgia. The evaluation of contemporaries in Russia
according to the Brockhaus encyclopedia is: “This excellent work is inappropriately evaluated in Geor-
gia (emphasis is ours G.L., G.G.) it was received with great sympathy in Europe” (B.E., lll, c. 38). Two years
after the publication of this book, a review by Academician Marie Brose was published in St. Petersburg
under the title “Response to the work "Numismatic Facts of the Kingdom of Georgia" and Review of
Georgian Numismatics”®. Later, the famous French numismatist V. Langlois published the book "Geor-
gian Numismatics" based on Baratae®.

In 1846, members of the Russian Academy of Sciences, academicians Ustlyarov, Dorn and Brose
has published a review with the title - “Analysis of the work of Prince Barataev entitled “Numismatic
facts of the Georgian kingdom,” compiled by academicians Ustliaroy, Dorn and Brosse” (p. 237-246), in
a collection of St. Petersburg “XV awarding of awards established by P.N. Demidov”. It should be con-
sidered as a remarkable event.

What is meant under “inappropriately evaluated in the homeland” - we do not exactly know, be-
cause we have not yet been able to trace the responses to this work in this period of time, unless we
take into account One of D. Bakradze's letters, in which he gives a high evaluation of M. Barataev's sci-
entific work™. In any case, the fact that shortly after the publication of the book, Mikhail Baratashvili re-
signed from his job and Georgia forever and returned to his estate in Barataevka, Simbirsk (Ulianovsk).
It is possible that Mikhail Barataey, like Nikoloz Baratashvili, suffered constant silent persecution be-
cause of his patriotic activities. In 1845, Nikoloz Baratashvili, stationed in Ganja, became a victim of
this persecution, who was not able to see the beloved book of Mikhail Barataev. The last period of
Barataev's work is unknown to us. It must be assumed that he continued to fill and edit his collection,
which is visible in archive materials revealed from Sh. Gozalishvili. In particular, in 1898, at the exhibi-
tion dedicated to the 250th anniversary of Simbirsk (Ulianovsk), M. Barataev's three-volume manuscript
“Metal facts for the history of Georgia” has been represented™.

He died on July 30, 1856, his grave is lost.

Georgian society did not respond to the death of Mikhail Barataev, unlike Russian periodicals. It is
worth noting the rather extensive unauthored obituary™ published by the authoritative scientific body

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“Magazine of the Ministry of Public Education” under the heading “News and Mix”". Its Georgian trans-
lation, with some part of it is here: “On July 30, at the age of 76, one of the most respected noblemen,
Kniaz Mikhail the son of Petre Baratov, died in his estate Barataevka near Simbirsk. He is known to the
public for his service as the leader of the noblety of the province in 1820-1835. Then, as the chairman of
the Christian Charity Society, the chairman of the building committee of the Simbirsk Trinity Cathedral
and Chairman of the charitable society of Gymnasium. In scientific circles, he is known for his book
dedicated to Emperor Nikoloz the son of Pavel.

“Numismatic facts of the Kingdom of Georgia” (in Russian, Georgian and French languages), in
1844, His work has been repeatedly celebrated with supreme prescriptions. He is a member of Russian
and foreign scientific societies. The fruit of his numismatic researches, in addition to the mentioned
work, is a collection of ancient coins and medals. Many of them are collected only here and kept in his
cabinet, where other rarities are also presented. The Academy of Sciences of Paris accepted him as its
member for the invention of numismatic work and the method of taking the faces of coins”.

It is significant that the method he invented for taking the faces of coins, which is described in
detail in this book, is still popular among numismatists today. (Taking a face through foil and casting
an exact face with plaster. This was taught to me personally by the famous Russian numismatist K.
Golenko - - G. Lortkifanidze). 15 years after his death, in 1871, his heirs offered a collection of paternal
coins and medals to the Imperial Hermitage. Due to the some unclear situation, after Marie Brose's ex-
amination, the Hermitage refused to get M. Barataev's collection, which was immediately purchased by
the Berlin Museum!™ Today, the place of this collection is unknown. According to other data, the blame
for this goes to the numismatist, Lieutenant General of the Russian Army I.A. Bartholomew (1813-1870).
He worked in the Caucasus. He was with the Caucasus department of the Russian Geographical Society
in 1854. Director of the established museum. The museum had a numismatic collection consisting of
384 coins. “Caucasian calendar”, the official colonial body published in Thilisi, in the sixties of the 19th
century, regularly published information about the coins entered into the museum. Bartholomew had
a connection with the “Hermitage” of St. Petersburg, which he supplied with coins, including Georgian
ones. In 1857, he wrote a negative conclusion about the collection of Mikhail Barataev, which was first
offered by the heirs for the museum of the Caucasus department. “Because of the amount of the price
specified”, “and even more, because it constitutes a subject for the purposes of a completely irrelevant
section”?! (For details, see Dundua G. Dundua D. Vol. . 2006, p. 20).

