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ABSTRACT

The article is dedicated to the study of Queen Rusudan’s (1223-1245) copper coins and to
the comprehensive analysis of a coin hoard discovered in 2019 in the town/daba of Tskneti,
consisting of 97 coins. The hoard contained the so-called “well-struck” copper coins of Queen
Rusudan, among which only eight were foreign issues.

The paper provides a detailed description of the copper and silver coins, including their
typological features, weight and graphic characteristics, as well as an analysis of the Georgian
and Arabic inscriptions found on them. It also systematizes the mintmarks, identifying five
distinct variants.

The study concludes that the examined coins represent one of the most significant finds in
the history of Georgian numismatic research, allowing for a more precise determination of the
chronological and geographical extent of Queen Rusudan’s monetary policy.

PREFACE

During the last 2014-2019 years, private collections of Georgian and foreign numismatists, with the
help of dealers, were filled with coins found by black archaeologists, as well as Georgian and foreign
numismatic artifacts.

That kind of situation is very sad, because these coins are not included in the museum's collec-
tions and there is no possibility to study them.
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Coin hoards also, often fall into the hands of dealers, in most cases these hoards are scattered
among collectors and amateur numismatists, lose their historical significance, and the coins included
in the hoard no longer represent anything for history.

Facing such a serious problem, it is very difficult to resist such an illegal act, and the problem re-
mains in the air, so | have to cover all ethical and moral problems.

After making arrangements with dealers and black archaeologists for a small fee, | fully record the
coin hoards they have found and some, individual interesting coins.

QUEEN RUSUDAN (1223 - 1245)

The Queen Rusudan was born around 1194. He ascended the throne in 1223. Due to the infancy of
Davit, the son of Giorgi IV Lasha, that is why the nobles recognized Rusudan as the queen. During the
Rusudan period, Georgia had close relations with the Seljuks of Asia Minor; In 1223, Rusudan herself
married to the son of Erzurum Sultan Toghrul Shah' - Moghi Ed-Din?, who had convert to christianity in
advance according to the agreement.

Queen Rusudan gave birth to a daughter who was named after her grandmother Tamari® and a
son David. In 1236, Tamar, later known as Gurji-Khatun, was married to the Sultan of Rome Kais Ed-Din
Kay Khosrov I1“. Tamar was at the Sultan's door, and in 1136 the Sultan engraved her face on the minted
money (Sun in Leo). This is how the famous emblem Shir-u-Khirshid (lion and sun) appeared in the
East, which was later used by other sultans, and this type of coin was used by the Mongols during the
copper emission, and later it was established in Persia as well, both on silver and copper. In 1239-1231,
Rusudan proclaimed his son Davit at the age of as her co-chairman and blessed him in Imereti® in the
city of Kutaisi. In the first years of the 13th century, the extensive state of the Khorezmshaks fell after
a strong invasion of the Mongols on the Trans-Caspian coast, and Jalal Ed-Din Manguberdi (or Mank-
burn)é, the son of Khwarezm Shah Alaadin Muhammad II7,saved himself by escaping and, after a series
of adventures, gathered a helpless horde to conquer Western Persia and Azerbaijan, then attacked the
Carthian provinces of Armenia. He camped at Aderbai Jan®.

In 1225, he approached Rusudan with a proposal to marry him and recognize him as the king of
Georgia, after receiving a refusal, Jalal Ed-Din invaded Georgia, defeated the Georgian army, which was
commanded by Ivane® Atabag'- Amirspasalar” and Khvaraz people besieged Thilisi in 1226. Jalal Ed-in

was unable to put up an organized resistance.

The Khvaraz people destroyed the Christian population of the city (Geor-
gians and Armenians) and took a lot of property. Queen Rusudan and the royal court moved to Kutaisi.

Jalal Ed-Din stayed in Thilisi for two years, during this time he continued to plunder and destroyed
eastern and southern Georgia.In 1228, he got busy with other things and went south with his army, leav-
ing a weak garrison in Thilisi. The Georgians took advantage of this and expelled the Khorezm people
from the city, but temporarily, because in 1229 Jalal Ed-Din returned and expelled the Georgian army
from Thilisi again. In 1230, Jalal Ed-Din again marched south towards the city of Khlat™ and took it, but
soon harassed by the Mongols, who had already taken Adarbaijan, he was defeated by the allied army
of al-Addin Kaiqubat®, fled to Kurdistan, and was killed in 1231. After the death of Jalal Ed-Din, his army
scattered in Georgia, the Georgians easily destroyed them and regained Tbilisi.

