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ABSTRACT

The article presents a study of a hoard of copper coins discovered in 2019 in the vicinity
of the village of Teleti, consisting of twenty-three specimens belonging to the last ruler of the
Khwarazmshah Empire, Jalal ad-Dunya wa ad-Din Abu’l-Muzaffar Manguberdi ibn Muhammad
(1220-1231).

At the beginning of the paper, an overview is given of the history of the Khwarazmian state,
from the formation of an independent khanate in the 12th century to the devastating invasion
of Genghis Khan. Particular attention is paid to Jalal ad-Din’s military campaigns - his successful
battles against the Mongols, his exile in India, and his subsequent return to Persia and the Cau-
casus.

As for the numismatic analysis, a new interpretation is proposed regarding the reading of
the central inscription on the reverse of the coins minted in Tbilisi. Through comparative analysis
with coins struck in Kerman and other cities, it is argued that the Arabic text engraved on the re-
verse should be read as “Jalal ad-Dinu wa Dini” (“Adornment of Faith and Religion”) rather than
“Jalal ad-Dunya wa ad-Din” (“Adornment of the World and Religion”).

All coins in the hoard were minted in AH 623 (AD 1226), which coincides with the period of
the capture of Thilisi. Some of the coins are overstruck on Georgian copper coins of Queen Tam-
ar, Lasha-Giorgi, and Queen Rusudan, which further confirms both the place of minting and the
historical context.
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In mid-April 2019, a hoard consisting of twenty-three copper coins was discovered in the vicinity of the
village of Teleti. After inspection, it turned out that the coins belong to Jalal al-Din (1220-1231), full name: Jalal
al-Duniya wa Al-din Abul-Muzaffar Mankuberdi ibn Muhammad. Subsequently, these coins were acquired by
collector Kakhaber Bakurazde, who kindly granted me permission to carry out photographic documentation of
the for further description and study.

Jalal al-Duniya wa Al-din Abul-Muzaffar
Mankuberdi ibn Muhammad

Jalal al-Duniya wa Al-din Abul-Muzaffar Mankuberdi ibn Muhammad (1199-1231) is his full name. before
discussing about him, let’s turn to the history of his ancestors, how they came to rule the Khwarazmian empire
and how they subsequently conquered the whole of Central Asia.

Khorezm is an ancient historical and geographical region located in Central Asia in the lower reaches of
the Amu Darya River. It was first mentioned in historical sources from the 7th century BC. The first capital of
Khorezm was Toprak-Kala (dates unknown). From 305 to 1096 — Kath, from 1097 to 1220 — Gurganj, from 1212
to 1220 — Samarkand, from 1231 to 1573 — Urgench, and from 1573 to 1924 — Khiva. Currently, the historical
region of Khorezm is part of modern Uzbekistan and Turkmenistan.

Jalal al-Din’s grandfather, Abu Muzaffar Tekesh ibn Il-Arslan (year of birth unknown, died in 1200), was a
simple representative of the Bekdil clan of the Oghuz Tatars®. Somehow, he managed to subdue the small
province of Khorezm, and then in 1172 he declared himself the Shah. In order to free himself from vassal
dependence, he made several campaigns against the Karakhanid state?, he also undertook campaigns into
Transoxiana®. Later (in 1187) he took Nishapur?, (in 1192) Rayy?, (in 1193) Merv®. In 1194, he defeated the army
of the western Seljuk Sultan Tugrul 1I”. In 1196, he defeated the Abbasid Caliph Ahmed al-Nasir®. During this
period, the Khorezm Khanate strengthened and turned into the most powerful empire of the Khorezmshahs
(See map N1).

Jalal al-Din’s father, Ala al-Din Muhammad I, whose full name is Ala al-Din Abul-Fat Muhammad Sinjar ibn
Tekesh, began his reign with the war against the Ghurids®. The Ghurids captured major cities: Merv, almost
without a fight they occupied the cities of Abvad®?, Serakhs!* and Nisa*?, took the city of Nishapur and captured
the brother of Khorezmshah, who was sent to Herat!3. The troops of Muhammad Il besieged Herat and for a
month tried to break through the defenses of the city, but Khorezmshah lifted the siege only after receiving a
large sum of money.

! The Oghuzes are one of the Tatar tribes.

The Karakhanids are black Khatai who migrated to Central Asia in the 12th century. They were part of the Karakhanid
state, and later mixed with neighboring Turkic peoples.

