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ABSTRACT

The article addresses the numismatic heritage of the Olympic Games, examining
commemorative coins issued for the Olympic Games of 1984, 1988, 1992, and 1996.

The paper provides a detailed description of each coin, including the Olympic emblem,
symbolism, design, composition (gold, silver, copper, nickel), metrological data (diameter, weight,
thickness), the names of the engravers, the place of minting, and mintage figures.

It is noteworthy that the silver and gold coins of the 1984 Los Angeles Olympic Games
represented the first jubilee series issued in the United States after a half-century hiatus. The
four series of coins issued for the 1988 Seoul Olympic Games stand out for their combination of
sporting themes and motifs drawn from traditional Korean culture. In the 1992 Barcelona series,
particular emphasis is placed on modern design and the representation of Spanish historical
architecture. The coins of the 1996 Atlanta Olympic Games were dedicated to the centenary of
the Olympic movement.

The article serves as a unique reference guide for numismatists and for those interested in the
history of the Olympic movement.
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XXIIl Summer Olympic Games of 1984. Los Angeles,
California, USA

The XXIII Summer Olympic Games, held from 28 July to 12 August 1984, were hosted by the city of Los An-
geles, California, USA. This was the second time since 1932 that the city hosted the Olympic Games.

The emblem conveys the following meaning. The star is a unique symbol of a person’s highest aspirations,
the horizontal lines symbolize the speed to which participants strive for excellence, and the triple repetition of
the star embodies the spirit of competition between equal rivals in excellent physical condition. The blue, white
and red colors were chosen according to tradition to represent the first, second and third prizes.

In 1983, commemorative silver dollars were issued in honor of the 1984 Games in Los Angeles, California.
It was the first commemorative silver coin issued since 1900.

The authorities of the state of California and the municipality declined to finance the Olympic Games. The
legislative act of 22 June 1982 authorized the issuance of six types of Olympic coins in three different designs.
In the United States of America, Olympic coins were issued for the first time in the history, and a gold coin
for the first time in 50 years. Olympic coins were issued by the US mint facilities in Denver, Philadelphia, San
Francisco and West Point. The coins of Denver bear the letter “D”, Philadelphia — “P”, San Francisco — “S”, and
West Point — “W”.

1 dollar. Composition: 0.900 silver, 0.100 copper. Diameter 38.1 mm. The weight is 26.730 grams. The
thickness is 2.79 mm. The obverse: At the center, left is depicted a Greek discus thrower, created by Myron.
Three of its contours are visible, giving an impressive appearance to its movement. On the right is a “star in
motion” with Olympic rings, beneath which are the inscriptions “In God we trust” and “Liberty”. Above, in cir-
cular inscription “XXIIl Olympiad”. To the left of the discus thrower, also in circular inscription is: “Los Angeles
and 1983”. Below the waist appears the letter “D”, indicating that the coin was minted at the Denver Mint.
A total of 174,014 units were produced. The “P” indicates a coin minted at the Philadelphia Mint. A total of
294,543 units were produced. The “S” indicates a coin minted at the San Francisco Mint. A total of 174,014
units were produced. The 1983 “S”, an improved standard (Proof), was released in an amount of 1,577,025
units. The reverse: At the center is depicted an eagle, its head turned to the left, with the inscription: “E
Pluribus” beneath the beak. A border with relief images and inscriptions is embossed around the coin: “The
United States of America. One dollar”. Designed by Elizabeth Jones.
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1 dollar. Composition: 0.900 silver, 0.100 copper. Diameter 38.1 mm. The weight is 26.730 grams. The thick-
ness is 2.79 mm. Obverse: depicted the Los Angeles Olympic Gate, which served as the entrance to the Memo-
rial Coliseum. On the threshold of the gate, on both sides of the Olympic torch, stand headless sculptures. At
the top of the coin, in circular inscription, is written “LIBERTY”. In the central part, on both sides of the Olympic
Gates, appears the inscription “In God We Trust”. The lower part of the coin has an embossed edging with the
words “Los Angeles 1984 Olympiad”. The design was made by Robert Graham. Reverse: in the center there is
a perched bald eagle sitting on a tree, its head turned to the right, holding an olive branch in its claws. In the
upper part of the coin there is an inscription “United States of America” in a circle. The coin is surrounded by
an embossed edging with the words “United States of America” and below it “One dollar”. The eagle’s pedestal
bears the inscription “E Pluribus Unum”. The English letter “D” indicates that the coin was struck at the Denver
Mint. A total of 116,675 units were produced. The letter “P” indicates that the coin was struck at the Philadel-
phia Mint. A total of 217,954 units were produced. The letter “S” indicates that the coin was struck at the San
Francisco Mint. A total of 116,675 units were produced. “S” of 1984, improved coinage (Proof), 1,801,210 pieces
were produced.

