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The article presents the history of the identification and study of Proto-Colchian culture, its
chronology, terminological problems, and ethnocultural interpretations. It examines the views
expressed by various scholars (L. Solovyov, T. Mikeladze, M. Baramidze, E. Gogadze, G. Pkha-
kadze) regarding Proto-Colchian culture and the periodization of its developmental stages.
Stages | and Il of Proto-Colchian culture, corresponding to the 3rd—2nd millennia BCE, are pre-

sented in detail.

Particular attention is paid to the distribution area of this culture across the Colchis lowland
and its interrelationship with the dolmen culture and other synchronous cultures.

The study also examines in detail the question of the ethnic attribution of Proto-Colchian
culture and the role of the Svan-speaking population in its formation.

We believe that the comparative analysis of the data presented in this article will make a
significant contribution to the study of the ancient history of western Georgia.

Keywords: Proto-Colchian culture; Colchian culture; dolmen culture; ethnocultural attribu-

tion; Bronze Age.

The study of the Proto-Colchian culture (stages | and Il) does not have a long history. Eventually, the term
“Proto-Colchian” was first used by the Russian local historian and archaeologist L. Soloviev, who worked in Abk-
hazia, when he identified the southern dolmen culture from the Enguri River to the coastal strip of Adler [Solo-
viev 1958:150-151; Soloviev 1960:60]. According to his assumption, the southern dolmen culture bordered on
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the Enguri River by a related Proto-Colchian culture, the famous monuments of which he considered Dablag-
omi, Anaklia’s Dikha-gudzuba and other settlements of the Colchian lowland [Soloviev 1958:162]%. Later, this
view was supported by Russian and Abkhaz scholars (Sh. Inal-Ipa, V. Bzhaniya, I. Voronov, |. Tsvinaria), who in
local scientific circles, in parallel with the southern Dolmen culture, approved the term “Ochamchire Culture”
of the same content [Soloviev 1958:151; Soloviev 1960:69; Voronov 1971:17; Bjania 1973:71]. In the circle
of this culture, along with other monuments (Kaman |, Kaldakhvara, Shroma-Mikhailovsky, Pali, Akhra-Kapshi,
Kur-Dere dolmens, etc.) the Ochamchire settlement, which is really connected with the dolmen culture thanks
to two stone hoes of the Sochi-Adler type and ceramics with staircase ornaments, nevertheless differs from
it in the main archaeological materials. The identical Proto-Colchian material of this monument covers the
entire territory of the Colchian lowland. Based on this, the attribution of the Ochamchire settlement to the
circle of the southern dolmen culture, seems questionable. We also consider the term “Ochamchire Culture”
itself, as well as its identification with the Southern Dolmen culture, to be incorrect [Jibladze 1990:21; Jibladze
1997:104]. Even if that were the case, we consider the naming according to the first discovery for this culture
to be incorect [Jibladze 1990:21; Jibladze 1997:104]%. We also cannot accept with the term “late stage of the
Ochamchire Culture” on the territory of northwestern Colchis (Abkhazia), proposed by I. Voronov. The artificial
introduction [Voronov 1971:20]® is nothing other than the same Colchian Late Bronze Age culture, which is
vividly represented on the territory of modern Abkhazia.

In scholarly literature, the identification of the proto-Colchian culture was scientifically substantiated by
Professor T. Mikeladze, who first provided a periodization of the Bronze and Early Iron Age ceramics of the
of the Colchian Lowland and established its developmental stages. In the development of Colchian ceram-
ics, along with other periods (Middle and Late Colchian), the Proto-Colchian and the following Old-Colchian
stages were distinguished [Mikeladze 1974:49; Mikeladze 1990:80-81; Table XXXVII; Mikeladze 1994:67-74].
Within the Proto-Colchian culture, the famous scientist identified | and Il periods, corresponding to the Early
and Middle Bronze Ages. In a later work, T. Mikeladze noted that certain layers of the settlements of Saeliao
Kurdzia and Tskemi belong to the transitional period from the Middle to the Late Bronze Age [Mikeladze
1990:14].

