THE FIFTH CONGRESS OF RUSSIAN
ARCHAEOLOGISTS IN TBILISI AND THE PROBLEMS
OF GEORGIAN NUMISMATICS

ABSTRACT

The article examines the holding of the V Congress of Archaeologists of the Russian Empire
(1881) in Thilisi and its significance for the development of Georgian archaeology and numis-
matics. The authors describe in detail the organization of the congress, the work of its sections,
and the participation of leading scholars, which clearly demonstrates the scientific scope and
public resonance of the event. Particular attention is paid to numismatic issues, which were
given more space than at previous congresses. The article discusses A.V. Komarov’s report on
unpublished Georgian coins and I.B. Iversen’s study of coin hoards, including the question of
the discovery of a rare silver coin of David Kuropalates. The article also analyzes the program
for the study of Caucasian numismatics compiled by Baron V. Tiesenhausen, which empha-
sizes the necessity of studying local coinage. The authors note the problem of the looting of
monuments and its continued relevance today. It is shown that the V Congress in Tbilisi played
an important role in strengthening Georgian national self-awareness and in establishing the
scientific foundations for numismatic research, thereby leaving a significant mark on Georgia’s
scholarly life and creating the groundwork for further research in the future.

The Fifth Congress of Archaeologists of the Russian Empire was held in Thilisi on September 8-11, 1881, at
the Palace of the Viceroy (present-day national Youth and Children’s Palace), under the patronage of Grand
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Duke Mikhail Nikolaevich Romanov and chaired by Count A. Uvarov. The preparation of the congress involved
the active participation of the Society of the Amateus of Caucasian Archaeology, founded in Tbilisi in 1873.
Among the outstanding archaeologists of that time, the famous German anthropologist and archaeologist
Rudolf Virchow was invited as an honorary guest. On September 12, he delivered a special lecture entitled
“Anthropology of the Caucasus” at an extraordinary meeting. According to the congress proceedings, following
the plenary session and the opening of the Caucasian Museum, the sectional meetings commenced.

Particular attention was devoted to the “Program for the Study of Caucasian Antiquities”, which contained
a number of significant provisions.

The first section, or “division” in the terminology of the time, was addressed to the “prehistoric monuments”,
the second to “paganism and classics”. By the way, F. Bayern’s a report was presented at this section: “The To-
pography and Excavations of the Mtskheta Burial Grounds”. The third focused on “Christian monuments”; the
fourth examined Muslim burial practices. The fifth section covered art and painting, the sixth to language and
writing systems; the seventh dealt with linguistics. The eighth section — one of the largest- was devoted to his-
torical geography and ethnography. It should be noted that, despite the colonial policy of tsarism, the 5th Thilisi
Archaeological Congress played a progressive role in strengthening Georgian national identity and contributed
to the development of archaeology in Georgia®. The number of participants of the archaeological congress
exceeded ninety people (see Fig. 6), included Georgian scholars and public figures, such as: Corresponding
member of the Russian Academy of Sciences D. Bakradze, Chairman of the Society of Amateurs of Caucasian Ar-
chaeology D. Djordjadze, D. Purtseladze, I. Mansvetov (Mansvelashvili), professor A. Tsagareli, Lieutenant Colo-
nel N. Tsilosani, Professor D. Chubinashvili, Professor Okrochmedlov (Okromchedlishvili), Mikeladze and others.
Of these, A. Tsagareli, D. Bakradze and D. Chubinashvili acted as heads of the sections. The congress attracted
considerable public interest, as reflected in contemporary Georgian newspapers and journals.

The congress ended with a theatrical evening in the Viceroy’s garden in honor of the guests, who gathered a
large audience. On September 21, Akaki Tsereteli read an improvised poem dedicated to archaeologists, which
delighted the audience. Scientific excursions were also organized to Mtskheta, Uplistsikhe and Kutaisi-Gelati.

Of particular importance to us is the fact that the 5th Congress of Archaeologists of the Russian Empire was
held in Thilisi (the first was held in 1796 in Moscow, the second in St. Petersburg in 1871, the third in 1874, and
the fourth in 1877 in Kyiv and Kazan respectlively. The sixth congress had been planned to take place in Pskov
in the summer of 1914, but was disrupted by the outbreak of World War 12), which was chaired by Lieutenant
General AV. Komarov. In contrast to previous congresses, relatively greater attention was paid to numismatic
issues. Komarov himself presented a report entitled “Some Unpublished Georgian Coins”, which, unfortunate-
ly, was not published due to the poor quality of the stenographic record®. Komarov delivered this report on
September 17, at the morning session of the fifth section (Monuments of Art and Painting).

On the evening session of September 19, within the section of historical geography and ethnography, Julius
Iversen delivered a paper on “Coin Hoards”. On September 21, the closing plenary session was held in the
evening, chaired by General AV. Komarov. Organizational matters were discussed, in particular the “Programs
for the Study of Caucasian Antiquities” developed by the commissions established by the congress were ap-
proved — including one in numismatics®.

According to Komarow, in recent years’ interest in archaeology had grown in Georgia, and accordingly, pred-

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atory attitudes toward antiquities had apparently increased: “Ignorant individuals dig up ancient graves and
sell the discovered objects in large quantities, including abroad”. On behalf of the congress, he demanded the
strengthening of existing legislation and the tightening of the laws in force.

