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ABSTRACT

The article examines a hoard of George VII’s coins discovered in the lori River valley, which
represents an important source for studying the economic and political history of late medi-
eval Georgia. The author describes in detail the circumstances of the hoard’s discovery, the
number of coins, their metallurgical composition, and chronological range. Particular attention
is paid to the dating of the coins, the earliest examples of which belong to the beginning of
the 14th century, while the later specimens reflect the reign of George VII. The study analyzes
the inscriptions, symbolism, and iconographic features presented on the coins, which clearly
reveal the ideological messages of royal authority and markers of state identity. The author
considers the hoard as part of regional monetary circulation and links it to the trade and tran-
sit significance of the lori valley. The article emphasizes the role of numismatic material in the
reconstruction of historical events and notes that this hoard supplements existing knowledge
of the monetary system, economic relations, and political processes of late medieval Georgia,
thereby giving it significant scholarly value.
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In the spring of 2019, according to unconfirmed reports, a hoard of silver coins was found near Thilisi in
the lori River valley, consisting of: 2 coins of Sheikh Uvays, 47 of Timur (Tamerlan), 1 of a new type minted in
Thilisi under Oljaitli, and 536 coins of various types belonging to George Vii— 612 pieces in total. The combined
weight amounts to 584.91 grams. The coins belong predominantly to King George VII.

Hoards of this kind have been found in sufficient numbers, though some have been lost or only partially
catalogued. Below is a brief list of the most notable hoards:
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The Ali Hoard?

The Ali Hoard, discovered in 1925 in the village of Ali, Khashuri Municipality — 471 silver coins. It consists
mainly of coins minted in the name of the Golden Horde of the 14th century, as well as Sultan Ahmad Jalayir of
Rey and Georgian King George VII. The earliest coin is dated 1310, and the latest to 1400-1401.

The earliest discovered is the so-called Unknown Ali Hoard, about which the newspaper wrote in issue
N248 of 1881: “From the village of Ali in the Gori district we are informed: in many places, ploughmen find
clay vessels and other ancient objects in arable fields. Recently, a miller found a pot of silver coins near the Ali
fortress”. This hoard is now lost.

The Gori Hoard?

The Gori Hoard was discovered in March or April 1935 by Gori resident Mikha Bidzinashvili, between Mikha
Tskhakaia Street (formerly Seminary Street) and the cemetery, during land cultivation. It cointained a large
quantity of small, low-quality coins weighing no less than 15 pounds (i.e., approximately 6 kg.).

The 1906 Hoard found near Thilisi3

Bearing the names Giorgi, Bagrati and Constantine, of which A.E. Pakhomov examined approximately 150-
200 pieces (“Coin Hoards of Azerbaijan and Transcaucasia”, E.A. Pakhomov, Baku 1926, p. 60, N170). This
hoards has not yet been published, and its current whereabouts are unkown to us.

The Mna’s Hoard

In 1924, in the village of Mna (Khevi), Kazbegi District, a monetary hoard from the 15"-16%" centuries com-
prising 927 items was acquired by the Museum of Georgia. Regrettably, it has not been published to this day*.

The Lore Hoard

In 1830-1831, a hoard of silver coins was found at Loree, near the ruins of a fortress, consisting of 2.430
coins. Among them, 600 are Byzantine and likely represent imitions of Trebizond asprons. There are 503
Shirvanshah, 8 Ottoman, 3 Mamluk, 90 Kara Koyunlu, 9 Ak Koyunlu, and 67 Georgian. The hoard is dated to
the 15th century and preserved at the Asian Museum?® in St. Petersburg (G. Dundua, On the Issue of Monetary
Circulation in 15th-Century Georgia®).

The Zhinvani Hoard

The hoard originating from Zhinvani, dating to the 15 century, was personally examined by E. Pakhomoy,
who determined it contained the following coins: 68 tangas and 20 small coins of the 15th century. Of the
twenty Georgian coins, 19 bore the image of a fish, apparently from the Samtskhe mint. The twentieth Geor-
gian coin, according to Pakhomov’s description, appeared as follows:

AV. An image of a beast facing left with a raised tail, a star above.

RV. Remnants of Georgian letters, with the letter “®"".

The Dedoplistskaro Hoard

In the autumn of 2019, a hoard of silver coins was found in the vicinity of Dedoplistskaro, consisting of ap-
proximately 150 coins. Upon examination, it was determined that the vast majority belonged to King Giorgi VII
(1393-1407), while 6 pieces belonged to the Golden Horde. The hoard was subsequently dispersed.

The hoards described above, as well as smaller coin finds, have been thoroughly documented by Giorgi
Dundua in his work “On the Issue of Monetary Circulation in 15th-Century Georgia” — and the full list is, of

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course, far larger than the one presented here.

