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ALEXANDER KALANDADZE

Prominent Georgian archaeologist, Doctor of History, Professor Alexander Kalandadze was
born on April 2 (15) 1909 in the village of Khidistavi (Chokhatauri district) in a farmer family. He has
got his secondary education in Poti, then continued his studies at Tbilisi State University, but due
connection with its reorganization, he graduated from the Pedagogical Institute as a historian
in 1931. In 1931-1933, he worked as a teacher of history and Georgian language and literature at
Kolmeurne youth and Ten-Year labor schools in the city of Dusheti. In 1933-1937, Al. Kalandadze
studied in Saint Petersburg, where he was a graduate student at N. Mari State Academy of the
History of Material Culture. He worked on problems of the history of primitive society under
the guidance of prominent scientists N. Mari, I. Meshchaninov, V. Struve and A. Orbeli. During
his post-graduate studies, he participated in archaeological expeditions studying Middle Urals
(1934), Abkhazia (1935) and Guria-Samegrelo (1936). After returning to Georgia, in 1937, he has
been working at the Institute of Language, History and Material Culture of the Georgian Branch of
the USSR Academy of Sciences under the guidance of Prof. G. Nioradze, first as a junior and later
as a senior researcher. He also worked as a senior researcher in the archaeology department of
the Georgian State Museum (headed by G. Nioradze) and as an archaeologist-instructor at the
Committee for the Protection of Cultural Monuments of Georgia. In 1937, Al. Kalandadze worked in
the expedition studying Mesolithic and Neolithic cultural remains in Western Georgia, and from
1937 to 1941 he was a leader of one of the units of the Mtskheta archaeological expedition.

Al. Kalandadze was a participant in the Second World War from 1941 to 1945. Since October 1945, Al
Kalandadze returned to scientific and field archaeological activities. First, he headed the History Depart-
ment of the State Museum of Georgia, and since 1951, he worked at the Iv. Javakhishvili History Institute,
first as a senior researcher, and later, until his death (November 15, 1976), he was the head of the Stone
Age Archaeology Department. Al. Kalandadze defended his dissertation for the degree of Candidate of
Historical Sciences in 1947, and obtained the scientific degree of Doctor of Historical Sciences in 1968. In
1970, he was awarded the academic title of professor in archaeology.

Al. Kalandadze belongs to the number of Georgian archaeologists who were responsible for organ-
izing and leading the first major archaeological expeditions in the second half of the 1930s. He was one
of the heads of the large archaeological excavations initiated in Mtskheta under the auspicies of lvane
Javakhishvili and Simon Janashia. Al. Kalandadze led the first unit of this expedition, which discovered
and revealed the magnificent monument of ancient times - the residence-burial site of Pitiakhshes at
the confluence of Armaziskhevi. Al. Kalandadze was the co-author of the fundamental monograph “Mtsk-
heta I”. Until the last days of his life, he worked on the excavations of Samtavro necropolis and scientific
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publications of materials obtained there, which is recognized as a significant monument of Near Eastern
archaeology. In 1980, “Mtskheta IV” was published under Al. Kalandadze’s authorship, and in 1981-1982,
“Mtskheta V" and “VI” were published with his co-authorship.

Al. Kalandadze was the first explorer of Neolithic culture in Georgia (Odishi). He led the archaeo-
logical excavations of the multi-layered cave settlement of “Tsona” in Shida Kartli, where the existence
of intact cultural layers of the Acheulen, Mousterian, Mesolithic, and Eneolithic periods were confirmed.
The results of the excavations of the “Tsona Cave” are now widely known both locally and internationally.
Equally important are the excavations carried out under Alexander Kalandadze’s leadership in Sukhumi,
where Late Bronze Age and Ancient Period monuments were discovered, and in Tskaltubo, where he in-
vestigated particularly noteworthy cave (“Tetri Mgvime”) and open-type settlements of the Old Stone Age,
to which he dedicated numerous significant publications.

Alexander Kalandadze's contribution to the study of Bronze Age, ancient and medieval monuments
are also significant. His scientific interests encompassed a wide range of issues from Stone Age archae-
ology to the early Middle Ages. Alexander Kalandadze is the co-author of the first university textbook of
“Archaeology of Georgia” (1959) and the first volume of “Essays on the History of Georgia” (1970). He is the
author of many scientific works, published both in our country and abroad, which illuminate a number of
important issues of our distant past.

Alexander Kalandadze widely presented the results of his research in the field of Stone Age at world
congresses of relevant specialists, as a delegate and presenter (VI World Congress of Anthropologists and
Ethnographers in Moscow, 1964; IV World Congress of Speleologists in Yugoslavia, 1965, etc.).

Alexander Kalandadze was characterized by exceptional scientific integrity, a measured considera-
tion of issues, and the ability to make generalizations. Each of his works is a positive and undoubtedly
valuable contribution to our archaeology. Al. Kalandadze has been lecturing at Thilisi State University
for years. His name is associated with the preparation of appropriate personnel working in the field of
archaeology. He educated researchers successfully working in this field, not only for Georgia but also for
other Caucasian republics (Adyghe, Azerbaijan, Armenia), who received excellent methodological and
practical field training under his guidance.

