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ALEXANDER KALANDADZE

(remembrance)

Alexander Kalandadze - Mr. Sandro (that's how we used to call him) - prominent
archaeologist-researcher, an unparalleled specialist in early human and Stone Age,
one of its founders and patriarchs, Doctor of Historical Sciences (1970), Professor
(1971). Cavalier of the USSR Honorary Order and the holder of many medals.

After completing his higher education in 1931 with a specialization in history, he
set a goal to dedicate his activities and scientific work to the study of early human
and its material culture.

In 1937, after returning to Georgia, Al. Kalandadze with insatiable energy and determination,
equipped with fundamental knowledge, devoted himself to his beloved work - serving archaeology,
from 1937-1941 in ENIMK, from 1939 at the Georgian National Museum and later at the Ivane Javakhishvi-
li Institute of History, Archaeology and Ethnography, he became the head of the Stone Age Archaeology
Department until the end of his life.

In 1936, the All-Union Academy of Sciences established an archaeological expedition to study Ab-
khazia under the leadership of Professor M. Meshaninov. Mr. Alexander is one of the active members of
this expedition, he conducts excavations on the Sukhumi mountain, where interesting materials of the
Late Bronze Age and Early Antique period were discovered. In 1951-1953, he continues work in Sukhumi
and its surroundings, where he discovered and studied archaeological monuments from various ep-
ochs.

Between 1963-1972 he excavated and explored the multi-layered cave.

Alexander Kalandadze's name is associated with the discovery and study of the first Neolithic
monument in Western Georgia — the Odisha settlement, which played a decisive role in the determina-
tion and research of the Neolithic culture in Georgia.

Alexander Kalandadze was a scientist of a wide range, he equally possessed thorough knowledge
of all archaeological periods. His name is closely linked to the excavation and study of the famous
monuments of Mtskheta, including: sepulcher of Mtskheta, Samtavro cemetery, Tombs of Armaziskhevi
Pityakhshes, Bathes, etc.

In 1937-1941, he led the Mtskheta expedition. In 1946, after the end of the Second World War, Al.
Kalandadze resumed leadership of the renewed Mtskheta expedition and remained in charge until
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the end of his life (1976). He authored all volumes dedicated to Mtskheta. It should be noted that
“Mtskheta 1 (Monuments of Armaziskhevi)” was nominated for the USSR State Prize.

Al. Kalandadze is the author of | volume of essays on archeology and the history of Georgia. Par-
ticipated in numerous Union and international conferences and symposiums.

Al. Kalandadze was a prominent, recognized and universally appreciated scientist, whose works
remain essential reading for archaeologists, but not everyone knows what a wonderful person and
outstanding person Mr. Sandro was, exceptionally kind, noble, humble, lenient, friendly, caring and
suportive.

| have many fond memories with Mr. Sandro. In 1964, | was defending my PhD thesis in Moscow,
according to the rules, | had to send an abstract in both Georgian and high-level Russian. | had already
written my abstract in Russian, Mr. Sandro, an excellent Russian speaker, insisted on reviewing and
refining it. Thanks to his expertise, my abstract turned out excaptionally well.

Mr. Sandro was very attentive to his employees, nothing escaped from his notice. | recall one
particular case, a colleague and | had a minor disagreement. he was defending his thesis, which tra-
ditionally was followed by the banquet (known as the “dessertation”), | had decided not to attend.
Mr. Sandro, a well-known and highly respected scientist, personally came to my house - talked to
me, convinced me to join and took me to the “dessertation”. Only he could do such a thing.

The best memories of my life are tied to the Mtskheta expedition. In 1957, after completing my
postgraduate studies, | was sent to Mtskheta expedition and Mr. Sandro was the constant head of
this expedition. The Mtskheta expedition was large-scale, multi-regional and multi-functional. It was
customary for all archaeologists, especially newcomers, to participate in it. It could be said that the
Mtskheta expedition was a “forge” for archaeologists. That's how graduate students like myself and
Leila Tsitlanadze became part of the team.

At that time, in the expedition participated both young generation from our Institute of History as
well as the now deceased senior scientists of the Georgian National Museum, including: Tariel Chubin-
ishvili, Nutsa Ugrekhelidze, Domenti Khoridze, Ramin Ramishvili, Otar Lortkifanidze and others.

The expedition worked in several areas. Mr. Sandro tirelessly went from one area to another every
day, supervising the work, giving instructions and planning further directions. | worked at Samtavro
Cemetery. It was our first serious exam and | took it with full responsibility. We sat in the tombs all
day making preparations, in the afternoon the boys (K. Kvizhinadze, Al. Bokhochadze) would bring hot
Georgian bread - shoti, cheese and cucumber, which we were eating directly in the tomb. The girls
called me “Dukhta” (shortened from Gurandukhti), Mr. Domenti Koridze changed it in his own way and
called me “TiodTa/Tufta”. When Mr. Sandro heard this name, he said with mixture of humor and re-
proach “Mr. Domenti, why do you call this good girl “Tufta”? - we laughed a lot.

Work started at 7 o'clock in the morning and we were all expected to be in the field on time. How-
ever, after spending weekends in Thilisi, we were often late getting to the field on Monday mornings.
Mr. Sandro would meet the latecomers at our place, but none of us ever remember his displeasure,
remark or reprimand because of the fact.

There were many of us and we lived in different houses. Once our housekeeper complained to Mr.
Sandro: “They are very noisy people, they don't let me sleep”. Mr. Sandro, with his usual gentleness,
ressured her: “Pleaase forgive them, madam, they are young and can't contain their energy”. Indeed, it
was so true. We didn't even sleep at night, we used to organize excursions and everyone, participated
without exception, both older and younger. In the darkness of night, we used candles or flashlights to
climb up to the Bebris Castle, visited the famous sepulcher of Mtskheta, and often visited Armaziskhevi.

Mr. Sandro participated in all our ventures with us. With a candle or lantern in hand, he was the
first to lead us forward and light the way. He used to follow all our events with such a joy, as if he
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was our equal and right. No one remembers him with furrowed brows, or giving remarks or showing
dissatisfaction. Although, Mr. Sandro wasn’t even 50 years old at the time, but his demanding work,
great responsibility and supervision of all sites tired him gratly, though he never showed it and always
shared our joy and success with us.

Mishiko, the grandson of Mtsketa’'s renowned gardener - Mikheil Mamulashvili, worked with us.
He sometimes arranged boat rides for us at the confluence of the Mtkvari and Aragyvi rivers near the
old small church of Antiochi. We had a very impressive time: reciting poems and favorite excerpts from
poems by heart, singing sweet Georgian songs, imitating famous actors. Mr. Sandro was always by our
side.

Neither I nor anyone else who participated in the expedition at that time can forget these wonder-
ful romantic evenings filled with love and deep meaning throughout our lives.

Mr. Sandro was not just our department head and leader, but also spiritually close, benevolent
and protective. | and probably many other had a fatherly attitude towards him.

My spouse Malkhaz Baramidze and |, for years, were visiting Mr. Sandro and his virtuous and won-
derful wife Ms. Sara every New Year (January 1). We were happy to wish them a Happy New Year and we
knew they were very pleased with our visit.

Along with Mr. Sandro, we should remember his colleagues and inseparable friends: Mr. Andria
Apakidze and Mr. Germane Gobejishvili, the managers of our department - these amazing people were
our tutors, educators, caregivers and supporters. We have learned mutual respect, love, loyalty, sup-
port and true friendship from them.

| sincerely pity the younger generation of archaeologists who could not witness these remarkable
personalities, they have lost a lot in human and spiritual perspective.