As they say, “comments are unnecessary”. Georgia has indeed lost another part of its priceless
national heritage...

It is known that the second collection of Georgian coins of that period had belonged to Lieutenant
General Alexander Komarov (1823-1904), a senior official of the Viceroy's Chancellery who worked in the
Caucasus for a long time and was fond of archaeology and numismatics™. His collection was sold to the
Hermitage in 1892 for 25,000 manats®.

The second part of M.P. Barataev's unique collection — Greco-Roman and Eastern, including Ar-
menian coins, was scattered in various private collections and it is practically impossible to find them
today. For example, the famous Russian numismatist and collectioner A.G. Golikov had King Tamar's 20
rare coins in collection’.

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We have a happy exception. One of the most valuable collection of Georgian coins, including
unique items, was acquired by a Russian scientist and collector working in Baku, Prof. E.A. Pakhomov
(1890-1965) he gave this collection to National Museum of Georgia named after S. Janashia; As noted
by Prof. d. Kapanadze”, the collection inherited by E. Pakhomov significantly filled the gaps, revealed
previously unknown and inaccessible coins.

E. Pakhomov will present himself as the continuation of the case of Mikhail the son of Petre Bara-
taev (Baratashvili). In 1910, in St. Petersburg, he published the book “Coins of Georgia I”, which remained
as a textbook in Georgian numismatics for a long time'. Its second completed edition was published in
Thilisi in 1970, by with Prof. D. Kapanadze's foreword and comments™. He calls E. Pakhomov his teacher,
and He considers himself as a heir of M.P. Barataev®.

Although M.P. Barataev (Baratashvili) played an important role in the development of Georgian
historiography, he was not really appreciated in his homeland. For example, nothing is said about his
work in such a solid study as “Essays on the History of Georgia”? and this, despite the already existing
precedent in Russia, when in the first volume of “Essays on the History of Historical Science of the So-
viet Union” edited by Academician M. Tikhomirov?, this Georgian historian of the “bourgeois era” was
given high praise as a pioneer in the study of Georgian coins.

Nowadays, M. Baratashvili (Barataev)'s contribution to Georgian culture is widely known. He was
the first to describe, group and date Georgian coins, thereby laying the foundation for Georgian nu-
mismatics and its scientific terminology. According to academician A. Afakidze, he was the first to pay
attention to the information about Thilisi preserved in the classical historical sources of the VI century.
His work is characterized by a deeply patriotic and progressive concept of Georgians and the kingdom
of Georgians, the unity of Georgia®. In Georgian historiography the gap caused by not studying M. Bara-
taev's work was filled by Sh. Gozalishvili, with the work quoted by us many times - “Mikhail Baratash-
vili” Vol. 1987. The newspaper “Georgian Book”, in its November 2, 2002 issue (N2, 14) (p. 7) published G.
Sarajishvili's letter with the title: “Mikhail Baratashvili, the inventor of the numismatic catalog printing”,
which is mainly written by Sh. Gozalishvili's monograph, without reference. It is also a misunderstand-
ing that M. Baratashvili is the inventor of the printing of numismatic catalogs!

Also there is not mentioned the fact that the picture of Mikhail the son of Petre Barataev was spread
by Sh. Gozalishvili for the first time and thus he returned the famous son of Georgia back once again.

M. Barataev's monograph: “Numismatic Facts, or Old Money of the Kingdom of Georgia” played a
leading role in the history of Georgian culture. In the introduction to the book, M. Barataev wrote: “I
consider myself happy if my first work in your beautiful estate awakens the desire to continue such
work, to complete and deepen the work | started. Then this work of mine will remain as your only mem-
ory in my heart, and | will also hope that you will remind me of my ancestor full of respect for you”.

The next stage in the development of Georgian numismatics is connected with the 5th Congress
of Russian Archaeologists held in Thilisi on September 8-21, 1881, where Petre Baratashvili's name was
mentioned many times. One of the heads and organizers of the congress was a numismatics lover and
collector Lieutenant General Komarov.