In 1226-1231, in just 5 years, Khorezmelians caused great economic damage to Georgia, killed many
Christians, stole goods, burned fields and gardens. Jalal Ed Din's campaign also left its mark on Georgian
numismatics, only his money was in circulation in eastern and southern Georgia, which was further facili-
tated by the isolation of this area. The short period after Jalal Ed-Din was characterized by peace. Around
1235, Rusudan returned to Thilisi with the royal court, took advantage of the peace and coronation of lit-
tle David and gave a crown to him, and sent Lashagiorgi's son David to his son-in-law, at the court of Sel-
juk Sultan Qiya Ed-Din Kay Khosrow Il of Rome, where he was put in the prison by his son-in-law after the
intrigues of the Queen Rusudan, he was released only in 1235-1236 after the Mongols conquered Georgia.

In 1235, the Mongols took Gandza™ (Ganja), the capital of Georgia, and marched towards Tbilisi. The
queen left Thilisi and returned to Imereti. carried out money reform; renewed minting of silver coins.

In the early 1940s, the Mongols completely subjugated Georgia, forced the queen to hand over her
son to them, and deposed Rusudan from the throne.

In 1245, the Queen Rusudan fell ill from despair and died.

COINS OF THE QUEEN RUSUDAN

We already know from historical sources that the Queen Rusudan married Ed-Dini of Moghi in 1223 and
took the royal throne in the same year, despite her reign, she minted her first copper coin in Koronicon® 447
year=1227 year And the silver drum of Koronikon 450 years = 1230 years. Thus, he resumed the minting of
silver money in Georgia, which was stopped about 100 years earlier due to the shortage of copper.

It seems that in the first years of the reign, the mass of copper coins in the state of Rusudan was
enough for trade circulation both inside the country and outside the country, the consumption of cop-
per money did not present any kind of problem, because the countries of the East and even Byzantium
seemed to have a shortage of silver, at the same time, Georgia clearly dominated the surrounding
neighboring countries.

After the capture of Thilisi by Jalal Ed-Din, the queen moved to Imereti and probably took part of
the treasury with her, but due to the shortage of money, she started minting money in western Georgia.
Jalal Ed-Din, who has left an enormous mass of copper money after the annexation, began to remint
this money. His coins bear only one date of Hijri’® 623 year=1126 year. In private collections and state

On the coins of the Queen Rusudan, as well as on the coins of her predecessor kings, the first year
of minting is indicated, and in subsequent years the coins are minted with the same date.

An interesting issue is the stamps of the Queen Russian. 5 of her stamp are known to us, which are
presented below, but | will focus on this issue when | will present a complete description of the coins
of the Rusudan Queen.

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The Remedios of Rusudan Queen's copper coins, weighed by me, are very strange, as the lowest
weight was 1.8g and the largest weighed 8.9g. Collectioners say they have seen even larger denomina-
tions (The existence of such coins is unconfirmed for me). On copper coins of this type, only one type
of stamp N3 is found. I'll go through the this topic later.

Unlike the copper coins, the Queen Rusudan's silver coins are more versatile due to the small nu-
ances on the reverse. The inscriptions on both sides of the coin are standard and repeated on all coins.

This reverse of the coin is unique and not found on any other coin, the Queen's name is interest-
ingly engraved as shown above (RSDN) (Rusudan).

e. Pakhomov writes that Queen Rusudan’s drams and Muslim dirhams differ very little in weight.
The average weight of the best-preserved coins in the collection of the Imperial Hermitage of St. Pe-
tersburg is 2.6 grams, while the average weight of Seljuk coins is 2.8 grams.

QUEEN RUSUDAN'S STAMPS ON GEORGIAN AND FOREIGN COINS

The stamps of the Queen Rusudan is found in an extremely large number on the coins of her pre-
decessor Georgian kings, it seems that Rusudan in 1223-1226 limited herself to mint already existing
coins. The most frequently used stamp was N10, followed by N9, there are often cases when both of
these stamps are struck together on one coin. The stamps N8, N7 are very rare to find, which are stuck
only on the minted coins of Tamar and Davit Soslani?, so-called Dvini® (these coins contain many er-
rors, they differ in the writing of Arabic letters).

22 Davit Soslani, the second wife of the royal king, got married in 1187 in the Didube palace. The statesman, the chronicler
describes him as a pleasant-looking man, adorned with moral and chivalrous qualities (died in 1205).

23 Dvini, the medieval capital of Armenia. Built by King Khosrov Il Kotak of Great Armenia in 335. From the same year, the
royal residence of the Arshakians moved to this city.

Queen Rusudan’s Copper Treasure from town/daba Tskneti

In the summer of 2019, in August, a hoard of Queen Rusudan’s coins containing 97
coins was found in town/daba Tskneti (Republic of Georgia). The hoard consisted of
the so-called (correctly stamped) copper coins of the Queen Rusudan, from where only 8
foreign coins are included in the hoard. The rest of them are the Queen Rusudan’s coins,
including 43 coins minted with her own stamp (f). 2 pieces of foreign coins are stamped
with the same stamp. There are several variants of stamp (f) in the treasure, we present to