Transoxiana is an ancient historical and geographical region with a rich history in Central Asia.

Nishapur — Bishapur) was an ancient city on the ancient route of Sassanid Persia, between Persia and Elam.

Reyy is a city in Iran, 10 km. north of Tehran.

Merv is a large oasis city in Central Asia, located on the historical Silk Road, on the territory of modern Turkmenistan.
Tugrul Shah — reign period (1188-1225), father-in-law of Queen Rusudan.

Ahmed al-Nasir, the Abbasid Caliph (1180-1225).

The Ghurids were a Sunni dynasty of Tajik origin that ruled the Ghurid Sultanate (1148-1206).

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At that time, his brother Sihab al-Din** arrived from India to help the ruler of the Ghurid kingdom?®. After
a fierce battle, the Khorezmians retreated and took refuge in the capital, Gurganj. The defense of the capital
was led by the shah’s mother, Queen Terken-Khatun?, the daughter of one of the Kipchak khans'’. Muham-
mad I, with the help of the Karakhatai, defeated and destroyed the Ghurids, expelled them from Khorezm and
concluded a peace treaty with them. However, the Ghurids constantly tried to start a new war, and only after
the assassination of Shihab al-Din (1206) this danger disappeared. The Ghurid State collapsed and soon came
under Khorezmian influence. After the defeat of the Ghurids, Muhammad Il began a war with the Karakhanids.
The Karakhanids bribed the rulers of Khorezm?*® and Samarkand*®, and Muhammad Il was defeated in the very
first engagement. After that, Mohammed disappeared from the sight of his supporters. It was only in 1208 that
Muhammad Il returned to Khorezm, strengthened his army and country, and began preparations for a decisive
battle with the Karakhanids. Muhammad’s mainstay was the support of the Muslim population of the Karak-
hanids, who perceived him as a liberator. In September 1210, the Karakhanids suffered a heavy defeat on the
llamish plain near the Syr Darya®.

In the Muslim world, Muhammad’s victory was regarded as the triumph of Islam over the “infidels”. In offi-
cial documents, he was referred to as the “Second Alexander”?! and the “Sultan of the Sanjars” %2, His seal was
engraved with the inscription: “The shadow of Allah on earth” — one of the principal titles in the Seljuk state.

In 1212, an uprising began in Samarkand. Muhammad suppressed it brutally and subsequently declared
Samarkand his capital. By 1215, the power of Khorezm Shah extended over Khorezm itself, Transoxiana, Turk-
menistan, Afghanistan, Iran, as well as other territories.

In 1217, Muhammad Il set out a campaign against Baghdad, one of the spiritual centers of Islam, to become
not only a ruler, but also a spiritual leader. During the campaign, while crossing a mountain pass, his army was
caught in heavy snowfall and suffered significant losses, losing food and part of its weaponry, which forced
Muhammad to return to Samarkand.

In 1218, Muhammad Il received an embassy from Genghis Khan with a proposal to conclude a treaty of friend-
ship in order to jointly fight common enemies in the East and develop mutually beneficial trade. Khorezmshah
refused to make a deal with the “infidels” and, at the suggestion of the ruler of Otrar?®, Inalchuk Ghayir Khan?,
executed the ambassadors and merchants, as well as 100 spy officers. Genghis Khan sent him a new embassy
demanding the extradition of Ghayir Khan, but this time Muhammad executed one of the embassy members. Af-
ter the victory over Kuchlug?, Mongol troops under the command of Subudai?® Bagatur and Tokhuchar?’ Noyon

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approached Khorezm and faced the army of Khorezmshah. The right wing, commanded by Muhammad'’s son,
alal al-Din, achieved success on its flank, which greatly helped the center and the right flank. After the battle,
neither side gained an advantage; at night, the Mongols lit numerous bonfires and quietly left the battlefield in
the dark. In the spring of 1219, Genghis Khan sent an army of 200,000 men against Khorezmshah.