10 dollars. Composition: gold 0.900, copper 0.100. Diameter 26.92 mm. The weight is 16.718 grams. The
thickness is 2.24 mm. Obverse: Along the upper edge of the coin, in circular inscription, is “LIBERTY”. The run-
ners are depicted in the center, to the left of the runners, in the central part “Los Angeles” and the Olympic rin-
gs. To the right of them is written “In God We Trust”, and below it the year 1984. In the final segment appears
“XXII Olympiad”. Around the coin runs a raised rim with relief decoration. The design of the obverse was jointly
made by James M. Peed and John Mercanti. Reverse: At the center is depicted an eagle with outstretched win-
gs, its head turned to the left, holding food in its beak. In the left talon the eagle holds an olive branch, while in
the right talon it holds grain (ears of wheat). Above the eagle’s head appear 13 stars and a circular inscription
“United States of America”. Along the lower part, in circular inscription, is “Ten dollars”. An edging with a relief
image is engraved around the circumference of the coin. The design of the reverse side is made only by John
Mercanti. The coin has the English letters “D” on it, indicating that the coin was struck at the Denver Mint. A
total of 381,085 units were produced. The “P” indicates that the coin was struck at the Philadelphia Mint. A
total of 34,533 units were produced. The “S” indicates that the coin was struck at the San Francisco Mint. A
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total of 33,309 units were produced. The “W” was struck at the West Point Mint. A total of 48,551 units were
produced.

SEOUL 1988

The XXIV Summer Olympic Games of 1988 were held from September 17 to October 2 in Seoul, Republic of
Korea. These were the Olympic Games held in an Asian country after Japan, and the last for the Soviet Union
and the German Democratic Republic, as these countries collapsed and ceased to exist. The creation of the
emblem was based on the traditional Korean embroidery motif “Taegeuk” and its graphic representation,
which symbolizes Korea. This type of embroidery is widely used in the gates, festive occasions, monuments
of material cultural and folk crafts. The emblem depicts a pattern of movement in two directions: centripetal
and centrifugal; The centripetal movement represents people from all over the world gathering in Korea, sym-
bolically expressing world harmony in the universe, while the centrifugal movement symbolizes human steps
forward in the search of happiness and prosperity.
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In commemorate the Olympic Games, the Korean government issued coins of 1 000, 2 000, 5 000, 10 000,
25 000 and 50,000 won, released in four series with different designs.

The first Series:

1,000 won, composition: copper-nickel alloy (copper 75%, nickel 25%). Diameter: 30.0 mm. Weight: 12,000
grams. Thickness: 2.2mm. Obverse: A basketball game is depicted in the center. Along the upper edge of the
coin, in circular inscription, is: “XXIV Olympiad Seoul 1988”. To the left are the Olympic rings. Below the bas-
ketball players appears the denomination 1000 won. Reverse: In the center, at the top is depicted the coat of
arms of the Republic of South Korea, surrounded below by five Sharon roses (hibiscus). Beneath them is 1986,
the year of issue of the coin. The design of the obverse is made by D.H. Oh. The design of the reverse is made
by D.H. Oh. and D.K. Min. Circulation: 560,000 pieces. Proof issue: 140,000 pieces.

2,000 won, Composition: nickel. Diameter: 33.0 mm. Weight: 17,000 grams. Thickness: 2.6mm. Obverse:
Boxing is depicted in the center. Along the upper edge, in circular inscription, is: “XXIV Olympiad Seoul 1988”.
To the right are the Olympic rings. Below the boxers appears the denomination: 2000 won. Reverse: In the
center, at the top, is the coat of arms of the Republic of South Korea, surrounded below by five Sharon roses
(hibiscus). Beneath them is 1986, the year of issue. The obverse was designed by Y.S. Lee and Y.K. Ham. The
reverse was designed by D.H. Oh. and D.K. Min. Circulation: 560,000 pieces. Proof issue: 140,000 pieces.

5,000 won, composition: 0.925 silver and 0.75 copper, diameter 32.0 mm, weight 16.810 grams. The thick-
ness is 2.45 mm.