In the 1980s-90s of the last century, based on the stratigraphic sections of settlements studied on the
Colchian lowlands (Naokhvamu, Nosiri Ill, Namcheduri, Chaladidi’s Zurga, Pichori central hill) and taking into
account the series of absolute dates obtained from some monuments (Pichori central hill), all Bronze Age
settlements studied on the territory of the Colchian Lowland were chronologically arranged to epoch; the de-
velopmental stages of proto-Colchian and Old Colchian culture settlements were further specified and filled
with new materials [Jibladze 1997; Jibladze 2007:103-126]*. Later, it became bossible to mutually synchronize
Proto-Colchian and Old Colchian culture settlements with other categories monuments of Colchis (burial
grounds, bronze treasures, mining monuments), as well as with monuments of synchronous period cultures
distributed on the territory of Eastern Georgia [Jibladze 2016-a: 166-180; Jibladze 2020: 80-98].

M. Baramidze made a significant contribution to the identification and study of individual stages of the
Proto-Colchian culture. Based on the materials of the Pichori central hill, the researcher conditionally identi-
fied stages la and Ib with their characteristic artifacts in the development of the Proto-Colchian Il stage, which
were chronologically attributed to the Middle Bronze Age [Baramidze 2017:51].

E. Gogadze uses the term “West Colchian culture” to denote artificially constructed hill cultures of the Ear-

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ly and Middle Bronze Age of the Colchian Lowland, mainly based on typological data from ceramic materials
[Gogadze 1997:33-58]. In its development, he identifies local variants of the central and Western Colchian
cultures, and attributes the third variant to the Dolmen culture [Gogadze 1990:113-117; Gogadze 1997:33-
34].

G. Pkhakadze has done a lot of scientific research on the Eneolithic and Early Bronze Age cultures of West-
ern Georgia. Instead of the term “Colchian”, he introduced the term “Early Bronze Age culture of the Colchian
lowland”, which covers the Il millennium BC. He defined its characteristic features and distribution areas. It
has been suggested that a fairly powerful culture of the Early Bronze Age, formed on the basis of local cul-
ture, is recorded along the entire Black Sea coast of Colchis [Pkhakadze 1998:32]. In his opinion, since it was
not possible to accurately identify the monuments included in stages | and Il, and there was some confusion
between them, he chose to separate the culture of the Early Bronze Age of the Colchian lowland into a sep-
arate one. According to G. Pkhakadze, the term “Colchian” was introduced to denote the origins of Colchian
ceramics, but he does not use it because of its historical character [Pkhakadze 1998:32-41; Pkhakadze 2009-
2010:75].

Itis impossible to agree with a female scientist that the culture of the Early Bronze Age culture of the Col-
chian lowland unites Vorontsov’s cave® and dolmens. We believe that the territory between Sukhumi and the
Psou (more powerfully, the territory between the Gumista and Sukhumi rivers) should be a zone of contact
between Proto-Colchian, Dolmen and cultures common on the North Black Sea coast, bearing stone axes of
the Sochi-Adler type. It can be said that the Dolmen culture confirmed in Northwestern Colchis is strongly
influenced by the Proto-Colchian culture, which is reflected in some metal products of the Dolmen culture. As
for the territory of Western Georgia during the Late Bronze Age and Early Iron Age, it is almost up to the Psou
River and sometimes even north of it, completely covered by the distribution area of the Old Colchian culture.

Thus, the Proto-Colchian culture includes not only the monuments identified in the Colchian lowland, but
also the powerful elements of this culture, confirmed in the Colchian Mountains and on the Upper Imereti
plateau®. The culture of the Early Bronze Age culture of the Colchian lowland bears the same content as the
Colchian culture, which has a more pronounced ethnic load in its name. Some archaeologists, including us,
prefer to use the term “Proto-Colchian”. As for the culture of the Early Bronze Age culture of the Colchian low-
land, this is a more general name combining materials from the Early Bronze Age found both in the lowland
strip of the studied territory, as well as in cave and open settlements.