It is noteworthy that an analogous situation continues with impunity to this day. Not a single case has ever
been brought against the “activities” of “black archaeologists” — neither then nor now®.

Baron V.G. Tiesenhausen introduced to the public his compiled “Program for the Study of Caucasian Nu-
mismatics”, the draft of which was later published in the Proceedings of the V Archaeological Congress®. The
draft discusses the significance of the Caucasus from a numismatic perspective as well. The program states: “In
the hoards discovered here, we find: ancient Persian darics and the so-called Colchic coins, Greek, Byzantine
and Roman, Sasanian and Arsacid, Armenian, Georgian, Venetian and Polish, and various Muslim coins”. The
program attempts to catalogue and reecord the coins discovered in the Caucasus during the 19th century.
For example, in 1874, Greco-Roman coins were found near Nokalakevi, and in 1857, “in Imereti, during road
construction near Surami, silver darics, Colchic coins, Arsacid, Sasanian, Roman and Seljuk, Hulaguid, Persian,
Turkish and Byzantine coins were discovered near Sapara in Akhaltsikhe, and so on.

Relying on Baron Koene, Tiesenhausen emphasized: “In Samegrelo, significant hoards of Colchic triobolos
are found”. In the concluding part of the program we read: “Local collectors should devote primary attention
to coins minted in the Caucasus, their minting locations, and the output of local mints”. Thus, Baron V. Tiesen-
hausen called upon numismatists to pay greater attention to local coins and coin hoards discovered in the
region. The renowned numismatist I.A. Bartholomaei, who had passed away by that time, remained an un-
shakeable authority on Caucasian numismatics, as did the founding father of Georgian scholarly numismatics,
Mikheil Barataev (Baratashvili) (1784-1856), whose ideas appear to underlie the aforementioned program for
the study of Caucasian numismatics. His work, published in 1844 in St. Petersburg and dedicated to Russian
Emperor Nicholas I, continued to serve as an essential reference.

In I.B. Iversen’s report on “Coin Hoards”, he examined hoards that had come to the attention of the Imperial
Archaeological Commision over a 25-year period, including those that ended up in private collections. In 1878,
a large hoard of 11th-century silver coins was discovered in the Olonets Governorate, which was “of particular
interest to the Caucasian region”, he noted’. Near a brewery, a pig had rooted up a pot filled with silver coins
from the ground, with a total weight of 11 pounds. A large protion of these coins — 8 pounds (approximately 3.4
kg), comprising 2.500 coins — came into Iversen’s own hands, while the rest went to private collectors, including
100 specimens to Grand Duke Sergei Alexandrovich Romanov. According to Iversen, during the cleaning pro-
cess, among the patina-covered coins stuck together, there was discovered “a very rare coin of the Georgian
King David Kuropalates”. “Until theen, the only known specimen of such a coin had been found back in 1859
in a hoard of similar composition”, which was accidentally discovered in Germany near the town of Schwan in
Mecklenburg-Schwerin. According to Iversen: “David reigned between 983 and 1001. Not knowing the Geor-
gian language, | rely on and refer to the description by the Parisian academician Langlois: on the obverse we
read — Christ, have mercy on David. On the reverse, in the corners of a Byzantine cross — Kuropalates”. Acad-
emician Brosset and General Schubert agreed with Langlois’s conclusion, while Prince Mikheil Barataev “was
not familiar with such a coin”, according to Julius Iversen, chief keeper of the numismatic department of the
Hermitage.

The “Olonets” hoard was never published, unlike the 1859 “Schwan” hoard, whose description had ap-
peared in the German journal “Zeitschift fir Minz-Siegel und Wappenkunde. Neue Folge”, the year and issue
number are not indicated. The article is quite substantial, spanning pp. 258-290.

It is noteworthy that the silver coin David Kuropalates discovered in Germany in 1859 had already been dis-

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cussed at the IV Congress of Archaeologists of the Russian Empire in Kazan, where D.lv. Prozorovsky shared the
attribution he had received. It may be assumed that the sensational announcement made at the V Congress
regarding the discovery of silver coins of David Kuropalates in the far north would have provoked a reaction
from Georgian society. How significant a cultural and historical event the congress was in Georgian public life
is evident from Ilia Chavchavadze’s assessment. He called the archaeologists’ gathering “a small ray of light in
endless darkness”. He wrote on the matter: “This is the first example in our history of our mother city Thilisi
being deemed worthy of a gathering of scholars. Particularly remarkable is that in no other city in Russia where
such a gathering has been held did as many people assemble as gathered here in Thilisi”.

In the period following the congress, interest in ancient coins grew even further. In 1890, A.A. Gasaev’s book
On “Ancient Numismatics”® was published in Thbilisi at K. Meskhiev’s typolithography, in which the problem of
Greco-Roman coinage and the circulation of ancient coins was raised for the first time in Georgia, on the basis
of a private collection. The Assyrians, Babilonians, and Phoenicians, as well as Tyre and Sidon, primarily used
gold ingots in foreign trade. This pre-coinage form of money, as recent archaeological excavations have con-
firmed, was a common feature of the economic life of early antiquity-era western Georgia.