The coin hoard | wish to present is of great interest, as the Giorgi VIl coins are represented by new-type
specimens of previously unknown weights. But before we proceed to examine the coins, let us first look at the
neighboring countries of Georgia and their political, social and economic conditions.

Bagrat V the Great

Bagrat V, King of Georgia from 1360 to 1393, was the son of Georgian king David IX® and Sindukhtar, daugh-
ter of Kvarkvare V Jakeli, Prince of Samtskhe-Javakheti. From 1355 he served as co-ruler with his father, and
upon his father’s death in 1360 he ascended to the throne as Bagrat V. In Georgian historical writing, Bagrat
V is referred to as “the Great” by the Trapezuntine historian Michael Panaretos®, who knew him personally
and called him “a distinguished commander”. In Armenian literature as well, Bagrat V is mentioned as “the
victorious and the mighty”. Although Georgia had been economically weakened by the Tatar-Mongol inva-
sions and a tendency toward the fragmentation of the kingdom was gradually emerging, Bagrat V’s authority
still extended over all of Georgia. The southwestern border of his kingdom (with the Empire of Trebizond) ran
along the Makriali valley, Gonio, Adjara, Shavshet-Klarjeti and Meskheti all belonged to Georgia. The city of
Ani and its district remained part of Bagrat V’s kingdom as before. Dvaleti and Ossetia also recognized Bagrat
V’s authority.

At the beginning of Bagrat V's reign, the Black Death raged in Georgia. In 1366, its victim was Queen Elena®,
by whom the king had two sons, Giorgi and Constantine. In June 1367, Bagrat V married Ana'!, daughter of the
Emperor of Trebizond, Jhon-Alexios*? Ill, by whom he had a third son, David, and a daughter, Ulumpia. Accord-
ing to some accounts, the king also had an illegitimate daughter name Tamar.

In the final years of his reign, feeling the threat from the East in the form of Timur, Bagrat allied himself with
Tokhtamysh®® in the struggle against him. The enraged Timur found cause to invade Georgia, and in late au-
tumn of 1386 he swept into the country with his wild hordes. Snow lay on the Caucasian mountains at the time,
and Tokhtamysh was in no position to aid Bagrat. The hordes besieged Thilisi and after six months of fierce
and bloody fighting, they broke into the city on November 22, 1386. King Bagrat, Queen Ana and his son David
were taken captive. The Mongols plundered and then burned the city, seized vast riches and also carried off
the famous library of the Georgian kings. The hordes dispatched by Timur continued to pillage and devastate
the country in various directions.

Timur demanded that Bagrat convert to Islam. The king resisted for a long time, but ultimately accepted the
Hanafi'* form of Islam, which recognized the primacy of reason over religion and permitted the consumption of
alcohol — though not wine. Timur then released the king to return to Georgia, accompanied by a Mongol army
of twelve thousand. Bagrat V secretly conspired with his son Giorgi, who carried out his father’s instructions
precisely and the Mongol army was entirely destroyed. Naturally, Bagrat expected retribution from Timur and
began intensive preparations to face the formidable enemy. The population took refuge in the mountains, the
army was readied and the fortresses were well strengthened.

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In 1387, Timur invaded Georgia for a second time. Despite fierce resistance, the Georgians were defeated.
However, Timur did not advance further into the country, as he had vast territories in Iran yet to subdue, and
moreover he learned that Tokhtamysh had invaded Azerbaijan, which forced him to leave Georgia. In 1393,
Bagrat V the Great died.

Giorgi VI

After the death of Bagrat the Great, his heir Giorgi VII (1393-1407), son of Bagrat V and Helena Komnene?®,
ascended to the royal throne.

Even during his father’s lifetime, he governed various regions of Georgia and is referred to as king from this
period in historical sources. During Giorgi’s reign, between 1394 and 1403, Tamerlane invaded Georgia seven
times.

Tamerlane’s first two invasion coincided with the reign of King Bagrat V. Six devastating invasions fell upon
Giorgi VII, who fought the countless enemy with great courage and dedication.

Giorgi VIl united the peoples of the South Caucasus (Georgians, Armenians, Azerbaijanis and others) to fight
against Tamerlane. He exploited the conflict between the Golden Horde and Tokhtamysh against Tamerlane.
In the final years of his life, Tamerlane was forced to reckon with Giorgi’s army and sought to avoid direct con-
frontation through peace agreements, which also served Giorgi VII’s interests.

In the spring of 1394, Tamerlane approached southern Georgia and sent four commanders with an army
of 40.000 to raid Samtskhe-Saatabago. The army returning from Samtskhe joined Tamerlane’s main forces on
the Koli plain. The purpose of the Samtskhe campaign appears to have been the acquisition of plunder and the
preparation of the main army for a new, larger campaign, which took place in the autumn of the same year in
the Aragvi valley under Tamerlane’s personal command.