Nowadays, Georgian, Ossetian, and Abkhazian scientists trained by Alexander Kalandadze are suc-
cessfully working in the field of archaeology and enriching the historical past of our homeland with new
discoveries.

Mr. Alexander Kalandadze belonged to that category of people who left a deep mark in science
through archaeological discoveries and scientific research. At the same time, he deserved the love and
respect of people for his good personal qualities. This was evident at every step of his life.

| also have good memories with Mr. Sandro. We lived side by side in the same house on Shartava
street N16, and were connected by a long balcony. In the evenings, often when | was still a schoolboy,
Mr. Sandro talked to me about archaeology, the past of our country, and its prehistory. He also told me
about the work carried out with my father, Giorgi Nioradze, who was no longer alive at that time, and
other matters. All these aroused my great interest and created a desire to spend time with Mr. Sandro
very often. All these had a great influence on my choice of profession. After graduating from the Faculty
of History of Thilisi State University, | spent a sertain period of my postgraduate course (supervised by O.
Japaridze, D. Tushabramishvili) at the Institute of Archaeology in Saint Petersburg. | was supervised by the
famous Paleolithic scholar Al. Rogachev, who was researching Upper Paleolithic open-type monuments
of Kostenko and headed the Paleolithic department at the institute. Al. Rogachov had been Mr. Sandro’s
front-line friend and their friendship turned out beneficial for me. Mr. Sandro asked Alexander Rogachev
to mentor me, and | was given the opportunity to spend half of my postgraduate course at the Stone Age
Department of the Institute of Archaeology in St. Petersburg, which was located in the Hermitage build-
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ing. These years, covering the 1960s of the last century, proved to be very productive for me. During this
period, | acquired good theoretical and practical knowledge in paleolithic studies. | participated in Kos-
tenko's Paleolithic expedition, where | gained good practicalexperience in field archaeological research.
During this period of study in St. Petersburg, | gained significant experience and knowledge in my special-
ty. I owe all this to Mr. Sandro.

When | was conducting the excavations of the Middle Paleolithic layers of Sakazhia and Ortvala
caves, Mr. Sandro often came to visit my work in the village of Godogani, where the mentioned caves are
located. He gave me advice and showed great attention to my work. At the same time, he showed great
warmth and love toward my children, Giorgi and David. He told them interesting stories, taught them and
recited poems to them. This warm childhood memory has remained well in my son’s memory to this day.

| remember an incident related to Mr. Sandro during his stay with us, which now makes me smile,
although at the time it caused me concern.

Mr. Sandro had just arrived in the village Godogani for a regular inspection of the work carried out
by our expedition; It was a hot summer day, we were sitting on the balcony of the house of local resident
Akaki Abesadze, where our expedition set up an apartment. | was telling Mr. Sandro about the stratig-
raphy of the Sakazhia Cave layers, the artifacts found, faunal and other materials that we were going to
see in the field the next day. Mr. Sandro took off his sun hat, which he hung on a nail nearby. During our
conversation, the hat had fallen off, which we did not notice, and it had fallen at the feet of my children
in the yard. The boys were probably 3-4 years old at the time, they didn't think for a long time and rolled
Mr. Sandro's hat back and forth like a ball. The hat, which served as a ball for the children, they did not
know whose it was or how it ended op on their playground. When | saw this, | got very upset, stopped
talking, immediately jumped up, took the hat from the children, cleaned it and hung it back on its place.
Mr. Sandro asked me not to scold the children, who were standing there disappointed and confused, and
said to me: "Don't tell them anything, | should have thought about it and brought them a ball".

Also, | remember very well the work carried out in the “Tsona” Cave, in Shida Kartli. Mr. Sandro led
the South Ossetian archaeological expedition, which carried out archaeological excavations in the Tsona
cave, and |, as a member of the expedition, in the 60s of the last century, took an active part in both field
and laboratory work of the expedition.

Tsona cave is located 2150 m above sea level, and this place belongs to the semi-alpine zone. There,
at this altitude, no population resides, and our expedition has camped in tents near the cave. It was
quite cold at night, however, we slept warmly in the tents. Mr. Sandro was the first who was getting up
and encouraging us by shouting: “Wake up, get up, there's no air left”. Working in the “Tsona” expedition
has taught me a lot, a very lot. This applies to both field work and laboratory processing, which meant:
registration, restoration, labeling, description, etc. of found archaeological and paleontological materials
(stone artifacts, animal bones, etc.) in the field book.

| also have good memories with the local population, with whom Mr. Sandro had friendly relations.
They supported our expedition in every way. We had contact with the members of the Kudaro archaeolog-
ical expedition of the Leningrad Institute of Archaeology, led by Vasyl Lubin. Kudaro Cave is also located
in the territory of Shida Kartli, close to the Tsona Cave, and similarly it contains the remnants of early
human life. Members of the Kudaro expedition were often our guests, and our relations with Russian col-
leagues were only beneficial for science.

For many years, Mr. Sandro was the head of the Stone Age Archaeology Department of the History In-
stitute of the Georgian Academy of Sciences, where | was enrolled as a scientist of the department. These
years have taught me a lot about my specialty, | have to thank Mr. Sandro for that. He will always be remem-
bered with warm memories by his colleagues, those who knew this kind person and renowned scientist.