Muhammad could not withstand the Mongol troops onslaught, because of indecision, he refused a general
battle and abandoned his army, scattered across cities and fortresses. Under pressure from the Mongols, the
cities of Otrar, Khojend?8, Tashkent (Shash), Bukhara, Samarkand, Balkh?°, Merv*®, Nishapur, Herat and Gurganj
fell one after another. Historical sources report that one million two hundred thousand people died as a result
of this gigantic campaign. Muhammad Il himself retreated to his possessions in Persia with the remnants of the
army, and then fled with a small detachment to the coast of the Caspian Sea. Gravely ill, Muhammad Il died on
the island of Abeskun to the Caspian Sea cost in 1220 (some sources give the date as 1221). Nasawi?! writes
that Muhammad Il died in extreme poverty. Jalal transported his father’s remains 3 years later to the Ardahan
fortress in order to later reburial his father in the Isfahan madrasah. Nasavi was unable to convince the new
ruler to abandon this step, because the Mongols were known for desecrating the graves of their enemies.
Indeed, the Mongols took the Ardahan fortress, extracted the remains of Khorezmshah from the ground and
sent them to Ogedei®’, who ordered the remains to be burned.

After the death of Muhammad Il in February 1221, Jalal al-Din, according to his will, became his successor
in accordance with the testament and continued the struggle against the invading Mongols. He gathered 300
loyal warriors and marched to Khorasan®:. In the Nasy** area, he attacked and defeated a 700-man Mongol
detachment. Genghis Khan sent a special army to Khorezm and Khorasan, which encounteres the forces of
Muhammad Il younger sons. Both brothers died in a fierce battle.

Jalal al-Din proceeded to Ghazni®®. In the upper reaches of the Murghab?®® River, he was joined by Malik
Khan, the former governor of Merv, and Turkmen leader Ani Seif al-Din. Upon arrival in Ghazni, Jalal al-Din
assembled a new army and attacked and defeated the Mongols besieging Kandahar®’. As soon as the scattered
Khorezm troops found out about this, after the success of their shah, the generals began to gather in Ghazni.
Jalal al-Din assembled an army of 70,000 men. His cousin Amin al-Malik and commander-in-chief Temur Ma-
lik®8, the Karluk®* Khan Azam Malik and the Afghan leader Muzaffar Malik rose and came under his banners.
Genghis Kagan had no idea of the strength of Jalal al-Din’s army and sent a force of 30,000 under the command
of Shigi Kutuku*® against them.

In the spring, the advancing army of Jalal al-Din clashed with the advanced detachment of Shigi-Kutuku
and completely destroyed it. Only one hundred warriors survived. Jalal al-Din positioned his army in a valley
and awaited the Mongol attack. Shigi-Kutuku sent his entire army to the valley. A battle was impossible for
the cavalry here. Jalal al-Din led Temur-Malik’s infantry archers into battle. Shigi-Kutuku survived the first day,
despite the fact that the Khorezmians found a weak spot among the Mongols: they climbed the cliffs and from
there inflicted great damage on the Mongol army. The next morning, the Khorezmians saw that the Mongol
army had become more numerous, as if auxiliary troops had arrived from somewhere. In fact, the Mongols
used their old trick: they put stuffed horsemen made of sacks on spare horses. Jalal calmed down his generals,
withdrew the forward cavalry lines, and awaited the attack. The Mongols’ right flank was hit by a hail of arrows.
Shigi-Kutuku ordered an attack along the entire front line, but the hail of arrows and the rocky valley made it
impossible to gain any advantage. Jalal al-Din returned the soldiers to their horses and went on the offensive.
The Mongols could not withstand the blow, losing half of their army. It was after this victory that Jalal al-Din
proclaimed himself sultan.

After the defeat of Shigi Kutukhu at Parvan®, Genghis Khan himself led the main forces against Jalal al-Din.
On December 9, 1221, Genghis Khan approached his army near the banks of the Indus River. Khorezmshah
positioned his troops in a crescent. The Mongols attacked the flanks and defeated them. The Khorezmians tried
to break through the center, but most of the soldiers died. The battle was already lost when Jalal al-Din ordered
his harem* to be drowned in the river. He and 4,000 horsemen were able to swim across the Indus River and
thus cross to the other side. During the battle, the Mongols captured Jalal al-Din’s family and brutally executed
them. The Sultan himself fled to India. Genghis Khan sent his warriors under the command of Amir** Balo-no-
yan and Durban to pursue him. Near the town of Mutan*4, the Mongols lost track of the Sultan.