The thick-
ness is 2.45 mm. Obverse: At the center are depicted the sports activities Chegi-Kisking and Chegi Chaki (a
traditional Korean outdoor games in which players strike a paper cones into the air and attempt to keep it aloft.
In Korea, children usually play this game alone or with friends during the winter season, especially around the
Lunar New Year). The Olympic rings are depicted on the left, beneath the bent leg of the player. Along the
upper edge of the coin, in circular inscription, is “XXIV Olympiad Seoul 1988”. Below the players appears the
denomination 5,000 won. Reverse: in the center, at the top, the coat of arms of the Republic of South Korea,
surrounded by five Sharon roses at the bottom. Beneath them is 1987, the year of issue. The obverse design
was created by D.H. Oh. The reverse pattern was made by D.H. Oh and D.K. Min. 117,500 units were produced.
Proof issue: 227,500 pieces.

XXV Summer Olympic Games in 1992,

Barcelona, Spain

The XXV Summer Olympic Games were held from July 25 to August 9, 1992 in the Spanish city of Barcelona.
The emblem of the XXV Summer Olympic Games was designed by Barcelona designer Josep M. Trias. It de-
picts a human figure overcoming an obstacle, represented by the Olympic rings. The design consists of simple
lines forming three elements, which simplify the human figure: The head (blue, symbolizing the Mediterranean
Sea), the arms (widely outstreached as a sign of hospitality; the yellow color symbolizes the sun) and the legs

(red, vivid and dynamic color).
To commemorate the Olympic games, the Spanish government issued coins in denominations of 25, 50,
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2000, 10000, 20000 and 80,000 pesetas, with varying metals, compositions, weights, diameters, thicknesses,
mintages and designs.

25 pesetas — Composition: 88.4% Copper, 5% Nickel, 5% Aluminum, 1% Iron and 0.6% Magnesium. The
diameteris 19.5 mm, with a hole in the center. The weight is 4,250 grams. The thickness is 2.11 mm. Obverse:
A discus thrower facing right is depicted. In the upper left part of the coin appears the inscription “ESPANA”
(“Spain”), and below it is the date 1990 or 1991, indicating the year of issue. Reverse: At the top is the emblem
of the Barcelona Olympic Games. Below it appears the denomination 25 pesetas. Further down is the inscripti-
on “Barcelona ‘92” accompanied by the Olympic rings.

On the right side, vertically
from top to bottom, appears the year of issue 1992. The engraving was made by Luis Antonio Garcia. Reverse:

The XXVI Summer Olympic Games were held in the city of Atlanta, USA, from 19 July to 4 August 1996.

The emblem depicts an Olympic torch based on a stylized Greek column, combined with the Olympic rings
and the number 100, marking the centenary of the modern Olympic Games. The flamers of the torch gradually
transform into stars. The gold color symbolizes Olympic gold medals, while the green color represents laurel
leaves, the ancient symbol of victory, and at the same time reflects Atlanta’s reputation as the “City of Trees”.

To commemorate the Olympic Games, the United States government issued 16 types of Olympic coins: four
types of % dollar, seven types of 1 dollar, four types of 5 dollars.

% dollar composition: Copper-nickel alloy. Diameter 30.61 mm. Weight 11.340 g.

% dollar, Obverse: At the center are depicted three young men playing basketball during an Olympic com-
petition. Along the upper edge the circular inscription “LIBERTY”. To the of the players are the Olympic rings
with the inscription “USA” above them.

To the left of the athletes in the lower semicircle of the coin from top to bottom is a circu-
lar inscription “IN GOD WE TRUST”. On the same side in the upper semicircle is written “LIBERTY”. On the right
side of the coin in the upper part are depicted rings, above which is written “USA”. Below it, in the lower part
of the coin is the year of issue — 1996. Engraving was made by Patricia L. Verani. Reverse: In the middle of the
coin at full height is depicted the Olympic emblem and below it is the inscription “E Pluribus Unum” and the
emblem is decorated on both sides with fragments of laurel wreaths.

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XXVII Summer Olympic Games 2000, Sydney, Australia.
59 types of coins
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The XXVII Summer Olympic Games were held in Sydney, Australia, from September 15 to October 1, 2000.