It is believed that the carrier of the Proto-Colchian culture must have been the Kartvelian ethno-cultural
stream of Svan-speaking population, regarding whose original settlement and primary habitat several views
have been expressed (Melikishvili, Orbeli, Baramidze, Jibladze) [Mikeladze 1974:72; Baramidze 1999:18-19;
Jibladze 2007:121-123; Jibladze 2016-a:166-180]. Based on the glottochronological method, which involves
the absolute dating of the process of a proto-language splitting into related languages (lexicon, statistic, etc.),
the separation of Svan from Common Kartvelian is estimated to have occurred at the end of the IlI-1l millennia
BC, or at the beginning of the Il millennium BC [Dzidziguri 1969:53-55; Lerner 1971:136-156; Bergsland, Vogt
1972:4-6; Lordkipanidze 1986:49-50; Gamkrelidze, lvanov 1984:871,880,882]. Approximately 1,000 years lat-
er, the communities carrying Georgian and Mingrelian-Zan emerged [Gamkrelidze, Machavariani 1965:17;
Lordkipanidze 1986:50]. The view has been expressed that at the end of the Il millennium BC, the separation
of Svan language from Proto-Kartvelian, their arrival and settlement in the coastal zone of Western Georgia

> The Vorontsov Cave is located in the Adler district. The cave has two levels. The lower gallery “Ochazhnyi” contains older materials,
while the upper galleries “kondokoli” and “Zalozhni” contain younger materials. The materials from this cave are closely realted to
the pottery of the Upper Imereti caves and the Maykop culture [Soloviev 1958:115-135; Pkhakadze 1992:270-271].

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all accured simultaneously [Mikeladze 1974:72]. Their traces are detected both through place names with
deeply sedimented ancient roots and through archaeological materials [Melikishvili 1965:5-68; Melikishvi-
li 1970:341; Mikeladze 1974:9-20;75; Lordkipanidze 1986:51; Mibchuani 1989; Gasviani 1991:173-198; Ji-
bladze 2007:120].

It is noteworthy whether the archaeological data correspond to the dating obtained by the glottochron-
ological method, and and how they correlate with one another [Jibladze 2007:120]. Perhaps the early strata
of archaeological materials from Ispani, Shemokmedi, Cholipa, Pichori (layers VIII-VIl), Anaklia | (Layer 1),
Anaklia Il, Ergeta (layer IV), and other synchronous sites on the territory of the Colchian Lowland reflect the
movement and migration of the Svan Kartvelian ethnic stream from the mid-3rd millennium BC onward (by
traditional dating) [Jibladze 2007:120].

According to current data, it appears that the coastal strip of the Colchian lowland and its adjacent terri-
tory must have been the main center for the formation of Early Bronze Age culture (Proto-Colchian Stage 1),
where the earliest settlements of this culture have been identified. It is presumed that the radiation of this
culture into the foothill and mountainous zones of Colchis began from here [Kvitsiani, Jibladze 2017:79-88].
It can be said that the Proto-Colchian culture is the culture of settlements along the coastal strip and its adja-
cent territories. We know relatively little about it, as a significant part of the monuments of this culture must
have been destroyed and probably ended up under peat during the New Black Sea transgression and the
Phanagorian regression’ that took place in the modern geological epoch — the Holocene.

The next wave on the territory of the Colchian Lowland must have been the second Kartvelian cultur-
al stream — the Mingrelian-Zan population, who are considered the creators of the brilliant Colchian Late
Bronze-Early Iron Age culture [Melikishvili 1965:70; Melikishvili 1970:356; Mikeladze 1974:20, 70-72; Lordki-
panidze 1986:57-58]. This Kartvelian ethnic-cultural stream occupied the entire territory of the Colchian Low-
land at the initial stage of the Late Bronze Age (Old Colchian stage |) and during stage Il (approximately IX-VII
centuries BC) expanded as far as the Psou River and beyond. According to M. Baramidze, from the beginning
of the 1st millennium BC, Colchian culture penetrated into the Koban region, which is clearly visible not only
in bronze axes, but also from ceramics [Baramidze 1998:40]. The view has been expressed that on the Colchi-
an Lowland, the Mingrelian-Zan Kartvelian ethnic stream marginalized the Svan-speaking population and oc-
cupied the present-day coastal strip and the Rioni-Enguri basin, after which the Svan-speaking population, a
carrier of the Proto-Colchian culture living in the lowlands, migrated to the mountains, while some remained
in the lowland zone and merged with the Colchian (Mingrelian-Zan) stream [Baramidze 1999:25]. In this case,
what we are dealing with is not a violent violent replacement, but rather a merging and diffusion, as is possi-
ble when two related cultures meet (M. Baramidze).