On September 13, 1349, Tamerlane set out from the Koli plain with a great army, passing through Trialeti
and Lower Kartli toward the Aragvi valley. Along the way, he looted and slaughtered the population. Tamer-
lane’s apparent goal was to seiz the Dariali Pass in order to definitively cut off the possible entry of his enemy
Tokhtamysh, Georgia’s ally, into the country. Due to force resistance from the mountainpeoples, Tamerlane
was unable to take Dariali. In the spring of 1395, Tamerlane crossed into the North Caucasus via the Derbent
route.

In 1399, Giorgi VII allied with Ahmad Jalayir, who was fighting against Tamerlane. At the request of King
Ahmad Jalayir'®, the Georgians rescued his son Tahir from the fortress of Alinja'’, which was besieged by Ta-
merlane. To mark this event, Giorgi and Ahmad jointly minted silver coins. That same autumn, Tamerlane came
to the South Caucasus and encamped on the Karabakh plain. He selected three elite warriors from every ten in
his army, assembling a force of 10.000, to which the armies of Shirvan and Shaki were added. This great army
invaded Heret-Kakheti, known in Persian sources as the Khimshia Gorge. The purpose of this campaign was
likely the acquisition of plunder and provisions.

In the spring of 1400, Tamerlane marched toward Georgia and encamped at the border. He sent an envoy
to King Giorgi VIl demanding submission and the surrender of Prince Tahir, Threatening to devastate Georgia
if refused: “l am your king... come to me, make peace with me and | will grant you great gifts and bestow great
honor upon you. But if you don’t submit to me, | will command my armies and utterly devastate your entire
land”. According to Persian sources, King Giorgi gave the envoy a “harsh reply”. According to the Georgian
Chronicle (Kartlis Tskhovreba), Giorgi declared to the envoy: “I am no lesser than you, nor are you capable of

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destroying my country, and since it has been said — if this matter is not complied with, let him be deemed a
woman and not a man”.

Giorgi’s “bold” reply naturally enraged the proud Tamerlane greatly. He invaded Georgia with his entire vast
army, his goal being the total destruction of Georgia.

After Tamerlane’s departure from Georgia, King Giorgi moved into eastern Georgia and began restoring
order to domestic affairs.

In 1401, Tamerlane’s armies approached Georgia’s borders from the east and encamped at Shamkor. Giorgi
VIl sent his brother, Prince Constantine, as an envoy to Tamerlane at Shamkor, bearing great gifts and proposing
a peace agreement on the king’s behalf. Under the peace terms, Georgia undertook to pay tribute and provide
a certain number of troops. In return, Tamerlane pledged security for Georgia. The truce was concluded in
September 1401. In the spring, Tamerlane’s great army marched toward the Ottoman Empire. Along the way,
it besieged the fortress of Tortum?8, which was defended by around 200 Georgian garrison soldiers. After five
days of fighting, the fortress was taken and destroyed, and the defenders were killed.

In the spring of 1403, Tamerlane again marched toward Georgia and encamped at Kars. Tamerlanes’s histo-
rian Nizam-ad-Din*® Shami cited the non-fulfillment of the 1401 truce as the reason for this campaign. Tamer-
lane ordered his loyal vassal, Shirvanshah Sheikh lbrahim?, to attack Georgia from the east.

In this situation, George VIl again attempted to avert the invasion through negotiations. He again sent his
brother Constantine as an envoy with appropriate gifts. But Tamerlane refused to negotiate and rejected the
gifts, sending the king this message: “If you wish your land to be spared, come to me, convert to Islam —and if
you convert, | will not even demand tribute from you... and if you do not convert, pay my tribute... and | will give
you this land; and just as | released the Emperor’s son, so too | will do you no harm and release you in peace,
for he was also of your faith”.

King Giorgi was trying to buy time so that the people could harvest and store the crops. Tamerlane gave no
such opportunity. He swiftly invaded Georgia, entered Lower Kartli and besieged the fortress of Birtvisi in the
Algeti valley. The garrison soldiers, trusting in the fortress’s impregnability, failed to exercise the necessary cau-
tion. The besiegers took advantage of this —they hauled a rope ladder up the steep cliff, and 33 fighters climbed
into the fortress by ladder, managing to open the gate of the fortress wall, through which the besiegers poured
in. The Georgians fought to the last, the majority perished. Tamerlane handed Birtvisi®! and its surroundings
over to one of his commanders and ordered the area to be cleansed of Christians. This occurred on August 12,
1403.