Jalal al-Din spent three years in exile in India. Together with the Khorezmians, he attacked Lahore* and Pun-
jab*. After that, he turned to lltutmish®’, the Sultan of Delhi, a Turkic Mamluk, with a proposal to unite against
the Mongols. The sultan refused to avoid conflict with Genghis Khan, and sent his large army to Lahore. Sultan
Jalal al-Din left Lahore and went to Uch, where he inflicted a severe defeat on his sultan, Nasir al-Din*®. Before
returning to Persia in 1224, he plundered Sindh* and northern Gujarat™.

In 1225, Sultan Jalal al-Din invaded northern Iran from the south. After a little resistance, he took the city of
Maragha®?, raided Tabriz®? and captured it. Atabeg>® Uzbek fled to Ganja**, and from there to the impregnable
fortress of Alinja®, where he died. Sultan Jalal al-Din took the cities of Barda®®, Shamkir®” and other cities of

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Arran®® in a short time. In 1225, the Sultan’s army captured the Armenian provinces of Georgia. On August 8
of the same year, near the city of Dvin*, in Eastern Armenia, the Georgian-Armenian army under the com-
mand of lvane Mkhargrdzeli® against Jalal al-Din’s forces. Due to improper management and indecision, the
Georgian army was defeated. This battle entered in history as the “Battle of Garni”®!. The Sultan proposed to
the Queen of Georgia Rusudan to marry him and recognize him as the king of Georgia, to which he received
a sharp refusal. In 1226, he invaded the capital of Georgia, Thilisi (According to the tradition of the Georgian
Orthodox Church, the Sultan destroyed all Christian churches in Tbilisi. He tried to convert the population of
Thilisi to Islam, and after refusing, executed 100,000 people who worshipped them). During the conquests of
Jalal al-Din in the Eastern Caucasus, the Ildegizid®® state collapsed. The Shirvanshahs also recognized their vas-
salage to the sultan. In 1227, the sultan defeated the Mongol vanguard in the battle of the River Rey®*. During
this period, Jalal al-Din fought on two fronts: against the Mongols in Western Iran and against the Georgians
and Armenians in the Caucasus. In 1228, the Khorezmians were attacked by combined forces: Sultan Rum Ala
al-Din Kay-Kubad®, Sultan of Egypt Malik al-Kamil®® and King Hetum %7 of Cilician Armenia. The battle took
place near Yerevan, and Sultan Jalal’s troops were defeated. In 1230, Jalal al-Din captured the city of Hlat®,
but soon lost it after being defeated in battle by Key-Kubad and Malik al-Kamil, and the city was immediately
abandoned.

The military leaders left by Jalal al-Din in the conquered territories plundered the population, stole cattle,
committed various outrages, burdened the peasants with taxes. In response, the oppressed local population
raised uprisings, inflicting to the Khorezmians and weakening the sultan’s power.

The Mongols learned from the ruler of Alamut69 that Jalal al-Din had been weakened by recent battles. In
the same year thirty thousand Mongol troops under the command of Chormagan70 easily defeated Sultan Jalal
al-din and captured Arran. The defeated sultan took refuge in the mountains of Mayafarikin71. In August 1231,
Sultan Jalal al-dunya wa al-din Abu al-Muzaffar Mankuberdi ibn Muhammad was assassinated by an unknown
Kurd, presumably hired by the Seljuks.

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Copper coins of Jalal al-Din minted in Thilisi

The coins minted by Jalal ad-Din in Thilisi are typical. The obverse, reverse, and circular inscriptions are
always identical in text, as their execution is likewise standardized, except in rare cases when there are no
circular inscriptions on the coin at all or their arrangement on the reverse — <& obverse is broken. Numerous
overstuck Georgian coins are also known, including copper copies of Queen Tamar, Lasha-Giorgi and Queen
Rusudan.

Attempts have been made to read the coins of Jalal al-Din minted in Thilisi.: Tixen (Tikhsen)72, Freni73, Ba-
rataev74 and Langlois75, as E.A. Pakhomov writes, they did not have high-quality specimens at their disposal
and therefore encounted difficulties in fully reading the inscriptions and made minor mistakes.

E.A. Pakhomoy, relying on the experience of previous scientists, was able to read the inscriptions on these
coins, but left the central parts unchanged. We offer a description of these coins according to Pakhomov.

We offer an existing description of the coin’s reverse, the Arabic text of which is divided into letters. If we
look closely at the graphic image in Figure N 02, we will see that there are only 8 letters in the first line, not 9,
and in the second line, including the compound (vav), there are 6 letters, as in the existing description.