The emblem depicts the Olympic rings, above which is written “Sydney 2000”, indicating the city and the
year of the Olympic Games. Above them, a torch-bearing athlete is represented using typical Australian clothes
and colors. The boomerang and conventional images of the sun and mountains, symbolizing ports and coasts,
as well as the interior red expanses of the continent, tell about the unique landscapes of Australia and its indi-
genous population. The smoke rising from the Olympic torch symbolically represents the Sydney Opera House.

The Government of Australian paid special attention to the Olympic Games and issued 59 commemorative
coins dedicated to various themes and sporting disciplines.

Five types of five-dollar coins were produced in silver of 0.999 fineness. All have the same diameter of 40.5
mm and a weight of 31.635 g.

1. 5 dollars. Obverse: In the center of the coin is an engraving of the crowned profile of Elizabeth Il, facing
to the right. Behind the head, along the circumference, is the inscription “Elizabeth 11”. In the front of the face,
to the right, is the circular inscription “Australia 2000”. Along the lower part of the coin, in a circular arrange-
ment, is the inscription: “Five Dollars”. The engraving was done by lan Rank-Broadley. Reverse: At the center is
depicted a lizard with a crown around its neck. There is an engraving of tree leaves around it in a circle. Below,
in the center of the coin, is the emblem of the Sydney Olympics. The engraving was done by Stuart Devlin. The
coin bears no striking year. However, according to the catalogue it is dated 2000 (1998) P. A total of 100,000
coins were minted. Both sides of the coin are surrounded by a raised rim.
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2.5 dollars. Obverse: In the center of the coin is an engraving of the crowned profile of Elizabeth Il, facing to
the right. Behind the head, along the circumference, is the inscription “Elizabeth II”. In the front of the face, to
the right, is the circular inscription “Australia 2000”. Along the lower part of the coin, in a circular arrangement,
is the inscription: “Five Dollars”. The engraving was done by lan Rank-Broadley. Reverse: At the center of the
coin are 9 figures representing different races of Australia. Below them is the emblem of the Sydney Olympic
Games, flanked on both sides by depictions of maritime and air transport. The engraving was done by Stuart
Devlin. The coin bears no striking year. According to the catalogue it is dated 2000 (1998) P. A total of 100,000
coins were minted. Both sides of the coin are surrounded by a raised rim.

3. 5 dollars. Obverse: At the center of the coin is a crowned portrait of Elizabeth Il facing right, with the
circular inscription “Elizabeth 1I” behind the head and “Australia 2000” in front of the face. Along the lower
edge is the inscription “Five Dollars”. The engraving was done by lan Rank-Broadley. Reverse: Around the edge
is a wreath, within which two ostriches with eggs and two chiks aree depicted. The letter “C” is also inscribed.
Below is the symbol of the Sydney Olympic Games. The engraving was done by Stuart Devlin. The coin bears no
striking year. According to the catalogue it is dated 2000 (1999) C. A total of 100,000 coins were minted. Both
sides of the coin are surrounded by a raised rim.

4. 5 dollars. Obverse: At the center of the coin is a crowned portrait of Elizabeth Il facing right, with the
circular inscription “Elizabeth 1I” behind the head and “Australia 2000” in front of the face. Along the lower
edge is the inscription “Five Dollars”. The engraving was done by lan Rank-Broadley. Reverse: At the center of
the coin there is a map of Australia, within which two running figures are depicted. On both sides of them are
pairs of footprints rendered in black and white. Traditional ornamental motifs are drawn inside and around the
map. Below, at thee center, is the emblem of the Sydney Olympic Games, above which a sailing boat is depict-
ed, alongside the letter “C”. Around the emblem, sailing boats are engraved in relif. The engraving was done by
Stuart Devlin. The coin bears no striking year. According to the catalogue it is dated 2000 C. A total of 100,000
coins were minted. Both sides of the coin are surrounded by a raised rim.
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5. 5 dollars. Obverse: At the center of the coin is a crowned portrait of Elizabeth Il facing right, with the
circular inscription “Elizabeth 11” behind the head and “Australia 2000” in front of the face. Along the lower
edge is the inscription “Five Dollars”. The engraving was done by lan Rank-Broadley. Reverse: At the center two
large sharks are depicted, the upper shark is shown swimming with its mouth open, while near the right fin of
the lower shark the letter “C” is inscribed. Below, at the center, is the emblem of the Sydney Olympic Games,
flanked on both sides by wreaths rendered in traditional ornamental style. The engraving was done by Stuart
Devlin. The coin bears no striking year. According to the catalogue it is dated 2000 C. A total of 100,000 coins
were minted. Both sides of the coin are surrounded by a raised rim.