According to one point of view, the Svan and Mingrelian-Zan Kartvelian ethnic streams moved from the
south to the north. Their first habitat is considered to be the territory of the Lesser Caucasus, the Proto-Hit-
tite world, the high-altitude zones of the Zagros and the Caucasus, the northwestern regions of Asia Minor
together with the territory of Colchis Lowland and the southeastern Black Sea coast [Melikishvili 1965:72;
Melikishvili 1970:342; Mikeladze 1974:72; Lordkipanidze 1986:49; Chartolani 1989:243; Kurdiani 2002:57-
92]. According to the second concept, it implies the local development of Georgian tribes living on the terri-
tory of Georgia [Javakhishvili et al. 1943:14-15; Kuftin 1944:1-10; Japaridze 1976:174; Japaridze 1991:102].
G. Pkhakadze considers it possible that the Colchian Lowland was settled by the end of the first half of the 3
millennium BC by tribes descending from the hilly strip (Atara, Okumi, etc.) [Pkhakadze 1993:83].

At this stage, we find it most credible to consider the South Caucasus and the Black Sea coastal strip as the
original homeland of the ancient Svan and the Mingrelian-Zan Kartvelian populations. Perhaps southeastern
Colchis represented the initial settlement area of the Svan-speaking Kartvelian ethnic group, the bearer of the

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Proto-Colchian culture, and the peripheral side of Proto-Colchian culture formation (Ispani, Cholipa, Shemok-
medi). The center, meanwhile, is to be sought further inland. It is precisely here that we should also look for
the early cultural strata of the Mingrelian-Zan population. The question arises: was the settlement of the
Colchian lowlands and highlands (the Enguri River Valley) by the Svaan-speaking population simultaneous or
gradual? It is Probably that their movement (referring to the Svan population) into the depths of the Colchian
Lowland proceeded in successive waves along the Black Sea coast. This need not have been a lengthy process.
Naturally, the first settlers of the Colchian Lowland (referring to the Early Bronze Age) would choose less wa-
terlogged areas for habitation. It is likely that the first stream of the Svan population, due to unsuitable condi-
tions for life, bypassed the lower basin of the Rioni River and densely settled both banks of the lower Enguri
River basin, and more sparsely the territory to its north (Machara, Ochamchire, etc.). The view more widely
accepted is that the ancient Kartvelian ethnic group of Svan-speaking population had already established
itself in this region from the second half of the 3rd millennium BC [Chartolani 1989:244; Chartolani 1992:74].
It is considered plausible that from the 3rd millennium BC, the settlement of the Enguri River valleys (as well
as Rioni and Kodori) should be connected with the extraction of metal ores [Chartolani 1992:81].

As we can see, various views have been expressed reegarding the original habitat of the ancient Kartvelian
ethnic and cultural streams, namely the Svan and Mingrelian-Zan population. We believe that, despite this,
this issue awaits more or less definitive solution. For example, when some researchers hypothesize the arrival
of the Svan population from the south, from the Proto-Hitite milieu, they base their main conclusions, for
objective reasons, on linguistic data. In this direction, decisive importance must be assigned to archaeological
materials. In particular, if we consider the Svan population on the territory of the Colchian Lowland as new-
comers, then their origins must be sought through archaeological materials (ceramics, metal). As is assumed,
the chronological criterion must be taken into account in this case. This implies that a migratory (incoming)
culture existed in its region of origin (for example, in Asia Minor) earlier than in the new one [Titov 1982: 91,
142-143]. Likewise, the culture that arrived in a new location must exhibit all the complex characteristics of
the old place (i.e., the territory of the original habitat).