Tamerlane decided to finally uproot Georgia and moved westward. The roads leading through Imereti are
mountainous and covered with forests. Amid fierce resistance from the population, the enemy army advanced
slowly. Along the way, they destroyed many villages, churches and monasteries, orchards and vineyards, and
more. The campaign in Imereti, begun in September, lasted until December. There was also the risk of the
mountain passes through Imereti being blocked. Taking all of this into account, Tamerlane was forced to cease
fighting on December 12.

Tamerlane began to consider making peace and effectively emerged as the initiator of a truce. He let the
Georgian commanders led captive in his camp know that he would not oppose a peace agreement if King Gior-
gi requested one. Upon receiving this news, King Giorgi sent envoys to Tamerlan with great gifts — a thousand
gold coins minted in Tamerlane’s name, a thousand horses and precious fabrics. As a result, a truce was con-

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cluded in 1403, under which King Giorgi undertook to pay tribute and provide auxiliary troops. After the truce
was concluded, Tamerlane led his army out of Imereti and headed eastward. Along the way, despite the truce,
he pillaged Thilisi and its surroundings.

In 1405, Tamerlane died in the city of Otrar?. After this, Giorgi VIl moved into eastern Georgia and drove
out the garrisons installed by Tamerlane from the fortresses. Under Giorgi’s leadership, the Georgians defeated
the Timurid army and raided Nakhchivan and Ganja, even reaching Tabriz. The Georgians then withdrew from
Nakhchivan and Ganja and these cities were taken by Giorgi VII’s ally, the Shirvanshah.

After Tamerlane’s hordes, the southeastern borders of the Kingdom of Georgia were threatened by the Kara
Koyunlu?® Turkoman tribes. In 1407, Giorgi VIl marched into Armenia to repel the new enemy’s advance into
the devastated and weakened country and died heroically in battle against the Turkomans. King Giorgi VIl was
buried in Svetitskhoveli, whose dome had been destroyed.

Ahmad Jalayir

Ahmad’s date of birth is unknown. He died in 1410. He was the fourth son Sheikh Uvays of the ruling Ja-
layirid dynasty. During the reign of his elder brother Hussein (1374-1375), he served as governor of Basra. In
1382, he rebelled against his brother Hussein, captured the capital Tabriz and ordered his brother’s execution.
After prolonged struggles with his remaining brothers, he became ruler of the entire state in 1384. In 1385, he
fought against Tokhtamysh?*, Khan of the Golden Horde?®, whose army invaded the South Caucasus, Iran and
Azerbaijan via the Debent and Dariali routes and mercilessly devastated his capital Tabriz in 1386. At the same
time, he became embroiled in lengthy wars with Tamerlane, who had invaded Iran and planned to fight against
him together with Georgia.

After Tamerlane’s departure in 1387, the territory of Azerbaijan was seized by the Kara Koyunlu Turkomans
under the leadership of Kara Muhammad.

In 1393, Tamerlane also took Baghdad, Ahmad’s second capital. Ahmad’s wives and son were taken captive,
while Ahmad himself fled to Egypt. With Egyptian assistance, he managed to return to Baghdad and retain
power for several years, partly with the help of the Turkoman ruler Kara Yusuf?, who aided him in fighting
against Tamerlane and his own rebellious subjects. Only in June 1401 did Tamerlane conquer Baghdad a sec-
ond time. Ahmad had left the city earlier and set out with Kara Yusuf, first to Syria and then to Asia Minor.

During the war between Tamerlane and Bayezid?’, Ahmad seized the opportunity to take Baghdad once
more, but was soon forced to cede it to his ally Kara Yusuf and seek refuge in Sirya, where his adversary fol-
lowed him after Abu Bakr, Tamerlane’s grandson, took Baghdad. In Syria, Ahmad and Kara Yusuf were impris-
oned and released only after Tamerlane’s death in 1405.

Within a short time, Ahmad managed to reclaim his state, but in subsequent years was driven out by Abu
Bakr, who was himself then expelled by Kara Yusuf. In 1410, Ahmad Jalayir was defeated in Battle near Tabriz
and killed the following day.

Historical sources describe Ahmad as a cruel, greedy and treacherous despot, yet also a brave warrior and
patron of scholars and poets. There are accounts that he himself wrote poetry in Azerbaijani, Arabic and Per-
sian, and also authored several works on music.

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Sheikh Uvays

Sheikh Uvays — Jalayir was the ruler of Jalayirid Iragq and Armenia (1356-1374), son of Hasan Buzurg?® and
the Chobanid Dilshad Khatun.