According to the 28 sporting disciplines contested at the Olympic Games, the composition of these five-dol-
lar coins is identical. They are made of aluminum-bronze alloy consisting of 92% copper, 6% aluminum and 2%
nickel. The diameter is 38.74 mm, thickness 3 mm, and weight of 20 g.

1. 5 dollars. Obverse: The third portrait of Queen Elizabeth I, wearing the imperial State Crown (imperial
State Crown of George V), facing to the right. Behind the portrait there is a circular inscription “Elizabeth I1”.
In front of the face is shown circular inscription “Australia 2000”. The engraving was made by Raphael David
Maclouf. Reverse: In the center, against the background of the Olympic flames, a sprinter athlete is depicted
at the moment of taking the starting position, facing left. Between the right hand and the left foot are the
Olympic rings, above which is inscribed “Sydney 2000”. Along the lower left side of the coin, in a circular ar-
rangement from left to right, is the inscription “5 Dollars”. The coin bears no striking year. According to the
catalogue it is dated 2000. A total of 203,000 coins were minted. Both sides of the coin are surrounded by a
raised rim.
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2. 5 dollars. Obverse: The third portrait of Queen Elizabeth I, wearing the imperial State Crown (imperial
State Crown of George V), facing to the right. Behind the portrait there is a circular inscription “Elizabeth 11”.
In front of the face is shown circular inscription “Australia 2000”. The engraving was made by Raphael David
Maclouf. Reverse: At the center, against the background of the Olympic flames, a gymnast is depicted at the
moment of performing the exercise, with both hands brought close to the left foot and the head positioned
between them. From the left foot downward, the inscription: “5 Dollars”. The coin bears no striking year. Ac-
cording to the catalogue it is dated 2000, and a total of 100,000 coins were minted. Both sides of the coin are
surrounded by a raised rim.

The silver coins reflect the broader role of the “Sydney 2000” Olympic Games as a symbol of peace and cul-
tural harmony, as well as the uniqueness of Australian nature. The “Sydney 2000” Olympic Silver Coin collection
consists of 16 proof-quality coins, released in two stages between October 1997 and February 2000.

The XXVIII Summer Olympic Games were held in Athens, in the capital of Greece, from 13 August to 29
August 2004. It is noteworthy that the first modern Olympic Games were held in Athens, and 108 years, the
city was granted the honour of hosting the Games once again. This right was awarded on September 17, 1997
The emblem of Olympic Games represents a wreath woven from olive leaves, known as the kotinos. This em-
blem refers to ancient Olympic tradition, in which the olive wreath was the official prize awarded for Olympic
champions. In addition, the olive tree was considered as a sacred tree of Athens. The emblem uses white and
blue, the colors of the Greek flag.

The Governor of the Central Bank of Greece, Lucas Papademos, presented six types of 500-drachma coins
on 1 November 2000, issued in honour of the XXVIII Olympic Games in Athens. The coins were made of an of
a copper and nickel alloy, consisting of 75% copper and 25% nickel. All coins have a diameter of 28.5 mm, a
thickness of 1.98 (+/- 0.001) mm, and a weight of 9.540 g. The cois are circular in shape. Each type was issued
in a mintage of 4,000,000 copies. The engraving was done by Nikiforos Lytras.

The obverse of all six coins is identical. Along the upper edge of the coin is the Greek inscription: “EAAHNIKH
AHMOKPATIA” (Hellenic Republic). In the upper central field is depicted the logo of the Athens Olympic Games
with the inscription “Athens — 2004”. Below it are the Olympic rings, and further below is the denomination
“500 APAXMEZX” (5000 Drachmas).

1. Reverse. At the center is depicted Nike, the symbol of victory, as it was represented on a Greek statuette
dating to around 200 BC. The Nike of Samothrace (also known as the Winged Victory) is one of the famous
Greek sculptures of the Hellenistic period. Originally located on the island of Samothrace, the sculpture is now
part of the collection of the Louvre Museum in France. The design is based on the gold medal of the 1896
Athens Olympic Games. Along the upper circumference is the inscription “Athens 1896”. On the right side of
the central field is the numeral 2000, the year of issue. Along the lower circumference is the Greek inscription:
“Medal”.
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2. Reverse. In 776 BC, the ancient Greeks selected an exceptional setting for the Pan-Hellenic Games that
later formed the foundation of the modern Olympic Games. One of the most important monument of the an-
cient Olympic Games is the vaulted passageway, a long and narrow corridor through which athletes and judges
entered the stadium. Over time, this passage acquired symbolic significance, representing the opening of the
Games. At the center of the coin is depicted thee arched entrance of the ancient Olympic stadium. Below it, to
the right, is thee year of issue 2000. Along the lower circumference is the inscription “Stadium”.