Shortly after Sheikh Uvays succeeded his father Hasan Buzurg on the throne, the old enemies of the Jalay-
irids — the Chobanids — were conquered by the Golden Horde in 1357 under Janibeg? of the Juchids. Melik
Ashraf®*® was executed and Azerbaijan was subdued. After the departure of Janibeg and subsequently his son
Berdi Beg®' from Azerbaijan, Sheikh Uvays, who had himself acknowledged the sovereignty of the Golden
Horde, conceived of appropriating the former Chobanid lands for himself, even as Melik Ashraf’s former emir
Akhijuk® strove by every means to retain the region for the Mongols. Sheikh Uvays conquered the region in
1360 and could boast of Tabriz, in addition to Baghdad, as one of the great cities under his control.

During his reign, Sheikh Uvays sought to expand his territories into Persia. He became involed in the strug-
gle for power among the Muzaffairrids®, supporting Shah Mahmud?** against Shah Shuja**. Mahmud Shah
married one of Uvays’s daughters around 1363 and received assistance in capturing Shiraz. In 1364, Sheikh
Uvays ceased fighting against the Shirvanshah3® Kay Kawus, but was compelled to reassert his authority due to
a rebellion launched by Khawaja Mirjan, the governor of Baghdad. In 1364, Sheikh Uvays launched a campaign
against the Turkoman tribes of the Kara Koyunlu®” (Black Sheep), defeating their leader Bayram Khawaji*® near
Mush?®. He then defeated the Shirvanshah, who had previously managed to attack Tabriz twice. Seeking expan-
sion eastward, he fought against Amir Wali*, ruler of Astarabad*! and defeated him at the city of Rey*?. Follow-
ing the death of his brother, Amir Zahid, in the city of Ujan*}, he was compelled to return. The governorship of
Ray was entrusted to Qutlugh Shah, who was replaced two years later by Adil Agha. Owing to his military cam-
paigns, Sheikh Uways Jalayir spent a considerable amount of time in Persia. He died in Tabriz in 1374, although
Baghdad had always remained his capital. Sheikh Uways was succeeded by his son, Sheikh Hasan Jalayir*.

2 Hasan Buzurg — Taj ad-Din (died 1356), the first ruler (sultan) of Iraq and Iran from the Jalayirid dynasty. He was the son of Hasan,
who governed Khorasan under the name of the Hulaguids. In 1324, Hasan Buzurg married Choban Baghdadkhatun, but llkhan
Abu Sa’id took his wife away. Hasan Buzurg was imprisoned, then appointed naib (viceroy) of Rum in 1333. After Abu Sa’id’s death
(1335), Hasan Buzurg eliminated his rivals and seized power in Baghdad in 1340. His heir was his son Uvays.

2 Janibeg — (died 1357), Khan of the Golden Horde. Third son of Uzbek Khan, Khan of the Golden Horde (1342-1357). Through suc-
cessful campaigns against the Chobanids of Persia, he annexed Azerbaijan, causing the Golden Horde to reach its maximum extent,
incorporating Western Siberia, the Bulgar Ulus (middle Volga region), the White Horde (Kazakhstan, Khwarezm), the Blue Horde
(Kuban, Don, Crimea), the Caucasus Ulus, and Azerbaijan; parts of Russian territories were also in political dependence.

30 Malik Ashraf — al-Malik al-Ashraf, son of Temirtash, naib of Ulus Hulagu’s Bekhtarbe and Azerbaijan (1343-1353), Sultan of Azerbai-
jan (1353-1357).

31 Berdi Beg Khan Muhammad — a Chinggisid, eighth Khan of the Golden Horde (1357-1359). Son and heir of Janibeg.

32 Ahijuk — a slave of Malik al-Ashraf, Sultan of Azerbaijan (1357-1359).

33 Muzaffarids — a Persian dynasty of Arab origin, which ruled Khorasan in the 14th century following the fall of the Mongol llkhanate.

34 Shah Mahmud ibn Muhammad Qutb ad-Din — Sultan of Fars and Kerman 1358-1364, Sultan of Isfahan 1356—1375.

3 Jalal ad-Din Shah Shuja — (died 1384), ruler (1358-1384) of Kerman, Fars, and Isfahan, of the Muzaffarid dynasty.

36 Shirvan — also Sharvan or Shervani, is a historical region in the eastern Caucasus stretching along the western shores of the Caspian
Sea and the Kura River, located on the Shirvan Plain.

37 Black Sheep Turkmen (Kara Koyunlu) — a confederacy of nomadic Oghuz Turkic tribes under the leadership of a clan of the Shi’ite
Turkmen Ive tribe. It existed in the 14th—15th centuries in the Near East, on the territories of present-day Azerbaijan, Armenia, Iraq,
northwestern Iran, and eastern Turkey.

38 Bayram Khoja-beg (? — 1380) — the first beg of the Kara Koyunlu (1351-1380), who created a Turkmen tribal confederate state. He
ruled large territories, including Azerbaijan, Georgia, and Armenia. From approximately 1374 to 1468, parts of northwestern Iran,
eastern Turkey, and northeastern Iraq were also under control.