3. Reverse. At the center is depicted the Olympic torch-lighting ceremony, which takes place at the site
of the ancient Olympic Games and, through relay runners, carries the flame to the host city of each Olym-
piad. Along the lower circumference is the inscription “Olympic flame lighting”, accompanied by the numeral
“2000”, the year of issue.
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4. Reverse. It depicts Spyridon Louis (1873-1940), a Greek water seller and shepherd from the village of
Marousi, who became a national hero during the first modern Olympic Games held in Athens in 1896, when he
won the 40-kilometer marathon with a time of 2 hours, 58 minutes and 50 seconds. His portrait is shown at the
center of the coin, flanked by trees on both sides. In the background, to the right, his tomb is depicted. Slightly
below the center, on the right side is the number “2000”, the year of issue. Along the lower circumference is
the Greek inscription: “Olympic champion Spyros Louis”.
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5. Reverse. Diagoras of Rhodes was a boxer of ancient Greece in the 5th century BC, who twice became
Olympic champion. All three of his sons were also Olympic champions, as achievement witnessed by Diago-
ras himself. According to legend, after his victory, his sons placed a wreath of olive leaves upon their father’s
head and carried him on their shoulders around the stadium amid applause and cheers. Spectators reportedly
shouted “You will not become a champion like Diagoras”, and someone advised him to die. After being set
down from his sons’ shoulders, he immediately passed away. This ceremonial procession around the stadium
is depicted at the center of the coin. Along the lower circumference is the inscription: “Olympian of Diagoras”,
while above it to the left is the numeral “2000”, the year of issue.

6. Reverse. At the center are two portrait. On the left is Baron Pierre de Coubertin (1.1.1863 — 2.9.1937), a
French educator, thinker, and the principal organizer of the modern Olympic Games in the late 1880s. He was
commissioned by the French government to establish a universal sports association, and in 1894 he invited
representatives of several countries to Paris, where he proposed organizing the Olympic Games. On the right
is Dimitrios Vikelas (02/15/1835-07/20/1906), permanent resident of Paris, Greek merchant, poet, transla-
tor, philologist, and the first president of the International Olympic Committee (1894-1896). At the Sorbonne
Congress, the delegates unanimously decided to hold the first Olympic Games in Athens. Along the left side of
the coin, in Greek, is the inscription “Pierre de Coubertin”, and along the right side “Dimitrios Vikelas”. Below
thee portrait, at the center, is the numeral 2000, the year of issue.

These coins are not only the first issues dedicated to the 2004 Athens Olympic Games, but also considered
the final coins minted and issued by the Central Bank of Greece before the country entered the Eurozone on
January 1, 2002.
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2 euro — the coin is composed of two metals: a nickel-brass alloy outer ring and nickel core plated with
copper-nickel. The diameter is 25.75 mm. Weight 8.5 g. Circulation 34 500 000. Improved quality — 500,000.
The engraving was done by Panagiotis Gravalos and Konstantinos Kazakos. Obverse: along the outer ring, made
of copper-nickel alloy, depicts 12 stars symbolizing the 12 member states of the European Union (by 2004, 12
countries under the auspices of the EU issued euros on behalf of their countries). In the same circle, at the bot-
tom of the center, the numbers “2004” are depicted, between which there is a star indicating the year of issue
of the coin. In the central field is depicted a discus thrower in an ancient style, shown in the act of throwing
the discus with the right hand. To the left of the athlete is the Olympic Games logo with the Greek inscription
“Athens 2004”. To the lower right of the athlete is the numeral “2” and the Greek inscription “EYPQ” (EURO),
indicating the denomination. A security mark is located above the athlete’s head. The standard circulation issue
consists of 34 500 000, while 500 000 proof-quality were issued.

It is noteworthy that in many sources referring to Olympic coin issues during the Athens Olympic Games,
only a single coin is mentioned. This is not surprising, as from 2002 the European Union initially consisted of 12
member states, including Greece, to which the European Union dedicated the issue of a 2-euro coin. Prior to
this, in 2000, Greece had issued six different types of commemorative coins.