3% Mush —a city in Turkey, the capital of the province of the same name.

4 Amir Wali — was the ruler of Astarabad and Mazandaran from 1356 to 1366, and again from 1374 to 1384. During his comparatively
lengthy reign, conflicts with the Sarbadars and the Jalayirids prevailed. The conflicts ended only after Timur’s appearance in eastern
Persia.

4 Astarabad — present-day (Gorgan, meaning “Land of the Wolf”) a city in Iran, the administrative center of Golestan Province. Locat-
ed in the north of the country, 30 kilometers east of the Caspian Sea coast.

42 Ray — a city in northern Iran, in Tehran Province, known in ancient times as Arsakia. Located 10 kilometers south of Tehran.

% Ujjan (Armenian: NLpan) — a village in Armenia, in the Aragatsotn Province. Located at an altitude of 1,150 meters above sea level.

4 Sheikh Hasan Jalayir — died October 9, 1374; was the eldest son of Sheikh Uvays Jalayir. He succeeded to the throne after his father’s
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Sheikh Uvays, like Ahmad Jalayir, mited three types of low-weight coins in Georgia. Two coins were struck in
Thilisi and both bear traces of a date. A new type of coin has also recently been discord, struck in Akhaltsikhe*
(in Samtskhe-Javakheti), though no date is legible on this coin either. The date of minting can be estimated
from 1364 onward, when Sheikh Uvays defeated the Kara Koyunly leader Bayram Khwaja and drove him from
the occupied territories, during the atabeg period of Beka Il Jakeli*® (1361-1391).

Amir Timur

Timur (iron), whose real name was Khoja-llgari and later known as Timur Gurkan, is historically known as
Amir Timur and also as Tamerlane (Timur the Lame). He was born on April 9, 1336, and was a representative
of the Chagatai Turkicized Mongol tribe, son of Taraghai Beg*’ and Tekina Khatun. He served as the Amir of
Central Asia (1370-1405) and died on February 17-18, 1405, in the city of Otrar®.

Amir Timur was not a direct descendant of Genghis Khan; for this reason, he could not receive the title of
Khan and was content with the title of Amir (general). From 1372 to 1388, he conducted affairs in the name
of the puppet Chagatai Khan, Suyurghatmish. After the Khan’s death, he ruled in the name of his son Muham-
mad Khan*°. On coins, he placed his own name alongside those of the puppet khans. Even after the death of
Mahmud Khan (1402), Timur continued to mint coins in his name, as no one had been installed as a puppet
khan after Mahmud’s death.

Tamerlane participated in feudal internal wars among small feudal states with the idea of unifying them,
where he distinguished himself and in 1362 became the ruler of a vilayet®. In 1356, he married Oljay Turkan
Khanim®?, the only sister of Husayn®?, the ruler of Balkh® and Samarkand®. In 1362, he was wounded in the
foot and became lame. As a result, the Tajiks nicknamed him “Tamerlane”, meaning “Timur the Lame”.

Tamerlane, together with Husayn, led a feudal army and began a struggle between Moghulistan® and Ayn
for power. In 1370, Tamerlane gained the title of Amir and solely governed Mawarannahr®” in the name of the
Chinggisids.

Tamerlane’s policy was directed, on the one hand, toward the unification of Central Asia, and on the other,
toward wars of conquest — by will or by force. His state was a confederation of feudal dominions. His army,
modeled on the military experience of Genghis Khan, was based on a system of tens, a military structure still
used in modern armies today.

Around 1360, Timur gained recognition as a military leader whose forces consisted mainly of representa-

death. His reign proved extremely short-lived. Hasan was never popular among the people. Shortly after ascending the throne, he
was executed by his amirs, who placed his brother Hussein on the throne.

46 Beka Il, Jakeli (died 1391), ruler of Samtskhe-Javakheti, Atabeg 1361-1391 (according to Vakhushti Batonishvili), eldest son of Qvarg-
vare |. During Timur’s first invasion, Beka Il defected from the Georgian King Bagrat V and surrendered to the enemy.

47 Taraghai — Mahmud Taraghai was a warrior and minor landowner, a representative of the Turkicized Mongol tribe of Barlas.

48 Tekina Khatun — The origins of Amir Timur’s mother are not entirely clear. Ibn Arabshah suggests that Tekina was a descendant of
Genghis Khan.

4 Otrar — Also known as Otirari, Tarbandi, Turari, and Faraba. One of the greatest cities in Central Asia. Its ruins remain in the Otrar
district of the Turkestan Region of Kazakhstan.

0 Sultan Mahmud Khan (died 1402) — The last Khan of the Western Chagatai Khanate (1384-1402). He was the son of Suyurghatmish.

*1 Vilayet — A large administrative-territorial unit.

52 Oljay Turkan Khanim — Tamerlane’s second wife and the only sister of Amir Husayn.

3 Husayn (died 1370) — Birth year unknown; according to historical sources, the son of Amir Musli. He was the grandson of Qazaghan
(1346-1358) of the Chagatai Ulus, who held the title of Amir because he was not a descendant of the Chinggisids (killed in 1358).

4 Balkh (Vazirabad) — A city in Afghanistan, in the province of the same name. Located on the right bank of the Balkh River.

5 Samarkand — The second-largest city in Uzbekistan and the administrative center of the Samarkand Region.

*6 Moghulistan — (The Ulus of the Moghuls, the Ulus of Jete, Mamlakat-i Moghulistan). A state formed in the 14th century on the
territory of southeastern Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan (Eastern Turkestan), as a result of the disintegration of the Chagatai Ulus.

7 Mawarannahr — Literally “the land beyond the river”. Also known as Transoxiana and Fararud. A historical region in Central Asia, in
the Samarkand-Bukhara region, between the Amu Darya and Syr Darya rivers.
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tives of Turkic tribes. He participated in major campaigns in Transoxiana®® (Mawarannahr) alongside the Khan
of the Chagatai®® Khanate. He invaded Khorasan at the head of thousands of cavalries. This was his second
military expedition, which he led, and its success led to subsequent campaigns, including the subjugation of
Khwarezm and Urgench.

After the assassination of Qazaghan®, a dispute arose among many claimants to sovereign power. Tughlugh
Timur®, from Kashgar, the Khan of the Eastern Chagatai Khanate and another descendant of Genghis Khan,
became involved in this struggle. Timur was sent to negotiate with them, but instead joined them and was
rewarded with Transoxiana. Around this time his father died, and Timur became ruler of the Barlas. Later, Tugh-
lugh attempted to install his son Ilyas Khoja® as ruler over the Transoxianans, but Timur stopped this invasion
with a small force.

In 1388, he captured Khwarezm and destroyed its capital, Urgench®. In 1398, he invaded India and cap-
tured Delhi. In 1400, he began a war against the Ottoman Empire. In 1402, at the Battle of Ankara, he defeated
Sultan Bayezid I.

In 1404, he launched a campaign against China, but this campaign was halted by Tamerlane’s death in the
city of Otrar in 1405.

At that time, Amir Timur’s state included, in addition to Mawarannahr, Khwarezm, and Khorasan: Iran, Pun-
jab, and Transcaucasia. Tamerlane’s campaigns were marked by terrible cruelty, destruction, and bloodshed.
Timur fought against everyone — Christians and Muslims alike. He created a gigantic state that soon fell apart
after his death. Amir Timur was also considered a great patron of art and architecture; from conquered lands
he brought to Samarkand painters, architects, writers, poets, the finest craftsmen and artisans — a city he had
devastated during his invasions and later chose as the capital of his empire. He interacted with great intellec-
tuals such as Ibn Khaldun®.

According to scholars, approximately 17 million people perished in Tamerlane’s military campaigns, which
at the time constituted roughly 5% of the world’s population.

Tamerlane invaded Georgia eight times between 1386 and 1403, with his primary demand being the con-
version of the king and the nation to Islam. He inflicted enormous damage on the Georgian state and the sub-
sequent development of the Georgian people.

llkhan Oljeitu (Ghiyath al-Din Muhammad Khudabanda)

Oljeitu, known in Arabic gs>dgl and also by the Persian name: Muhammad Khudabanda —
oddud>  Jwewe meaning “servant of God” or “worshiper of God” —was the eighth ruler of the Ilkhanate
(1304-1316). In Iran, in Tabriz, his name was Zilziti, which in Mongolian means “the blessed”. Oljeitu was the
third son of the Ilkhanid ruler Arghun Khan®, the brother and successor of Mahmud Ghazan®. He was the
eighth Ilkhan of the Hulaguid state (the fifth heir of Genghis Khan) and the grandson of Hulagu®’, the founder

%9 Chagatai (Chagatayids) — The name for the population of Mawarannahr from the second half of the 13th century to the second half
of the 14th century.

Grandson
of Hulagu, eldest son of Abaga Khan.

% Mahmud Ghazan (b. November 5, 1271, Abeskun, Mazandaran — d. May 17, 1304, Qazvin) — the seventh ruler of the llkhanid (Hu-
laguid) dynasty in Iran, reigning 1295-1304. He converted to Islam and declared it the state religion.

5 Hulagu Khan (b. 1217 — d. February 8, 1265, Maragha, Iran) — founder of the Hulaguid dynasty and state, son of Tolui, grandson of
Genghis Khan, younger brother of the Great Khans Kublai and Mongke.

of the llkhanate.

In 1289, Oljeitu was baptized by his Christian mother, Uruk Khatun, and given the name Nicholas, in honor
of Pope Nicholas IV, with whom Arghun had maintained diplomatic contacts. Later, together with his brother
Ghazan, he converted to Sunni®® Islam. Like his brother, he changed his name as well, adopting the Islamic
name Muhammad.

In 1305, in the northwestern part of Iran (present-day Zanjan Province), he resumed construction of the city
of Sultaniyya, which had been founded by Arghun Khan. The city soon became the summer capital of the Hu-
laguids, while Baghdad remained the winter capital. Construction of the city was completed in 1313. Its main
jewel was the Mausoleum of Oljeitu, built during the Ilkhan’s own lifetime.

After his brother Ghazan’s accession to the throne, he was appointed viceroy of Khorasan. Despite being
designated as Ghazan’s heir from 1299, upon receiving news of his death, Oljeitu sought to neutralize potential
rivals to the throne. The first such action was taken against the son of Gaykhatu, who was killed by Oljeitu’s
envoys on May 30, 1304. Another powerful emir, Horqudak, was captured and executed.

Upon ascending the throne, his full royal title was Ghiyath al-Din Muhammad Khudabanda Oljeitu Sultan.
After his accession, he made several appointments: for example, he bestowed upon Qutlugh Shah the position
of commander-in-chief of the Ilkhanid army, and appointed Rashid al-Din® and Sa’d al-Din Savaji as his viziers
on July 22, 1304. He placed Aziz al-Din, the son of Nasir al-Din Tusi’®, at the head of the Maragha Observatory
as his father’s successor. Another political decision, on April 21 of the same year, was the liberation of the city
of Kerman from the Qutlugh-Khanids” by Qutb al-Din Shah Jahan?. On June 27, 1305, Oljeitu Sultan appointed
his father-in-law and uncle Irinchin as viceroy of Anatolia.

In 1312, a significant change in administration occurred when Oljeitu’s vizier Sa’d al-Din Savaji was arrested
on charges of corruption and executed on February 20, 1312. He was soon replaced by Taj al-Din Ali Shah,
who would head the llkhanid civil administration until 1323. Another victim of the purge was Taj al-Din Avaji,
a follower of Sa’d al-Din. Oljeitu eventually launched a campaign against the Mamluks, in which he proved
unsuccessful.

After many wars, political upheavals, defeats, and victories, Oljeitu died in the city of Sultaniyya on Decem-
ber 17, 1316, having reigned for twelve years and nine months. After Oljeitu’s death, his vizier Rashid al-Din
Hamadani was accused of having poisoned Oljeitu and was executed. Oljeitu was succeeded as llkhan Sultan
by his son Abu Sa’id.

Oljeitu and the Ilkhanate had a profound impact on Georgia and the Caucasus as a whole during this period:
trade routes were disrupted, the taxation system was changed, rules for the conscription of auxiliary troops
were established, religious practice was restricted, and numerous minor regulations hampered the develop-
ment of the state and caused public discontent. There was a major impact on monetary issuance —in the Geor-
gian mints known to us, such as Thilisi, Akhaltsikhe, Qaraghaji, and Ani, national coinage was barely minted.

If we examine this period in its entirety, we see that the Mongol and pro-Mongol political entities — in-
cluding the Turkmen ulus confederations — had no desire whatsoever for construction or development; their
activities did not go beyond collecting taxes and temporarily seizing lands for pasture. Amid this Mongol chaos,
only the llkhanids and the Mughals created centralized states, which Tamerlane relentlessly fought against and

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suppressed. Of Tamerlane it might be said that he had a desire for construction, reflected in the effort invest-
ed in Samarkand’s architecture — though it should be recalled that years earlier he had twice destroyed and
devastated that very city. On the whole, he built nothing significant enough to make one forget the harm he
inflicted upon the world.

Description of coins struck by Giorgi VIl and their sub-types

In the tables below, you will notice that the coins struck in the names of Giorgi VIl and Ahmad Jalayir, as well
as those minted independently by King Giorgi, are executed in an extremely crude manner. In some cases, the
Arabic inscriptions are applied in mirror image, or one line is engraved correctly while the other is reversed.
This circumstance makes it difficult to read the texts on these coins accurately; however, the large number of
coins helps in clarifying the inscriptions.

After evaluating the coins of the given hoard, it was established that Giorgi VII, including coins struck jointly
with Ahmad Jalayir, minted a total of 12 coin types. Together with the coins present in the hoard, we also pres-
ent descriptions of three coins that were not part of the hoard’s contents but complete these 12 types. We will
first describe the coins executed with Georgian letters.
